Service

The following motion has been proposed
by Councillor Eddie Reeves and seconded
by Councillor Nigel Simpson.

“This Council recognises that support for
children with Special Educational Needs
and/or Disabilities (‘SEND’) is of utmost
importance. This Council regrets that too
many SEND families have been let down.

This Council notes with regret OFSTED’s
observations that “Yeaders have not acted
effectively enough” to address “widespread
and/or systematic failings” within local
services. It is unacceptable that:

“Too many children and young
people do not receive the right help
until they are close to crisis”.

This Council accepts OFSTED’s
conclusions and resolves to work on a
cross-party basis to develop urgent

duly invited, together with the Chair
of the People Scrutiny Committee,
to facilitate ongoing cross-party
dialogue with families.

This Council resolves to accelerate the
deliberations of the Future Council
Governance Group on the configuration of
scrutiny committees to ensure closer
oversight of this vital policy area.”
