FINANCIAL MONITORING

Report by the Assistant Chief Executive & Chief Finance Officer
Introduction

1. This report sets out the Council’s forecast financial position for the 2008/09 financial year based on ten months of actuals to the end of January 2009. It includes projections for revenue, balances, reserves and capital. The report provides explanations where the forecast outturn is significantly different from the budget with action plans to recover the position where appropriate. 

2. The forecast in-year revenue overspend across all Directorates is £1.963m, as set out in the table below.  This compares to an underspend of -£0.385m in the 17 February 2009 report to Cabinet, a movement of £2.348m.  The in-year forecast excludes the variance on the City Schools Reorganisation along with £0.365m of the ICT Investment Fund which will be used in 2009/10.

3. General balances were £20.006m as at the end of January 2009 as set out in Annex 5.  The planned underspend on the ICT Investment Fund will be transferred to reserves and utilised in 2009/10.  The forecast in-year overspend of £1.963m will be transferred to the carry forward reserve in the first instance and will be subject to the appropriate approval.

2009/10 Virements
Part 1 - Revenue

6. Annex 1 shows the forecast revenue outturn by Directorate based on the position to the end of January 2009. Significant issues or movement in the variances are commented on below along with management action being taken.

Children, Young People & Families: £0.611m in-year Directorate overspend (£1.980m total overspend including City Schools Reorganisation)

7. The overall Directorate position is a forecast overspend of £1.980m, as shown in Annex 1a.  This has increased by £0.700m since the previous report.  £1.369m of the total forecast overspend relates to the City Schools Reorganisation where the repayment was planned over a number of years.    Excluding the latter the forecast Directorate in-year overspend is £0.611m.

8. The Young People and Access to Education Service Area is forecasting an underspend of -£0.581m.  In addition an underspend of -£0.245m is expected on the Connexions Service arising from the timing of contract payments over financial years.  This will need to be carried forward to 2009/10. 

9. A pressure relating to the Paramedical Service which provides support therapies to children was reported last month as £0.100m; this is now reduced to £0.050m.  The service is undertaking a review of the support needs and therapies with a view to bring the service back into balance.   

10. The Out of County budget is forecast to underspend by -£0.131m.  Whilst this a Dedicated Schools Grant (DSG) funded service and the use of this underspend is subject to meeting grant funding conditions, it is possible that it may be used to offset part of the agency placement overspend as part of the new pooling arrangements.      

11. Home to School Transport is predicting an overall underspend of £1.690m.  This is made up of savings on retendering and route changes of £0.670m, savings on special transport of £0.470m, carry forward from 2007/08 of £0.320m plus savings on extended rights to free travel and other smaller variations totalling £0.230m.  The previously reported underspend of £0.500m reflected the position after previously agreed and proposed virements.   A permanent virement of £0.248m to the Children Looked After budget was agreed in July 2008.  A further virement of £0.600m to the Placement Budget was included inappropriately in Annex 2a to the December 2008 report but not referred to in the main report.  This will not be actioned.  A temporary virement of £0.905m is requested this month from this budget to the Agency Placements budget.  
12. Children and Families are forecasting an overall overspend of £0.747m compared to £0.450m in December.  Further work is being undertaken to look at the overall position, and this will be up dated in the next monitoring report.

13. The Children Looked After budget (including Agency Placements) is now forecast to overspend by £0.700m, an increase of £0.400m.  Before taking into account previously agreed and proposed virements referred to in paragraph 11, the overspend would have been £1.853m.  In 2008/09 the service is projected to provide 440 full time equivalent (fte) placements, an increase of 34 fte or 8% from last year.  The rising pressure results from the following: a new entitlement for Looked After young people to stay in their care placements for longer: some, who would have left at 16, continue in placement towards 17 and 18; an in-year increase in use of independent fostering, reflecting the shortage of local carers and a small reduction in ‘family and friends’ placements; and finally the more recent pressures following the Baby P case and a rise of 30% in referrals for support and care for children at risk.

14. An overspend of £0.652m for Asylum Seekers was carried forward from 2007/08.  The deficit is now forecast to be £0.442m due to income received in-year relating to special representation claims and other grant adjustments.  As noted in previous Financial Monitoring and Service & Resource Planning reports to Cabinet any outstanding sum remaining after a final settlement was agreed with Central Government would be met from balances.  Therefore, a supplementary estimate of £0.442m is requested in this report.  
15. An overspend of £0.571m is projected for 2008/09, this will be carried to 2009/10 pending any special circumstances grant which may be awarded.  The receipt of further funding is now less likely due to the impact the recession is having on available Government resources.  This remains a high risk area for 2009/10 as there are indications that funding will be reduced further and at present does not cover the full cost of the service.  

16. The forecast overspend in the Commissioning Strategy and Locality Development service is £0.112m.  As reported previously this includes one-off costs relating to redundancies arising from the restructure of the Directorate offset by an underspend on the premature retirement budget.  The forecast now includes an underspend on the Participation & Play team of -£0.094m due to delays in recruitment.  

Social & Community Services: £0.938m overspend

17. Social & Community Services are forecasting an overspend of £0.938m. This has increased by £0.073m since the last report.  

18. As previously reported Adult Learning are forecasting an overspend of £0.183m for which an action plan has now been drawn up.  Variations elsewhere in Community Services total £0.049m and relate to an overspend for the Library Service due to delays in the Westgate Project impacting on the achievement of planned savings offset by additional income at Cogges Manor Farm Museum during the 2008 season. 

19. Adult Social Care are forecasting a total overspend of £0.090m, a movement of £0.150m.  This month’s main changes reflect the following offsetting variations.

20. Services for All Client Groups are forecasting an increased overspend of £0.104m.   The £0.034m change from last month is due to reduced costs for asylum seekers offset by increased training costs within the Protection & Mental Capacity budget.  

21. Within Older People, the income projections for residential services have been revised.  The forecast achievement of income compared to budget (giving an underspend) is now -£0.244m down from -£0.301m.

22. The Integrated Mental Health Service expects to overspend by £0.332m, an increase of £0.047m since the January report.   This reflects an increase in clients admitted to rehabilitation services.

23. Other areas of Adult Social Care are forecasting variances which make up the remaining overall overspend position for the service.  Integrated Care Services (-£0.310m), Acquired Brain Injury (-£0.089m) and Internal Learning Disabilities Services (-£0.177m) are all underspending.  These are offset by staffing related overspends within the Older People (£0.273m) and Physical Disability (£0.071m) Care Management Teams.  The overspend on External Home Support has decreased by £0.031m this month to £0.817m.   This is partly offset by a -£0.662m underspend on Internal Home Support.  

24. The forecast overspend for Strategy & Transformation is £0.590m, a reduction of £0.077m since the previous report.  The change is due to the reallocation of costs to projects or other budgets within the directorate in line with the action plan.  After taking into account the virements requested in annex 2a, the projected overspend will be £0.531m.

Pooled Budget Memorandum Accounts

Older People’s and Physical Disabilities Pool

25. The forecast outturn for the Older People’s and Physical Disabilities’ Pooled Budget is an overspend of £2.672m, a reduction of £0.268m since the last report.  Within that total the County Council underspend is -£0.677m, an increase of -£0.347m since December.  The revised forecast position mainly reflects a reduction in client numbers because of a higher number of deaths during the winter resulting in lower costs.  The Equipment pooled budget is continuing to forecast an overspend of £0.095m.  The PCT is planning to make a significant contribution to the pool before the year end which will cover the overspending.  Further details will be available in the next monthly monitoring report.
26. The table below summarises the position on the Older People’s and Physical Disabilities’ Pooled Budget.

Learning Disabilities Pool

27. The forecast overspend on the Learning Disabilities Pooled Budget reported for December was £1.290m, this has reduced by £0.136m to £1.154m at the end of January.  The intention is to reduce that to £1.000m by year end.  This month’s reduction is mainly due to the use of Learning Disabilities Development Fund for Supported Living projects offset by decisions of the panel in January.   The forecast does not include the cost of panel decisions to be made in the last two months of the year, although even if an expensive package was agreed now, the effect on 2008/09 would be relatively small.

28. The remaining pressure of £1.000m has been addressed as part of the Service & Resource Planning process for 2009/10 as agreed by Council on 10 February 2009.

Environment & Economy: £0.750m overspend

29. Environment and Economy are forecasting an overspend of £0.750m, a change of £0.492m since the last report.

30. Transport are now forecasting an overall overspend of £0.960m.  As previously reported this includes the £0.500m projected overspend relating to energy pressures on the street lighting contract.  The service is estimating that the costs incurred for the recent salting and snow clearance during the cold weather are £0.594m above budget.  Of this £0.473m relates to snow clearance and a supplementary estimate is requested to cover these costs.  The service is also forecasting other variances totalling -£0.134m the most significant of which is an underspend of -£0.197m on public transport policy and revenue support.  

31. Sustainable Development are forecasting an underspend of -£0.440m.  Waste tonnages remain approximately 5% lower than budgeted, giving rise to a -£0.623m underspend.  As previously reported one-off costs associated with the waste treatment procurement are £0.550m.  These are partly offset by other small underspends within Waste Management totalling -£0.196m.  Other anticipated variations in Sustainable Development total -£0.171m, and include additional planning income of -£0.139m.

32. The Property Services overspend is now expected to be £0.209m, an increase of £0.090m since the December report.   The total change relates to an increased variation on the non- schools repairs and maintenance budget, now forecast to overspend by £0.190m.  

33. A supplementary estimate of £0.060m is also being requested to meet the costs of a new sound system in the committee rooms and Council Chamber in County Hall which is being installed in March/April.  In addition a contribution of £0.030m is being made from the capital minor works budget for 2009/10. 

Community Safety & Shared Services: -£0.638m underspend (includes -£0.040m to be returned to balances at year end).

34. The Directorate is forecasting a -£0.638m underspend.  This has increased by -£0.098m since the last report.  

35. As previously reported, the Fire & Rescue Service will not spend their full Local Authority Business Growth Incentive (LABGI) allocation in 2009/10.  The balance of £0.100m will be transferred to the new LABGI reserve to be drawn down in 2009/10 for the continued funding of projects next year.  This underspend has now been excluded from the directorate total. 

36. The Fire & Rescue Service is continuing to forecast other underspends that have not changed significantly since the last report, wholetime firefighters’ pay -£0.055m, retained firefighters -£0.150m and training     -£0.155m.  These are offset by an overspend of £0.040m relating to fuel costs which is being monitored closely as prices continue to fall.  

37. It is proposed that the retained firefighters underspend is used to cover redundancy costs in Community Safety of £0.110m.   The remaining £0.040m will be returned to balances at year-end.

38. Gypsy & Traveller Sites are forecasting an underspend of -£0.120m.  Usually capital grants for gypsy sites have been and will be awarded on condition that the Council makes a revenue contribution.  However, in 2008/09 the grant was awarded without this condition which is why the service is forecasting an underspend.  It is proposed that the underspend is used a revenue contribution to the Redbridge Hollow redevelopment scheme in 2009/10 which is already included in the capital programme.    

39. Trading Standards are reporting an underspend of -£0.090m.  This is largely due to delays in recruitment and project delivery and the funding will be required in 2009/10 to cover planned one off staffing and other commitments.

Shared Services

40. The Learning & Development (L&D) service will underspend by             -£0.200m.  Improvements to the L&D plan have taken place and some training programmes have been removed as they are not deemed to be critical to the needs of services.  The underspend will be required next year to cover training pressures including health and safety and safeguarding activity.  

41. The final budget transfers to Shared Services from other directorates have now been agreed and the virements are requested on Annex 2a.

42. At the start of the year the project budget was £2.418m.  It is estimated that £1.6m will be spent this year on system and project development work with the balance to be spent next year. 

43. Annex 1f presents the current cash flow forecast for achieving savings in the business case and includes provision for a possible retrospective business rates revaluation on Unipart House.  The project has currently slipped by around 7 months.  

Corporate Core: -£0.063m underspend (in-year overspend of £0.302m)

44. The Directorate is forecasting a total underspend of -£0.063m, a change of £1.616m since the last report.  The directorate position includes a -£0.365m planned underspend on the ICT Investment Fund (reduced from £0.800m reported last time).  This will be required to meet commitments in 2009/10.  Excluding the movement on the ICT Investment Fund the in-year variation has increased by £1.181m to an overspend of £0.302m since the last report.

45. In previous reports it was noted that within the directorate there is £0.521m of Change Fund allocations that will not be spent this year and this underspend was included in the forecast total.  At year-end the remaining unspent allocations will be transferred back into the Change Fund earmarked reserve and drawn down again in 2009/10 when the funding is required.  Therefore, the underspend of -£0.521m has now been excluded from the forecast.  

46. There have been significant pressures on the ICT budget this year due to the high level of project activity and development work being carried out.  Following a review of spend to date and commitments to the end of the year indicate that spend is forecast to exceed budget by approximately £0.650m.   This has arisen in the main through increased use of the refresh programme and work on the OCN and LAN, which will reduce the need for expenditure in the following year.  Further work is continuing to improve the accuracy of the forecast and to identify areas where spend can be delayed or savings made this year to balance the position.  Any remaining overspend will be carried forward and managed by the service next year through the reduced requirement for the refresh programme.  

47. Underspends are forecast for Finance and Procurement (-£0.067m), the Policy Unit (-£0.272m) and Legal & Democratic Services (-£0.039m).  Virements to offset these savings against the ICT overspend are requested in Annex 2a. After taking these into account, the forecast overspend for ICT is £0.272m.

48. Corporate Change is now reporting a breakeven position compared to the underspend of -£0.100m previously stated.  The £0.033m Change Fund slippage is being transferred to the Change Fund reserve and the    £0.067m staffing underspend is now required for a one-off pay related cost.   

49. Within Communications and Marketing a supplementary estimate was approved earlier this year to cover the cost of closing the Print & Design Unit.   It was reported at the time that there may be further one-off costs resulting from health and safety building works to the print shop to enable use of the premises by County Print Finishers.  These costs are currently assessed to be £0.075m (an increase of £0.025m since the last report).  When the final costs are known a supplementary estimate will be requested. 
Virements and Supplementary Estimates

50. The virements requested this month are detailed in Annex 2a with virements previously approved in Annex 2b.  This month’s virements include the final transfer of budget to Shared Services and the creation of recharge expenditure and income budgets relating to Shared Services.  Although these virements are significant they do not represent a change in policy but an accounting adjustment.  

51. A temporary virement of £0.905m is requested from Home to School Transport to Children’s Agency Placements within Children, Young People and Families. As this is over £0.500m, it will require Council approval.

52. Details of the requested supplementary estimates are shown on Annex 2c.  These requests are for asylum seekers £0.442m (paragraph 14), snow clearance £0.473m (paragraph 30) and the new sound system in County Hall committee rooms £0.060m (paragraph 33). 

53. The previously agreed supplementary estimate £0.038m for the lost income on Carterton Trading Estate is no longer required as the Council is not now expecting to dispose of its interest in the estate until early April 2009.  This amount is therefore being returned to balances.  A decision on whether Legal Services require the supplementary estimate allocated to them for the Warneford Meadow public enquiry costs will be made at the end of the year.

Grants Monitoring

54. Annex 3a details the movement on specific grants since the original estimate.   The increase of £0.096m this month is all within Children, Young People & Families and relates to the Drug & Alcohol Action Team (£0.027m), Asylum Seekers (£0.019m) and Leaving Care & Unaccompanied Asylum Seekers (£0.050m). 

Strategic Measures

55. Annex 7 sets out the Council’s lending list as at 24 February 2009.  

56. The average in-house cash balance for January 2009 was £194.0m and the average in-house rate of return was 4.20%.

57. The additions to balances shown in Annex 5 include an estimated £2.0m contribution from the Strategic Measures budget.  This is made up of a combination of variations including earning a higher level of interest on cash balances, lower interest payments on capital financing and is partly offset by paying higher interest on the pension fund cash balance.     

58. The budget also includes the payment of interest on developer contributions.  Depending upon the agreement of each contribution, interest is paid using either the Baxter Index or the average 7 day rate.  At the end of January the Baxter Index was 6.55%, compared to 10.75% at the end of December.  The budget assumes a rate of 5.25%, so whilst the index is currently higher than this, it is on a downward trend.  The average 7 day rate is forecast to be lower than the budget of 5.00%, at 3.74%.  In addition, the total balance of developer contributions is about £5.0m higher than the amount included in the budget. The combination of these variables is forecast to cost an additional £0.580m if rates remain at current levels.

59. The estimated contribution to balances is unchanged at £2.0m as it is forecast that the Baxter Index will be close to the budgeted rate by the end of the year.  
Part 2 - Balance Sheet

Reserves

60. Annex 4 details the forecast movement on earmarked reserves. 

61. The new reserve for unallocated and unspent LABGI funding has now been created.  The remaining unallocated LABGI funding of £0.340m will now be transferred from balances into this reserve.  In addition the £0.100m underspend on the Community Safety allocation which is committed to be spent next year will also be transferred to this reserve (paragraph 35). 

62. Communities and Local Government retained £100.0m of LABGI Year 3 (2008) contingency funds to cover the outcome of outstanding legal challenges and any calculation errors. Reference to this was made in the Service & Resource Planning report to Cabinet in September 2008 which stated that Oxfordshire may receive around £0.300m when this is distributed.  The County Council's share of the £100m was confirmed on 24 February 2009 as £0.314m. This is additional funding which will be added to the newly created LABGI reserve. It will be used to fund the schemes agreed by Council for 2009/10 in advance of any funding from the new scheme estimated as £0.200m which is expected at the end of the 2009/10 financial year.  Any funding received at the end of 2009/10 will now be used in 2010/11 and funding received at the end of 2010/11 will be used in 2011/12.  Overall this provides an additional resources of £0.314m of which £0.104m is available for use in 2009/10.  Annex 8 sets out this updated position for LABGI.

Balances

63. At the end of January general balances were £20.006m as shown in Annex 5.  The change of -£1.277m since the last report is made up of the transfer of -£0.340m to the LABGI earmarked reserve, the return of the Carterton Trading Estate supplementary estimate (£0.038m) and the supplementary estimates being requested this month totalling £0.975m.
Part 3 - Capital  

64. The table below summarises the in–year programme and financial variations for each of the directorates.  The latest forecast has not changed significantly compared to the February 2009 capital programme.   The total programme value remains at £99.9m for 2008/09 and £639.0m across the programme period to beyond 2013/14.  Annex 6 sets out the detailed monitoring position capital.

(1) The latest budget included £3.0m for grant funded projects delivered by schools. This is now shown as devolved to schools.

65. The original budget for 2008/09 agreed in February 2008 included schools’ devolved formula capital in the main programme of £8.7m which related to unused elements of the three year programme up to 2007/08.  £9.9m was also included in the forward plan relating to the first of the three year allocations from 2008/09. In total £18.6m was included for 2008/09.  The capital programme and the forecast outturn have been revised to reflect a more realistic profile of £10.1m in 2008/09, with the remaining allocations being rolled forward to 2009/10 and subsequent years.  This means there is £8.5m artificial slippage compared to the £18.6m original budget as this level of spend was never realistic.  

66. Actual expenditure to the end of January 2009 (excluding the schools devolved formula) is £55.7m, or 64% of the £86.6m forecast.  A trend analysis has been completed to estimate the likely expenditure profile for the remainder of the year.  The result of this analysis showed that:  

(a) The monthly capital expenditure in the first ten months followed a very similar pattern to monthly expenditure in 2007/08.

(b) The anticipated level of expenditure in the last two months of the year totals £15.4m (assuming that the correlation across the first ten months of the programme delivery will continues).

(c) Approximately 30% of the overall capital expenditure is not reflected in the accounts before the end of the financial year due to revenue recharges, year end accruals and planned capital revenue/switches or internal transfers.

Part 4 – 2009/10 Budget  

67. On 10 February 2009 the Council agreed the revenue budget for 2009/10.  At this time Council were notified that there were a number of outstanding changes still to be included in the budget book figures as described below.  

· Adjustments to support service recharges.

· Better Office Programme budget adjustments.

· Final allocation between Older Persons and Physical Disability pooled budget.

· Finalised Dedicated Schools Grant reflecting the January 2009 pupil number count.

68. These changes do not represent a change in policy and will not effect the overall budget total but may change individual budget book lines and/or the totals for expenditure and income.  In order to provide transparency of the process again this year Annex 9 gives details of the virements relating to the 2009/10 budget.    

RECOMMENDATIONS

69. The Cabinet is RECOMMENDED to:

(a) note the report; 

(b) approve the Supplementary Estimates totalling £0.975m as set out in paragraph 52;

(c) recommend Council to approve the temporary virement of £0.905m from Home to School Transport to Children’s Agency Placements; 

(d) approve the other virements as set out in Annex 2a; and

(e) approve the virements to the approved budget for 2009/10 set out in Annex 9.
