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Hailey Village — Proposed 20mph Speed Limit

As a neighbouring parish where lower speed limits wereintroduced in 2022, Witney Town Council supports the
introduction of 20mph speed restrictionsin Hailey village which will help provide continuity for residents of
Witney and West Oxfordshire. Its introduction would also improve safety for cyclists and pedestriansinthe area
and compliment the proposed active travel proposals forthe Hailey Road corridor which are detailed in the
Witney Local Cycling and Walking Infrastructure Plan (LCWIP)

A reductionto 20mph helps realise Oxfordshire County Council’s Vision Zero approach that, no human being
should be killed orseriously injured as the result of aroad collision; whichever mode of transport you are using.
As statedintheirVision Zero Strategy, ‘At 20mph a pedestrianis likely to survive animpact with a motor vehicle
whereas at 30mph the pedestrianis significantly more likely to be killed.’

Additionally, evidence published by the Welsh GovernmentinJune 2024, where a 20mph limitisim plemented
nationally, shows casualties have reduced on roads since the introduction of the 20mph speed limitsin 2023.

The Town Council extols the benefits of 20mph speed limits which resultin a healthierand safer walking,
cycling, and driving environment. In Witney, Community Speedwatch sessions carried outin 20mph areas is
showing evidence that tolerances to the 20mph limits are better than perceived.

Lastly, should the proposed North Witney Strategic Development Area proceed then this will bring Wit ney much
closerto Hailey Village emphasising the need for consistency in the speed limits.
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
