Correction to the report:-

“The figure currently quoted for the ‘third and final instalment of the existing BSIP funding
allocation for Oxfordshire for 2024/25’ is £7m, this is incorrect and should be £4.8m (or
£4,856,407 to be exact).

There is no change to the total overall allocation of £14.6m, this correction is only to the
amount that is outstanding.

The only impact of this change is that the financial risk of not adopting the BSIP is slightly
lessened, although still significant”

"A controlled crossing across the A44 near to
Begbroke has been something the village
has been calling for for over 30 years. 2
years ago this administration finally approved
the proposals and allocated funding. The
Parish Council were extremely impressed
that we'd at last taken their concerns
seriously and they would have their crossing
very soon.

Some 2 years on from that point we have
approved drawings and completed a
consultation on the project, yet we still have
no idea when the crossing will be installed.
Proposed start date after start date has been
missed and during a recent meeting |
attended with Paul Fermer it appeared that
the works had still not been programmed.

Villagers' eager anticipation about the
crossing and positive view of the council has
now soured into distrust and annoyance that
we seemingly don't want to commit to
