Summary of representations in person

Ms Fogden reported that significant changes in the Early Years formula had been
published in December and that these had been captured in the Schools and Early
Years Finance Regulations 2017, which had come into force on 16 February 2017.
The new funding formula applied to the existing 15 hour entitlement for 3 and 4 year
olds and the extended 30 hour offer that was effective from September 2017.

It was the wish of The Department for Education (DfE) to have a common formula
across all providers. The proposed 2017/18 formula of £4.01 an hour was in line with
the DfE national formula and reflected comments received from consultees including
Schools Forum.
