Summary of assessment

The Banbury LCWIP will help to deliver OCC's climate
policies. The Banbury LCWIP identifies how walking and
cycling infrastructure can be improved and better connected to
bus infrastructure in Banbury and to/ from the surrounding
villages. This ensures walking, cycling and bus travel are more
accessible, thereby reducing reliance on private cars for
journeys. As well as a positive impact on climate, active travel
also has a positive impact on health, wellbeing and addressing
inequalities.

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Detail of proposal

Context / Background

The Banbury LCWIP is a 10 year plan for improving walking and cycling infrastructure in Banbury. The
improvements aim to enable cycling and walking to be the natural choices for travelling short distances (or as
part of longer journeys), in Banbury and the surrounding area, thereby reducing reliance on motor vehicles. It is
a policy requirement in Oxfordshire County Council's Local Transport and Connectivity Plan to produce
LCWIPs (Policy 3a).

This is the first version of the Banbury LCWIP to be considered for approval.

Proposal

The Banbury LCWIP proposes:

*New and improved crossings for people walking and cycling
*New cycleways

*Widen footways and cycleways

*Resurfacing existing routes

*Modify road space to provide more space to people cycling
*Creation of quiet ways and shared streets

*Speed limit reductions

«Implementation of active travel bridge

*Modal filters

*Upgrade of public footpaths to bridleways

«Additional cycle parking

*Coherent signage and wayfinding

*Public realm improvements

Alternatives considered /
rejected

The Banbury LCWIP is a policy requirement in LTCP (Policy 3a). The Banbury LCWIP development followed
Department for Transport Guidance on developing LCWIPs. Using an alternative approach would mean
deviating from the policies adopted in the LTCP and may reduce the likelihood of securing funding for active
travel schemes in the Banbury area.
