Introduction

For many years we have planned activities and opportunities that are fun to encourage and
engage young people to better respect and understand their community and environment. Idea
for this project was identified by children and young people. It first came about in the summer of
2009 when a young girt attending our playscheme during information sharing time said she had
spent the weekend on a barge with her grandparents, telling the children and young people all
about the wonderful things she had done and seen. Children and young people were intrigued,
with most if not all saying they would love to be able to go on a boat and visit different places.
To be able to play outdoors without having to worry about “druggie needles”, rubbish, and
without the fear of being run over.

A four week consultation process took place, both informal and formal with children and young
people attending the scheme.

3. Access to positive activity in children/young people’s leisure-time
Describe the project

The Ark T Studio offers a staffed out-of-school-heurs facility for young people aged 12-19. Two part-time
staff and a team of young volunteers offer rehearsal and recording sessions, booked directly by young
peaple or by referring agencies, including Oxfordshire Youth Offending Service, Connexions, Social
Services, the Elmore Trust and Key2. Further opporiunities are provided through: the Young Women’s
Music Project worksheps which facilitate skill-sharing and personal empowerment through music; Live
Sessions (held at the Ark T Centre as well as performance opportunities at other local venues/ events)
showcase young people’s work in the wider community, in a safe and supportive environment buiid
confidence and create a positive community for young people of differing backgrounds and levels of
experience; the Voltage volunteer programme, where young people 16-25 gain experience of volunteering
on the music project and working 1towards Arls Awards.

The Ark T Youth Music Project began in 1999 and since then has worked with approx 1500 young people.
The studio was constructed in 2000 in order to provide a dedicated space for bands and individuals to
rehearse and record. However, the current space presents challenges due to lack of adequate storage,
soundproofing and acoustic treatment, which resiricis the times available for workshops and sessions, and
presents problems with managing groups within the space as well as being a challenging acoustic
environment.

The refurbishment witl improve the facilities available and almost double the size of the studio from approx
4 x4.5m (subdivided into a live room/ rehearsal space and contral room) by removing a partition wall
between the current studio and an adjacent store room to create a karger live room approx (4x 4.8m} suitable
for bands, rehearsal sessions and workshops and converting the existing live room into a larger control
roontfoffice (approx 4x3m).

It gives young people the opportunity to attend an informal and relaxed yet productive space to
concentrate on something that matters to them, It provides a safe and non-judgmental space for young
people and the opportunity to express, and build confidence within music. Not only does it give young
people the chance to create something to be proud of, they also have the chance to grow in confidence and
speak their mind.

The project makes a priority of working with young people whe would not otherwise have the
opportunity due to family circumstances, lack of educational achievement, issues of mental health and
substance misuse, and many are at risk of (or already) offending. Many come through referring agencies,
while others who access the project independently have been identified as betonging to “at risk™
categories.

Refurbishment is imporiant because:

A larger space will allow larger groups to use the studio, in particular for music workshops to take place
within the studio - currently these take place in the Centre’s hatl which is used for other activities, and
means equipment needs to be kept in storage rather than permanently set up in a dedicated space.

Inadequate soundproofing means the times the studio can be used for rehearsals and recording are limited
because of noise interfering with other activities in the centre (for instance dance classes), and the
Centre’s proximity to residential housing.

Young people accessing the facilities will gain increased focus, engagement in positive activities, will
benefit from a safe space to explore creativity. The project offers participants a sense of community
through meeting others of different backgrounds, life experience and musical interests.
