Good progress continues to be made with the delivery of the A40 HIF2 Smart 

Corridor project. The planning application has been submitted and validated 
in December 2021 with the statutory consultation period due to commence in 

early January, with determination targeted for late spring 2022. A report is 
due at Cabinet in January to seek authority to make the compulsory purchase 
and side roads orders required to underpin delivery of the scheme. The 
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new housing from the centre of Eynsham 
and being planned to be a part of the 

walking and cycling facilities to the Park 
and Ride.  In addition, the report of the 

Inspector on WODC’s proposed Area 
Action Plan for the Garden Village area is 
expected quite soon – will the County be 

willing or able to reflect in the A40 plans 
any of his recommendations relating to 

infrastructure if they impact on the 
County’s plans.
