Cabinet Member’s Comments 
 
Cllr Mrs Heathcoat declared herself satisfied with the exemption proceeding following 
her questioning of Mr Bennett in the following areas: 
 

 The difference in valuation of the current contract and the contract extension 
as identified in paragraphs 3 and 8 of the report (difference is due to housing 
benefits monies); 

 Was there full certainty as to whether Camden Society would enter into a 
further contract and would they continue to sit independently as a charity.
