The Oxfordshire Safer
Communities Partnership
representatives include Chief
Executives, Cabinet Members with
responsibility for Community Safety
and senior executives from agencies
with a statutory responsibility for
community safety

Responsible authorities in
Oxfordshire are Oxfordshire
County Council, District Councils,
Oxford City Council, Thames Valley
Police, Thames Valley Police
Authority, Oxfordshire Primary Care
Trust and Oxfordshire Fire & Rescue
Service. The Probation Service
becomes as statutory Authority in
April 2010

The OSCP Officer Group
is an operational group, whose
members tackle community safety
issues on a daily basis. The group
coordinates CDRP activity with
representatives delivering priorities
appropriate to their local areas
alongside shared priorities

Tactical Business Groups support
CDRPs, and reflect common
priorities. They are chaired at high
level and report to OSCP. The
Public Confidence Steering Group
(Perceptions, Fear of crime and
Anti-social behaviour) and the
Oxfordshire MANTRA (Challenging
Hate Crime) Groups also address
countywide issues.
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
