As a reminder, NHS strategy documents (Five Year Forward View and Personalised
Health and Care 2020) describe the commitment by the health and care system and
the government to use information and technology and make sure patient records
are digital and interoperable by 2020.

It is recognised that ‘digital’ has a significant role to play in sustainability and
transformation, including for example delivering primary care at scale, securing
seven day services, enabling new care models and transforming care in line with key
clinical priorities.

Local Digital Roadmaps set out how local systems will achieve these commitments.
Our local LDR covers the same footprint as the at Buckinghamshire Oxfordshire
Berkshire West (BOB) Sustainability Transformation Partnership (STP), with some
workstreams currently being progressed locally (i.e. in Oxfordshire) and others
across the wider area.
