The percentage of pupils with an average level 5 at KS3 who achieve 5+ A*-C grades at GCSE is lower than for maintained, mainstream schools. This is particularly so for pupils with KS3 attainment at 4/5/5 and 5/5/5. The progress made by pupils with other levels of prior attainment is generally in line with national progress.

If in 2001 pupils had made the same progress between KS3 and KS4 as those in maintained, mainstream schools then the percentage of pupils obtaining 5+ A*-C grades would have increased by about 2%.
