Banbury Western Corridor Study – Schemes that remain to be designed and implemented after 2006/7

Ruscote Avenue/Lockheed Close (Tesco roundabout) - Local widening/remarking

Queensway/Bloxham Road roundabout solution - replacing priority junction

Queensway central reserve gap closures/repositioning at Mascord Road and Bretch Hill - to reduce accidents

Other Ruscote Avenue Schemes: 

- reduce speed limit from 40mph to 30mph

- replace clearway with “double yellow” lines

- narrow the running lanes along the single carriageway section

- reduce the size of Advance Direction Signs

- resurface between Southam Road and Lockheed Close

- add anti-skid to approaches of Lockheed Close roundabout

- widen footways to shared use footway/cycleway

- formalise parking along dual carriageway section

Queensway and Woodgreen Avenue – install zebra crossing and buildouts at the roundabout + refuges

Reduce Springfield Avenue exit to Bloxham Road to a single lane

Feasibility study for cycleway along southern section (Woodgreen Avenue to Queensway)

Review Bloxham Road/Oxford Road signals

Maintain lighting overview
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
