Coloured surfacing should be avoided and tactile paving and road markings should be kept to a minimum. Other traffic issues in the vicinity should be investigated at the same time.

Could the new road be made private?
Further investigation work on the location of the crossing is to be undertaken including additional consultation with the Area Engineer.

At this time it is likely that the crossing and pedestrian access will be located at the far end of the development. Having to drive this distance could well discourage parents.

The status of the new road, private or otherwise is determined by the developer and is therefore out of our control.  Either way, the road will be accessible by the public.  At this time the developer wishes to keep it private.  If congestion then occurs, it will be the responsibility of the residents to take action to keep it clear and not the County Council.

Bloxham Parish Council

No objection in principle but can the effect the crossing has on main road and turning traffic be considered to avoid unnecessary queuing when waiting to turn.
Investigation of traffic issues in the surrounding area is beyond the scope of this scheme but every effort will be made to locate the crossing, so it will as far as possible, not exacerbate existing traffic problems.  In addition, “keep clear” markings can be provided at the side road turns to keep them clear of queuing traffic and to facilitate turning.
