Objections/Comment (All Residents of Gorwell)
Officer Comment

No objection but offers comments:

Would hope to be consulted on location of signs/construction as property is most affected.

Applaud action which will reduce speed and asks that consideration be given to other speed reducing features.

Regrets the loss of some on street parking but acknowledges that it is inevitable.
Consultation will be carried out to reduce the impact of signs and construction on the house.

Traffic patterns will be monitored if the Order is approved.

Objects:

Allowing 2-way traffic will double the traffic facing the Fire engine when leaving the Station when speed is essential.

Traffic (mostly senior citizens) going to and from Old School Place will face the hazard of the Fire Engine leaving the station at speed.

If the High Street could be cleared of illegally parked cars it would be easier for the Fire Engine when it returns.

Condoning illegal parking is a poor reason for making new traffic arrangements.

It is already difficult for residents to park, this proposal will result in the loss of 3 spaces.


The proposed order will mean that the fire appliance, which is manned by Retained firefighters can be mobilised quicker as the firefighters will be able to access the Fire Station from Brook Street rather than having to travel through the centre of Watlington to approach the Station.  The only traffic travelling between Old School Place and Brook Street will be from/to the Fire Station and Old School Place ( a small number of movements).

Enforcement of existing Traffic Orders is a matter for Thames Valley Police.

This proposal will not have a serious effect on on-street parking provision.

Objects:

The Fire Service is not hampered by the one-way system on its outward journey when timing is vital.

If the exit from Gorwell becomes two-way there will be a tail back with traffic waiting to turn left and right rather than using a lane for each manoeuvre as at present.

There is likely to be considerable congestion in Brook Street with traffic travelling out of the town being held up by vehicles waiting to turn into Gorwell.
The Fire Appliance may not be hampered but the time taken by the Firefighters to attend the Station on call is extended if they travel the one-way system.  The proposal will result in a quicker mobilisation of the area’s fire appliance.

This proposal is likely to reduce the attractiveness of Gorwell as a ‘rat-run’ to avoid congestion in the centre.

The number of such movements is likely to be small and those that do occur will calm traffic speeds on Brook Street.



Objects:

Will make entering and leaving our driveway more hazardous unless we go all the way round as at present. This in itself is contrary to the proposal in the interest of road safety.

Likely to cause congestion at the junction of Gorwell/Brook Street.

Alternative solution is to make access available only to Fire Service from Brook Street.
If there is no change in the manner in which the driveway is accessed it is difficult to see where the increased hazard occurs.

This proposal is likely to reduce the attractiveness of Gorwell as a ‘rat-run’ to avoid congestion in the centre.

This would present an unacceptable risk to road safety.

Approves 2-way access for Fire Service from Brook Street

Objects to:

2-way access to Old School Place which will cause congestion at peak times;

the carriageway build out;  and

the No Waiting proposal, as it will severely limit parking space for goods vehicles and Gorwell residents who already bear an unfair burden of cars from the High Street.
This proposal is likely to reduce the attractiveness of Gorwell as a ‘rat-run’ to avoid congestion in the centre.

This proposal will not have a serious effect on on-street parking provision.

Asks that adequate signing be erected if the proposal is approved.


Signing will be in accordance with requirements.
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
