NOT AWARD.  Award Villager £522 per annum for ‘de minimis’ extension of contract W14 (q.v) from South Leigh to Witney and return on Thursdays.  Current service 45 withdrawn, but shopping service for Sutton, Stanton Harcourt, Bablockhythe and Brighthampton maintained by service 18A (see contract W2 below)   

AWARD Stagecoach £118,275 per annum for contract PT/W2 option A (current level of service: hourly).  To be operated by new low-floor vehicle.

Includes 5% discount for joint award with contracts W5 and W8 (q.v).

Award Stagecoach £58,117 per annum for Contract PT/W3 option C (revised ‘Blanket Bus’ service including 215).  Hourly service maintained on former 212/213 routes, but in clockwise/anticlockwise

circuits (now 213/214), meaning some longer journey times.  No longer serves Sainsburys.  To be operated by new low-floor vehicle.

Includes present contract PT/W27 (service 215: q.v).  Awarding this option means that contract PT/W27 for separate operation of route 215 need not be awarded, with resulting cost saving.  

AWARD Stagecoach £122,786 per annum for contract PT/W5 option A (current level of service at current times).  To be operated by new low-floor vehicle.

Contract combined with contract PT/W8 option B (see below), with associated cost savings.

AWARD Stagecoach £67,704 for contract PT/W6 option C (broadly 90-minute service operated by one bus).  0645 departure from Milton-under-Wychwood withdrawn.  Final journey from Witney 1800 instead of 1840 at present.  Education Transport to reimburse Public Transport £35,910 for operation of journeys to/from Burford School.  To be operated by new low-floor vehicle (except school journeys).

AWARD Stagecoach contract PT/W8 option B1 (service to/from town centre and Shilton Park only).  Service to Corbett Road reduced to 2-hourly (covered by diversion of service 64: see contract W10 below).  Service to York Road reduced to Thursday only (covered by service 113: see contract W12 below).  Service to Sycamore Drive withdrawn.  To be operated by new low-floor vehicle.
Contract combined with contract PT/W5 option A (see above), with associated cost savings.

AWARD Stagecoach £48,142 per annum for     contract PT/W10 option B (current level of service including Coleshill diversion and rerouted  in and out of carterton via Corbett Road/Milestone Road).  Swindon Borough Council to contribute £3,322 and Gloucestershire C.C £13,923 towards cost of service.  To be operated by new low-floor vehicle.

AWARD Stagecoach £59,411 per annum for contract PT/W11 option A (current level of service) To be operated by new low-floor vehicle.

Includes 5% discount for joint award with contract W28 (q.v).

AWARD McLeans £6,262 per annum for contract PT/W12 option B (Fulbrook to Carterton: service reduced from six days per week to Thursday only to give market day service to Carterton.  Service to operate four journeys via York Road/Shilbrook Avenue and two return journeys between Carterton and Burford (one extended to/from Fulbrook).

AWARD Villager Community Minibus ‘de minimis’ contracts totalling £6,417 per annum for continuation of existing services and new ‘de minimis’ extension of contract W14 to/from South Leigh on Thursdays.

NO AWARD: service covered by award of contract PT/W3 (q.v) for operation of entire Witney town service network by single vehicle.

AWARD Stagecoach £81,922 for Contract PT/W28 Option C. Continue broadly existing hourly frequency with all journeys to operate via Freeland but with withdrawal of journey arriving in Witney at 0826. One afternoon journey withdrawn but off-peak journeys extended to Old Woodstock.  No longer serves Sainsburys.  To be operated by new low-floor bus.

Includes 5% discount for joint award with contract W11 (q.v).

WITHDRAW due to high future cost per passenger journey.

WITHDRAW due to high future cost per passenger journey.  Alternative facility offering similar journey times available on Tuesday via Cherwell Villager service 53.

Award Oxford Bus Company £108,000 to retain a 15 minute frequency service in the peaks and on Saturdays.

AWARD Thames Travel £71,445 for option A2 (current level of service omitting final journey from Reading at 1815) to current operator.  Operated by low-floor bus as currently.

Having regard to the decision to support the daytime service officers were asked to discuss with the Operator the pricing for the reinstatement of the final journey from Reading at 18.15 and to authorise the Head of Transport in consultation with the Cabinet Member for Transport to award an additional contract if a satisfactory proposal was received. 

AWARD Heyfordian Travel £72,156 for Contract PT/V79 Option B for one year (broadly the current level of service but with simpler timetabling and including peak journeys) to current operator).

Officers to pursue additional publicity for the service over the forthcoming year.  Service to be reviewed again during 2007.
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
