Objections to Bus Stop Clearways relating to Stagecoach Route 10 East Oxford project

Location: Horspath Road (see Plan 1)

Number of objections: 2

Summary of objection 1: 41 Horspath Road

· Against the clearway due to its close proximity to property

· Objects to noise from buses

· Feels it would make pulling out of driveway unsafe



Officer comments relating to objection 1:

· Criticism aimed at the stop itself. Buses will operate at this stop exactly as before, no change in noise levels likely

· Clearway should make pulling out of drive less difficult for frontager as front of property should remain clear of other stopped vehicles 24 hours per day

· The clearway should secure bus access to facilities such as raised kerb (which have required considerable investment) ensuring access for those with mobility difficulties

Summary of objection 2: 43 Horspath Road

· Has no place to park a second car

· Would create traffic problems

Officer comments relating to objection 2:

· There are no parking restraints in the vicinity of 43 Horspath Road. Parking a second car close by should not be a problem

· No traffic or safety problems foreseen by City Traffic Engineer or Thames Valley Police (result of consultation)

· The clearway should secure bus access to facilities such as raised kerb (which have required considerable investment) ensuring access for those with mobility difficulties



Location: Horspath Road (see plan 2)

Number of objections: 1

Summary of objection 1: 10 Horspath Road

· Move bus stop to make the road safe for other drivers

Officer comments relating to objection 1:

· No traffic or safety problems foreseen by City Traffic Engineer or Thames Valley Police during consultation

· The clearway should secure bus access to facilities such as raised kerb (which have required considerable investment) ensuring access for those with mobility difficulties



Location: Cowley Road (see Plan 3)

Number of objections: 1

Summary of objection 1: 390 Cowley Road

· States that being able to park in front of her house makes life easier for her disabled husband

· Clearway will prohibit access to property

· Feels that the bus stop clearway will increase the problems of litter, congregating people and bus engine noise

· Bus stop will devalue property



Officer comments relating to objection 1:

· House has extensive driveway for vehicles attending the property to park

· Clearway will provide an enforceable no waiting and no stopping restriction across driveway with only buses providing an occasional obstruction for short periods

· Sympathise with her over problems of litter and groups of people loitering outside her property. However, stop was in existence before she bought property in 1998 and the addition of a clearway will in no way change the number of buses using the stop so will not exacerbate these problems

· The clearway should secure bus access to facilities such as raised kerb (which have required considerable investment) ensuring access for those with mobility difficulties



Location: Cowley Road (see Plan 4)

Number of objections: 3

Summary of objection 1: 422 Cowley Road

· Clearway will affect access to driveway

Officer comments relating to objection 1:

· Clearway will provide an enforceable no waiting and no stopping restriction across driveway with only buses providing an occasional obstruction for short periods

· The clearway should secure bus access to facilities such as raised kerb (which have required considerable investment) ensuring access for those with mobility difficulties



Summary of objection 2: 418 Cowley Road

· A stationary bus within the area of the bus stop blocks line of vision when pulling out of driveway

· Introduction of clearway will shift on street parking to outside number 418

Officer comments relating to objection 2:

· Requirement to wait only a few moments until bus moves off before pulling out of driveway to ensure clear line of vision

· Parking within this very busy stop causes considerable inconvenience for bus operators and users

· The clearway should secure bus access to facilities such as raised kerb (which have required considerable investment) ensuring access for those with mobility difficulties



Summary of objection 3: 424 Cowley Road

· Bus stop clearway will devalue property

· Objects to bus stop itself and distribution of stops along Cowley Road



Officer comments relating to objection 3:

· Bus stop has been in existence many years

· Distribution of stops on Cowley Road are under review as part of ‘route 10 project’. Decision will be made before implementing clearway.

· The clearway should secure bus access to facilities such as raised kerb (which have required considerable investment) ensuring access for those with mobility difficulties
