	Local Coach Operator
	As it appears that this is to be a main road passenger hub for Didcot consideration should be given to allowing coaches to use the link.


	The proposed Order exempts vehicles constructed or adapted to carry more than eight (8) passengers excluding the driver.  This will mean that coaches are exempt



	Thames Valley Police
	The restrictions will place considerable pressure on Thames Valley Police in terms of the need to enforce, especially as the road has been the source of constant misuse by general traffic since its opening in 2004.   Ask that permanent engineering measures are installed to achieve significant self compliance, including better signing and lane narrowings.  Ask that consideration be given to include rising bollards at entry points.


	Permanent engineering measures, including narrowing the available road width at entry points, will be put in place, together with improved signing.

Rising bollards require additional expense and identifying those vehicles which will require provision of appropriate means of operating the equipment and are not considered appropriate.
