	Asks if the proposal could be extended so that parked vehicles no longer block light into downstairs window, and to aid visibility from private access


	Proposal is to aid road safety.   Access protection markings are the more common means of drawing attention to private accesses.



	Self-employed resident of Church Road operating from home


	1) Claim that proposal will make the junction safer is rubbish.  At present buses wait at the junction until it is safe to proceed.  Under your proposal they will wait in Church Road for a gap in the traffic, which will totally block the view of traffic travelling down Church Road to any vehicles coming down Holloway.

2) As buses cannot pass each other without mounting the kerb on Holloway Road, where there are no parked vehicles, how can they pass each other at the end of Church Road where the road is much narrower?

3) Self employed and work from home and need to load/unload tools from van everyday.  Being unable to park near my home will be a serious handicap, as it is not possible to leave tools unattended in the back of my van for any length of time.


	1) The proposal seeks to remove existing restrictions to visibility and obstruction which affects buses carrying out turning manoeuvres at the junction.

2) The proposal will not affect  this.

3) Proposal allows for loading/unloading as is normal with such Orders.


	Residents of 10 homes on Church Road (joint letter)


	1) Disagree that the proposal will reduce danger.  It will result in ‘visual obstruction’ when buses turn at the junction.  It will add to the hazards for pedestrians.

2) Buses frequently mount the north side pavement in the vicinity of No. 35 and the Church.  This demonstrates that it is not parked cars which are the problem but rather the size and frequency of buses which are unsuitable for such narrow roads.

3) Local schools encourage walking to school to reduce local traffic.  The residents of 27 to 35 will have to walk further to reach their cars, increasing risk as they negotiate this dangerous stretch of road.

4)  Concerns over the general increase in the volumes of traffic, including lorries in breach of the weight limit,  Church Road is unsuitable for the large number of buses using it.

5) Fear of crime where residents’ cars may be damaged/stolen when not parked outside their homes.

6) Concerns that the proposal will result in increased vehicle speeds with a risk of collisions.
	1) The proposal seeks to remove existing restrictions to visibility and obstruction which affects buses carrying out turning manoeuvres at the junction.

2) The proposal will not further exacerbate the reported problem.

3) The proposal will not add to any existing, perceived, hazard to pedestrians.  Rather, it assists by providing a clear length of road for larger vehicles to more safely negotiate the junction of Church Road and Holloway Road.

4) This proposal is not a traffic reduction measure but seeks to improve safety at and near the junction.

5) The proposal seeks to improve road safety.  The short length of additional restriction is unlikely to increase the risk of damage/theft.

6) The additional short length of restriction proposed is not likely to result in an increase in vehicle speeds.
