However, in relation to the proposed 20 mph zone, no speed data has been received by Thames Valley Police.

The current road speed of traffic is a reliable indicator of how acceptable a new speed limit would be. There is a proven link between the road environment and driver speed. Drivers must respect the need for a speed limit otherwise it will be abused.

Thames Valley Police will not support any proposals for a 20 speed limit or zone which does not feature sufficient engineering measures to achieve compliance. 20 mph speed limit areas or zones are not routinely enforced.

Without speed reduction measures there are concerns that Summertown, in particular Banbury Road will be a source of constant speed abuse when traffic flows are light.
	A speed survey shows average speeds (over 24 hours) are approximately 20mph near Ewert Place junction. Current guidance on 20mph limits require the average speed to be below 25mph, which is therefore met here. Compliance with the speed limit in lighter traffic conditions should be encouraged by the proposed carriageway and environmental treatments; additional speed surveys before and after scheme implementation will be carried out to check the scheme is operating satisfactorily.
