	1.  We have no objection to the contra-flow lane up to the rear of County Hall but would not favour its continuation to the junction with Bridge Street.  The signage and street works required to manage the junction would result in visual clutter which would adversely affect the setting of the Grade 1 listed County Hall and the Church of St Nicholas.

2.  The removal of the flower bed outside the County Hall and its paving over would significantly improve the setting of this Grade 1 listed building.  The proposed contra-flow lane would reduce this pavement area diminishing the impact of this improvement.
	1.  It is neither safe nor practical to only put a contra-flow for half the length of this road.  There is minimal signage required, in-line with OCC de-cluttering policy.

2.   The plans show that the contra-flow cycle lane will need to take up some of the area where the flower bed is currently, with the rest of it being paved to improve links to the Market Place.  If the scheme does not go ahead, then the flower bed will remain as it is owned by the Town Council.
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
