	Inappropriate focus on ‘flow’ is likely to have a negative impact on residential environmental quality, on walking, crossing the road, cycle safety and vitality of local shops. 

Consideration of the whole environment should have been considered following quality audit guidelines as identified in the Manual for Streets.

Existing carriageway profiles make it difficult to cycle near the kerb.

1.5 metre wide cycle lanes should be provided, in accordance with DfT guidance, on flat surfaces in addition to parking provision for shops.


	The removal of parked cars reduces conflict points and delay on the route. Free flow of public service vehicles between stops should not result in excessive speed. Parked cars prevent both access to the road and visibility for pedestrians.

That would require  expenditure greater than that which is currently allocated in the budget.

Highway maintenance to the level required to reconstruct the whole carriageway is not currently planned.  Iffley Road has been identified as a major scheme but will need to be considered for funding as part of future programmes. 

1.50 metre cycle lanes would reduce the vehicle lanes below design widths and would result in vehicles driving in the cycle lanes.

	Cycle lanes would reduce the vehicle lanes below design widths and would result in vehicles driving in the cycle lanes.

Areas of parking on the eastern side of the road have not been altered as part of this scheme. The proposed CPZ may provide residents’ only restrictions on these areas. Nearly all properties on the western side of Iffley Road have vehicle accessways and their own parking provision.

Relocating the stop towards the Donnington Bridge Road junction would have a negative impact on the capacity of that junction.

Addison Crescent is only closed to motor vehicles. This is an access point to the cycle route. CTC comments above reinforce the view that it should be kept clear of vehicles for access and visibility purposes.

	There is only a congestion problem in the peak hours and only in the outbound direction.

The introduction of double yellow lines on the in bound side of the road will not improve traffic flow outbound.
	Informal consultation with the bus companies has identified a problem for public service vehicles at all times and in both directions.   

The removal of parked vehicles along this section of the Iffley Road will provide a wider carriageway reducing pinch points along the route which can impact on both directions of flow.
