	Additional measures are desirable to support the scheme and improve pedestrian facilities.
	The additional measures are shown in Annex 3 and have been included in the recommendations.

	Better enforcement is needed. Widening of the two-way section of Merton St is desirable.
	The feasibility of limited widening is being investigated.

	Yes
	Better signing, sign-lighting, and engineering measures (particularly narrowing at “No Entry” points) are needed.
	Sign-lighting is in hand. The other measures are shown in Annex 3 and have been included in the recommendations.

	More double yellow lines, and more enforcement of them, is needed on the corners of Junction Road where the bus turns in from Causeway and out into Merton Street.
	A build-out of the footway, with bollards, at the Merton Street end of Junction Road, is one of the additional measures shown in Annex 3 and which has been included in the recommendations.

	Oxonian Cycle Club
	Neutral
	There should be a contra-flow lane for cyclists on Merton Street and Back Edward Street.
	This could be dangerous. Drivers entering from private accesses (and pedestrians crossing the road) might not be expecting cyclists to be going in the opposite direction from other traffic.

	Cyclists’ Touring Club
	No
	The one-way system reduces permeability for cyclists. Make Merton St 2-way except at the Back Edward St end, where it would be “No Entry except cycles” from Back Edward St.
	There would be a high risk of abuse by drivers going the wrong way through the very short length of one-way street.

	Dashwood Primary School
	Yes
	Continue the experiment to allow more time for consideration of improvements. Many drivers park on double yellow lines. Some ignore the one-way system.

(Tentatively) make Merton Street one-way eastwards, and Causeway one-way westwards and re-open its junction with Middleton Road.
	The experiment has been in place for six months, which is considered long enough. Measures at the “No Entry” ends of the one-way streets will discourage contraventions.

With the suggested one-way system, the Middleton Road / Merton Street junction would have an additional arm (Causeway) and consequent-ly each arm would have less green time from the traffic lights with very long queues forming in busy periods.

	Parking close to junctions is causing difficulties: Causeway south side immediately west of Back Edward Street; Junction Road west side immediately south of Causeway; and Merton Street north side immediately west of Junction Road.
	A build-out of the footway, with bollards, at the Merton Street end of Junction Road, is one of the additional measures shown in Annex 3 and has been included in the recommendations.

	Junction Road surface needs repair.
	The Area Engineer has carried out some repairs, and is monitoring the situation.

	Merton Street west of Junction Road (the two-way section): To relieve congestion, either parking restrictions or a one-way street needed.
	The residents of Merton Street would not want to lose the parking outside their homes (as evidenced by the consultation of March 2008). However about 15 metres of additional double yellow lines could be introduced with the loss of only one car-parking space.

With the one-way system extended, the Middleton Road / Merton Street junction would have an additional arm (Causeway). Consequently each arm would have less green time from the traffic lights with very long queues forming in busy periods.

	Yes
	Passing on 2-way section of Merton Street is difficult because of parked cars. Double yellow lines at ends of Junction Road and adjacent in Merton Street are often disobeyed. Junction Road surface needs repairs.
	Parked cars: see comments for Ref 10 above.

A build-out of the footway with bollards is one of the additional measures shown in Annex 3 and has been included in the recommendations.

The Area Engineer has carried out some repairs, and is monitoring the situation.

With the suggested one-way system, the Middleton Road / Merton Street junction would have an additional arm (Causeway) and consequent-ly each arm would have less green time from the traffic lights, with very long queues  forming in busy periods.

	For the housing development an alternative to Alma Road is needed.

Passing on 2-way section of Merton Sreett is difficult because of parked cars.

“Residents’ parking” is needed. Off-street parking is needed.
	There is a narrow access, not yet adopted, for light traffic via Gasworks Road and Marshall Road. There are ongoing negotiations with two developers to improve it.

A “residents’ parking” scheme would have to fit in with the parking policy for Banbury, which is still being developed. There is no land available for off-street parking.

	The No-waiting on the east side of Junction Road has enabled large lorries to come through. Illegal parking (mostly by taxis) on Merton Street at the Junction Road west corner causes long vehicles to swing over onto the Junction Road east footway then sometimes reverse if they can’t turn in one go.
	Fewer large lorries will come through once the various building works in the neighbourhood (including small developments in Causeway) have been completed. However at this location a build-out of the footway with bollards is proposed and is one of the additional measures shown in Annex 3 and which has been included in the recommendations.

	No
	Some parking has been lost, and speeds in Merton Street one-way section are higher. Merton Street approach to Middleton Road junction remains congested. A 20mph speed limit would be worthwhile.
	The increase in speed is apparently not a problem. A 20mph speed limit would have to be considered as part of an area-wide 20mph speed limit.

	Parents driving children to/from Dashwood School are using Alma Road in order to avoid the one-way system.
	Cars entering the private access are an issue for the housing development manager. If the cars stay in the highway they are unlikely to be a problem.

	Passing on 2-way section of Merton Street is difficult because of parked cars. Also in Causeway, now that there is more traffic between Back Edward Street and Junction Road.

	Continue the experiment to allow more time for consideration of improvements.

Passing on 2-way section of Merton Street is difficult because of parked cars. Also in Causeway, now that there is more traffic between Back Edward Street and Junction Road. Make Merton Street one-way westwards (except for the very short length between Middleton Road and Gasworks Road), and make Causeway one-way eastwards and reopen its junction with Middleton Road.
	The experiment has been in place for six months, which is considered long enough.

Parked cars in Merton Street: see comments for Ref 10 above.

Causeway: difficulties in passing there are much less common.

The Middleton Road / Merton Street junction would be larger, and each arm of the junction would have less green time from the traffic lights with long queues forming in busy periods.

Some drivers on Middleton Road intending to turn into Merton Street would have difficulty in understanding the traffic signs warning of no access beyond the junction with Gasworks Road. They would then have to turn round at the Gasworks Road junction, which would be hazardous.
