NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that Oxfordshire County Council proposes to make the above mentioned Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 and all other enabling powers. 

The effect of the Order is to amend the Oxfordshire County Council (South Marston) (Controlled Parking Zone and Waiting Restrictions) Order 2007, as amended, so as to introduce new, and make various changes to waiting restrictions.

Hayes Close

Reduction in the length of No Waiting 8.00am to 6.30pm Monday to Friday to introduce a short length of Permit Holders parking, outside number 15, partially on footway to create additional parking for residents.

Harberton Mead

Existing Monday to Friday 2-hour and Permit Holders parking to become Monday to Saturday, and introduce two lengths of ‘No Waiting 10.00am – 4.00pm Monday-Friday’ in front of garages, to give additional flexibility to residents.

Moody Road, Peacock Road, Prichard Road

Existing No Waiting 8.00am to 6.30pm Monday to Friday removed in the following roads in favour of newly introduced waiting restrictions - `No Waiting 10.00am to 4.00pm Monday to Friday` to create additional residents parking:-

Moody Road 
East side: from a point 10 metres south of the southern kerb line of Harberton Mead, southwards for a distance of 55 metres.

Peacock Road
East side: From a point 10 metres south of the southern kerb line of Harberton Mead, southwards for a distance of 70.5 metres.

Prichard Road
East side: From a point 10 metres south of the southern kerb line of Harberton Mead, southwards for a distance of 70.5 metres.



Peacock Road - Introduce 2 permit holders parking bays in turning area to create additional parking for residents.

Marston Road Service Road - Convert two of the four 3-hour parking bays (Permit Holders exempt) in the service road to become 1-hour parking between 8am – 6.30pm Monday-Saturday (no exemption for Permit Holders), to provide more parking for local business customers.

Jack Straw’s Lane - Existing Monday-Friday 2-hour and Permit Holders parking bays to become Monday-Saturday to create additional flexibility to residents
Nicholson Road

Reduce the length of the 2-hour parking bays at the side of 9 Westrup Close by 4 metres, to improve access to driveway opposite. 

Hugh Allen Crescent 

Reduce the length of the permit holders parking bay outside 13 Hugh Allen Crescent by 10 metres to improve access to a driveway.

Weldon Road

Reduce the length of the permit holders parking bay outside 50 Weldon Road by 3 metres to improve access to a driveway.
