	The proposed bay is almost at the end of the footway, where pedestrians currently have to use the roadway and as such the effect of this is nominal. This location is already available for parking in evenings and weekends.

	The relaxation of the double yellow lines across the accesses to garages could lead to complaints about obstruction
	It is recognised that this may happen but the change is being made in response to requests from all those residents who may be affected by this but have expressed a wish to park on the crossovers as they did prior to the introduction of the CPZ.

	New parking bays reduce the space available for turning vehicles which could make manoeuvring more difficult and may lead to vehicle damage
	Noted. The considerations of traffic management are being balanced with the demands of residents for parking; in this instance it is felt that the limited availability of parking and the unanimous requests for this action justify the proposed use of this area for parking. It is understood that larger vehicles do not use this turning area but instead reverse along the road.

	Proposed parking bay is unnecessary and dangerous. 

There is adequate alternative roadside parking nearby and the person requesting the bay has private parking at the rear of the property. 

The right turn into Hayes Close is extremely dangerous as the view is already obscured. This is the only part of Hayes Close with a footway, required because it is so dangerous, which will be blocked by this parking bay.

The proposal is contrary to the Highway Code.
	The bay is being proposed in response to a request from a particular resident who, unlike most of the other properties nearby, does not have a front drive. However, It has been made clear that this is not a personal bay and can/will be used by any vehicle (with a permit when required). Parking is already possible in this location during evenings and weekends and there are no reported accidents. The parking bay will be marked out so that 1m of footway is retained.

The Highway Code specifically allows parking near junctions in an authorised space.

Wish to see some of the bays on Feilden Road changed to match the new restrictions on Harberton Mead.
	The distance between the end of the bay and the junction is similar to other roads off Marston Road and is considered safe.

It is recognised that there might be some displacement from Harberton Mead into Feilden Close, although most of the bays are somewhat remote from the Milham Ford site. The situation will be kept under review and if there are persistent problems, residents will be consulted to seek an appropriate solution.
