	Agreed however Road Safety (Education, Training and Publicity) could be approached to educate local schools on the proper use of Toucan crossing. Raising of the crossing will help to address vehicles attempting to speed up on amber lights in order to beat the red light.

The ramp gradients to the raised crossing have been designed to minimise excessive traffic noise particularly empty lorry tail gates.
