	The 3 off-street spaces are too far away. It has been a long-standing practice for residents on the applicant’s side of road to park on their drives and additional vehicles partially on footway. Following further discussions with residents and the applicant, it has been decided to provide an advisory Private Access Protection Marking (PAPM) across the applicant’s frontage to discourage visitors from parking there.
