HOUSE COMMITTEE

CONSTITUTION AND FUNCTIONS

Title

1. The name of the Committee shall be the Oxfordshire County Music Service House Committee.

Representation

2. (a)
The Committee shall comprise the following:-

3 County Council Members, appointed as described in 2(b) below.

1 Parent elected by parents of pupils attending the Central Music School.

1 Parent elected by parents of pupils in the County Youth Orchestra.

1 Parent elected by parents of pupils attending the Area Music Schools.

The County Director of Music.

1 Teacher elected by the Members of the Senior Management Team of the County Music Service.

1 Teacher elected by the Directors of the Music Schools of the County Music Service.

1 Teacher elected by the teaching staff of the County Music Service, excluding members of the Senior Management Team and the Directors of the Music Schools.

1 Person elected by the Finance, Administrative and Clerical Staff of the County Music Service.

The Director of Children’s Services or his/her representative.

1 Primary Headteacher appointed by the Oxfordshire Primary Headteachers’ Association.

1 Secondary Headteacher appointed by the Oxfordshire Secondary Headteachers’ Association.

1 Governor of Bayards Hill School.

1 Adult Learner elected from among those currently enrolled for classes with the Music Service.

Up to 3 Co-opted Members.

(b) Three County Councillors shall be appointed by the Cabinet of the Council.  Each shall hold office until a successor is appointed following the quadrennial election of County Councillors unless he or she resigns or is replaced as a Councillor.

(c) The representatives of Parents, Teachers, Adult Learners and Finance, Administrative and Clerical Staff, shall be elected by formal election procedures to be administered by the Director of Music, and shall hold office on the same basis as in (b) above.

(d)
The method of appointing the representatives of the Oxfordshire Primary Headteachers’ Association and Oxfordshire Secondary Headteachers’ Association shall be determined by the respective associations.

(e)
The Co-opted members shall be determined by the House Committee, which must have regard to its overall composition.

Terms of Reference

3. The terms of reference of the House Committee are to scrutinise the work of the Music Service, and give advice to the County Council’s Cabinet and its officers on matters of concern to the Music Service.

Chairman and Vice-Chairman

4. The Committee shall elect a Chairman and Vice-Chairman who will serve for a one year term.  The Chairman and Vice-Chairman may not both be Councillor, Parent, Teacher or Headteacher.

Officers

5. The Director of Music shall act as Secretary to the Committee.

Rules and Regulations

(a)
The Committee shall meet at least three times each year, unless otherwise agreed by the Chairman.

(b)
The quorum for the Committee shall be 5.

(c)
Business to be transacted shall be placed on the agenda for a meeting by the Director of Music, in consultation with the Chairman.  Members of the Committee may request that a particular matter be included provided that the Director of Music is notified 5 working days before the meeting and that the Chairman is satisfied that the matter falls within the terms of reference of the Committee.  The Chairman has discretion to accept genuinely urgent items at less notice.

(d)
The Secretary of the Committee shall prepare formal minutes and ensure that all views put forward are recorded in such a way that they can be acted upon.

(e)
The ruling of the Chairman of the meeting on any matter of procedure relevance or interpretation of the constitution shall be final.

(f)
Meetings of the Committee shall not be open to the press and public except where the Committee otherwise resolve.

(g)
Any member of the Committee who misses any three consecutive main meetings without good reason, will be deemed to have resigned from the Committee.

6. In the exercise of their functions the Committee shall report to the Director of Children’s Services who may refer matters to the Cabinet, to the Cabinet Member for Schools Improvement or to the Children’s Services Scrutiny Committee, as he/she considers necessary.

Voting

7. Any question arising at the Committee where a vote proves to be necessary shall be decided by a simple majority, the method of ballot to be decided by the Chairman.

8. This constitution may only be amended with the agreement of the County Council.
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
