Parking Strategy Measures

Short term measures (2005-2007):

· Highway safety and other minor works

· Conversion of spaces to free parking on Hart Street, Friday Street and Reading Road (note – the financial viability of these measures will depend on reviewing the price of pay and display parking elsewhere in the town)

· Creation of new parking spaces on Reading Road, Albert Road, Station Road, Queen Street, Kings Road, York Road, Clarence Road, New Street and Hart Street (note – the number of spaces identified in the strategy are indicative only and may change subject to detailed design)

· Stretches of double yellow and single yellow lines at Ancastle Green to prevent non-residents parking

· Introduction of new visitors permit system

· Promotion of long-stay off-street car parks

· Improved enforcement

· Changing of pay and display parking tariff

· Setting up of parking group

1st Priorities (2007-2008):

· Sections of single yellow lines to prevent non-resident (student) parking on Deanfield Road, Lauds Close, Leaver Road and Tilebarn Close

· Stretches of single yellow line to permit more parking on Adwell Square

· Stretches of single and double yellow lines to prevent dangerous and non-residents parking at Pearces Orchard

· Improvements to disabled parking spaces in off-street car parks

· Bollards on Fairmile and Northfield End

2nd Priorities (2008-2010):

· Sections of double and single yellow lines to prevent non-residents parking at Hop Gardens, Crisp Road, Luker Avenue and Simmons Road

· Stretches of single yellow lines to prevent non-residents parking on St Andrews Road, St Marks Road and Vicarage Road (note – it is recommended that these schemes be considered in association with a review of traffic speeds on the streets)

3rd Priorities (2010 onwards):

· Creation of a coach waiting bay on Deanfield Avenue

· Conversion of spaces from current use to pay and display, resident or limited waiting on Albert Road, Kings Road, York Road, Clarence Road and Queen Street (note – this is to prevent traffic circulating the residential streets whilst looking for a space)

· Footway removal on Upton Close

· Further consideration of the inclusion of Northfield End in a controlled parking zone
