For students with the most profound degrees of intellectual impairment, whose awareness of the world around them needs to be stimulated through multi-sensory experiences.

For students with severe learning difficulties, who may also have additional disabilities who have some awareness of the world around them and need to learn to make choices and to communicate more effectively so that they have more control over the most immediate aspects of their lives and their environment
Students who need to develop skills for independence in a safe and supportive environment.  They need to learn a range of skills including: 

· self-care 

· communication,

· numeracy for daily living, 

· simple food and drink preparation, 

· simple shopping 

· independent mobility within a safe environment without constant supervision.  


Students for whom this step is suitable are:

· Already independent in a safe and supportive environment

· Able to communicate effectively with familiar and unfamiliar people

· Able to develop the ability and the desire to become sufficiently independent and confident in the community for employment, either paid or voluntary, to be a real option.
