	The school will extend their services in line with current policy and the Early Years Foundation Stage to offer full daycare if there is sufficient interest and if it is viable.

	The local preschool will close in December 2008; therefore the proposal will be replacing some of this lost capacity. Consultation with parents has confirmed that many would choose to send their 3 & 4 year old children to the newly created Radley CE Primary School nursery class.

	Radley Pre School was the only early years setting in the Radley ward, therefore after it’s closure in Dec 08 it will be essential that the school can extend it’s provision as per the proposal to maintain the same level of local provision.  Within the Abingdon & Berinsfield locality there is currently overall sufficiency of 93% - ie insufficient 3 & 4 year old places for the local population.  There is a small amount of spare capacity in other early years settings within the 3 mile radius, but parents do not always find these places suitable in terms of accessibility or sector/type of provision.  In line with Government guidance on flexibility and accommodating parental choice, we need to ensure a good range of local provision and this will inevitably mean that there are some spare places. There have been no sustainability issues for other local settings.  

The Ofsted outcomes for these settings vary (Inadequate – 3, Satisfactory – 14; Good – 21; Very good – 1; Outstanding – 3)
