Low risk. This applies either –

Where the  is being developed on a school site. The risk is low because if the  funding ceased, the conditions of the grant allow the property to be used for other services related to young children. Most new centres come into this category. 

Where the centre is on a non OCC site but being funded by the early years development budget

Medium risk. This applies where the  is being developed on a non OCC owned site. Where possible, the council will take out a lease with the property owner and sub lease to the service provider. The council will include the necessary break clauses in the lease to minimise the risk but if funding ceases and the council breaks the lease it will not be possible to stipulate who should use the property. The risk here is that the council will be requested to repay an element of the capital grant to the DCSF or have to find alternative premises for use by young people eg a local school.
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
