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DRAFT November 2008: Terms of Reference

Purpose

At the Local Authority Officer Liaison Group meeting (November 2008) it was
agreed that a Group should be established for members on a similar basis to the
Reading Urban Area Transport Liaison Group.

The purpose of the Members Group is to maintain a formal channel of
communication between the potential partner transport authorities that could
benefit from the Congestion Transport Innovation Fund proposals for the Reading
Travel to Work Area and Reading Borough Council as the lead authority
responsible for the preparation and submission of any bid and programme.
Functions

1. To ensure that all invitees are aware of the TIF package, and that the
package goes through the relevant council processes to ensure support.

2. To-approve a‘list-of schemes, put together by the Officer Group that could
“be-delivered:within-the scope-of the TIF project.

3. To understand the impact of the agreed package of demand management
and supporting transport improvement measures.

4. The group will meet twice a year, or as required to consider actions
proposed by the Partner Authority Officers Liaison Group.

5. Additional representatives will be considered by the group as appropriate

6. The group will receive progress reports prior to meetings.
