Assessing the potential locations for 

cycle hire parking hubs

Assessment Criteria

· Does the location serve (or is it likely to serve) a prime destination for cycle hire parking demand

· Is there sufficient space to accommodate the parking hub (NB. either on the footway or carriageway).

· Would a parking hub create conflict with existing servicing or access requirements

· Would a parking hub introduce an unacceptable level of street clutter in the immediate area and be at odds with the Oxford Public Realm Strategy

· Would a parking hub cause road safety problems or cause difficulties for other user groups such as pedestrians

· Is the site overlooked and is it monitored by CCTV

· Is the site away from the access to a public house or nightclub or other locations well known for anti social behavior

· Can a parking hub be provided at the location without involving any loss of conventional cycle parking spaces

Preliminary Locations which are

Description of Locations

1. High Street - location which could accommodate a sheltered bay on carriageway adjacent to Brasenose College.

2. High Street  - location which could accommodate a sheltered bay on carriageway adjacent to Rymans.

3. High Street – area of wide footway adjacent to Queen’s Lane junction and Queen’s College.

4. High Street – possible footway location adjacent to the Examination School.

5. High Street - location which could accommodate a sheltered bay on carriageway adjacent to St Mary’s Church.

6. High Street – location at the closed end of Oriel St at junction with High Street.

7. Broad Street - location which could accommodate a sheltered bay on carriageway adjacent to Balliol College.

8. Broad Street - location which could accommodate a sheltered bay on carriageway using an existing car parking space/s in the centre of the street.

9. Broad Street - possible footway location adjacent to the Examination School.

10. Parks Road - possible footway location adjacent to the New Bodleian Library.

11. Speedwell Street - possible footway location adjacent to Speedwell House.

12. Speedwell Street - possible footway location adjacent to the County Court building.

13. St Aldate’s - location which could accommodate a sheltered bay on carriageway adjacent to Christ Church College.

14. St Michael’s Street - location which could accommodate a sheltered bay on carriageway adjacent to Office Angels.

15. Ship Street - location which could accommodate a sheltered bay on carriageway adjacent to Jesus College.

16. New Inn Hall Street -  location which could accommodate a sheltered bay on carriageway.

17. Keble Road - location which could accommodate a sheltered bay on carriageway to the east of the junction with Blackhall Road.

18. Castle Street - possible footway location adjacent to County Hall at the corner with New Road.

19. New Road - possible location within County Hall car park.

20. New Road - possible location within Castle Development.

21. Gloucester Green - possible location within on the west side of Gloucester Green.

22. South Parks Road - possible footway location adjacent to the Dyson Perrins Building (University owned land, not public highway).

23. The Plain - possible footway location adjacent to The Plain roundabout near the Cowley Place arm.

24. Wellington Square - possible location on grassed area next to footway.

25. Walton Street – location which could accommodate a sheltered bay on carriageway near OUP. Would involve modification to existing on street car parking.

26. Cowley Road – one possible footway location at Manzil Way, alongside Cowley Road and a location on the footpath access to the Day Hospital.

27. Seacourt Park and Ride – location needed within Seacourt Park and Ride near the interchange.

28. Redbridge Park and Ride - location needed within Redbridge Park and Ride.

NB. This list does not include the Railway Station, Oxford University, Oxford Brookes and Oxford Radcliffe Hospital sites that are to be included as pilot locations.
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
