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Partnership Funding

Fixed Element (40%)

All 26 partnerships should have the same fixed amount of funding irrespective of size

Deprivation Element (45%)

The DCSF recently released a school based deprivation percentage based upon children living in families in receipt of family credits.  This is derived from the data used in the formulation of the index of multiple deprivation. (IMD), Nov 2007.

Each schools relevant roll (as defined within the index) is used to calculate a weighted average of deprivation for each partnership.

This percentage is then applied to the full headcount roll of each partnership to give an effective roll that is deprived and the relevant financial allocation is divided up in proportion to this effective roll.

Rurality Element (15%)

We adopted the children’s centre approach by using the Super Output Area (smaller than Wards) definition of urban, village and rural determined by Central Government.  We used the percentage of pupils living in the village and rural areas as a rural percentage of the total headcount to allocate this element.  Pupils were allocated to the areas using their postcodes.
