On Minute 20/08 (Service and Resource Planning 2008/09 to 2012/13), the Assistant Chief Executive and Chief Finance Officer advises that the figures for bands B, F and H of the Council Tax were incorrect and had been rounded up 1p higher than they should have been:  for example, band H should be twice the sum for band D.  Council is required to agree a Council Tax for Band D, and the figures for the other bands are calculated in terms of multiples or fractions of that figure.  The County Solicitor’s view was that the other figures were simply illustrative and thus could be amended to reflect what they should have been under the appropriate Regulations.  He exercised his power to give lawful effect to the Council’s decision, as set out in the Constitution, and the district councils were advised of the amended figures accordingly.
