ANNEX 1
Q9 Supplementary question from Councillor Roaf to Councillor Hudspeth - Supplementary information from Councillor Hudspeth
Much has been written on this subject – a Google search for “shared space” will result in numerous studies and examples of places where traffic signals (and other controls on road users’ behaviour) have been removed with great success in terms of safety (particularly for pedestrians and cyclists), reduced congestion and spatial quality. 

The most relevant example to Frideswide Square is the Laweiplein in Drachten, Holland. This is one of the most popular examples of the shared space philosophy in practice, because (unlike many shared space schemes) this scheme has to cope with very high traffic flows, as well as high flows of buses, pedestrians and cyclists. The demands placed on it are therefore very similar to the demands placed on Frideswide Square. 

The junction where this scheme was introduced formerly had traffic lights and traffic-light controlled pedestrian crossings. The new layout is an unsignalised roundabout (or “squareabout”) with no traffic-light controlled crossings.

More information about the scheme and a detailed evaluation of its impacts has been circulated to all members.

The idea of applying shared space principles at Frideswide Square has support from both the city and county councils, and is endorsed in the West End Area Action Plan. One of the strongest advocates of shared space for Frideswide Square (and indeed elsewhere) was Councillor John Goddard, who was involved in the production of the Area Action Plan.

As ever, the detailed design of a scheme is critical to its success - particularly where pedestrians and cyclists are concerned. Pedestrians and cyclists will of course be fully involved in the design process for Frideswide Square as the project moves forward.

Q11 - Supplementary question from Councillor Roaf to Councillor Waine - Supplementary information from Councillor Waine
For the 2008/09 academic year, a total of 33 Foundation (Reception) year group pupils living in Oxford City (and a further 2 living in the West Oxford/Botley area) were offered a school for which their parents had not expressed a preference and which was more than 2 miles from their home. A total of 78, 12 and 11 pupils were offered places at schools on the basis of first, second and third preferences respectively which were more than two miles from their home. None of these pupils were entitled to free transport before January 2009.

Q13 - Supplementary question from Councillor Johnston to Councillor Robertson - Answer from Councillor Robertson
We had a delay acquiring premises that we have not been able to catch up because of the complexity of the project. Reengineering of Learning & Development has proven more difficult but is on track now; it took time to resolve our ICT solutions and we also had a number of things that required rethinking in Finance operations due to the LINK change.

AMENDMENTS TO THE LABOUR GROUP’S ALTERNATIVE BUDGET

‘The Labour Group recommendation is to be proposed subject to an amendment to (a)(6) replacing “(Labour) Annex 2c” with “Annex 2c to the Cabinet Report” and subject to the transfer in 2009/10 on an ongoing basis of £0.124m from the Change Fund to Community Safety / Shared Services to remove the savings on key stage 4 youth activity (£0.034m), the Phoenix Youth Intervention Scheme (£0.034m) and the firesetter intervention service (£0.006m) and to fund the Health and Safety post for schools (£0.050m).’
Procedure for Handling Debate on Item 8 - Service and Resource Planning 2009/10 to 2013/14
1. Councillor Mitchell, Leader of the Council, will move the Cabinet’s recommendations as shown on the agenda.  This will be seconded by Councillor Shouler and Councillors Robertson, Hudspeth, Chapman, Waine, Belson, Couchman, Heathcoat, Tilley will then speak to it.

2. Councillor Patrick, Leader of the Opposition, will move the Liberal Democrat Group’s budget which will then be seconded and debated.

3. The Leader of the Council will speak immediately prior to the right of reply and assuming there are no amendments to the Liberal Democrat Group’s budget, this motion will be put to the vote.

Procedure if Liberal Democrat Group Motion is Lost

4. If the Liberal Democrat Group Motion is lost, Councillor Brighouse, Leader of the Labour Group, will move the Labour Group budget as amended which will then be seconded and debated.

5. The Leader of the Council will speak immediately prior to the right of reply and assuming there are no further amendments to the Labour Group’s budget, this motion will be put to the vote.

Procedure if Labour Group Motion is Lost

6. If the Labour Group Motion is lost, Councillor L Sanders, Leader of the Green Group, will move the Green Group’s amendment to the Cabinet Budget which will then be seconded and debated with summing up and voting on it.

7. The Leader of the Council will speak immediately prior to the right of reply.

Procedure if either the Liberal Democrat Group or Labour Group Motion is carried

If either the Liberal Democrat Group or Labour Group motion is carried, the debate on the Cabinet’s budget will continue because the Council is required by law to consider it.  The status of the vote on either of the other Group budgets can, therefore, only be indicative at this stage.

The debate will then continue on the Cabinet’s budget and, if there are no further amendments, it will conclude with summing up and voting in the usual way. 

At the conclusion of the debate, the Chairman will then ask Council to take a final vote either for the Cabinet’s (amended or not) budget or for the Liberal Democrat or Labour Group budget.
