	Purpose of Report

	1.1
	To update on the testing of the new financial arrangements and to agree targets for 2009/10.

	2
	Background

	2.1
	The new financial arrangements were agreed by the partnership on 29th Feb 2008. The arrangements are based on the payment of a recycling credit for every tonne recycled & composted, plus an incentive or penalty payment set at 50% of the recycling credit value for each tonne of residual waste below or above target. A copy of the financial arrangements, as set out within the OWP Partnership Agreement, is included in appendix 1. OWP agreed to test the new arrangements during 2008/09.


	2.2
	In order to test the new arrangements, each partner council supplied waste tonnage forecasts for the year. A landfill diversion target of 38% was set (this is the Local Area Agreement recycling target for 08/09). From this a total residual waste tonnage allowance was apportioned to each Waste Collection Authority (WCA). The residual waste tonnage allowance was then divided up into a monthly allowance so that monthly incentive/penalty payments could be calculated (recycling credits are currently paid monthly).



	2.3
	The residual waste tonnage allowance has been divided up into monthly allowances in two ways:
i. The annual target has been divided by 12 to give the same tonnage allowance for each month of the year. This has been termed the “linear profile”.

ii. The annual target has been divided by 12 and then multiplied by a weighting factor that reflects the % of the annual waste total that typically falls within each month of the year. The weighting factor was arrived at by taking an average from the last 10 years of Oxfordshire’s waste data. This has been termed the “monthly profile”.


	2.4
	Appendix 2 summarises the incentive and penalty payments that would have been made for the first nine months of 2008/09 (April – December). These are over and above the normal recycling credit payments. Payments under both the linear and monthly profiling are included. Payment is based on £19.71 per tonne, which is 50% of the present value of a recycling credit.


	2.5
	The annual payment will be the same under both the linear and monthly profile. The difference between the two is that the monthly payments vary. As the monthly profile better reflects patterns of waste generation it should have the benefit of requiring a lower end of year balancing payment and better in-year budget monitoring. For this reason it is recommended that the monthly profile be used next year for performance monitoring and payments.


	2.6
	The landfill diversion rate required to meet the 2009/10 Joint Municipal Waste Management Strategy target is 40%. In order to set an equivalent tonnage based target, a forecast of total waste arisings for 2009/10, together with the current actual number of households on each district’s council tax base has been used to calculate a residual waste tonnage target for each waste collection authority. These targets are set out in appendix 3. The method of forecasting waste arisings is not detailed, but has been discussed and agreed by the Waste Officers Group. Further information can be provided on request. There will be a requirement for a year end adjustment of payments to account for any difference between the forecast and actual total waste arisings for the year. 


	2.7
	The OWP Partnership Agreement states that the new financial arrangements will apply only to “household waste”. However, it is worth ensuring that all partner councils have a common understanding of this term. To this end, it is proposed that the definition of household waste as set out in the National Indicators set be used. This definition is itself based on that within the Environmental Protection Act 1990, so is widely known and understood. The definition is set out in appendix 4.


	2.8
	Recycling credit payments are inflated by 3% per annum, meaning that in 2009/10 the value of a recycling credit will be £40.60. The residual waste reduction incentive/penalty will be £20.30.

	Financial, Risk and Staff Implications


	3.1
	From appendix 2 it can be seen that over the first nine months of the year, four of the five Waste Collection Authorities (WCAs) have bettered the residual waste target and would have so far earned bonus payments of up to £90,000 (Oxford City, under the monthly profiling). West Oxfordshire D.C has not so far met the residual waste target and from April to December 08 would have incurred penalties of 70,331 (under the monthly forecasting method). 


	3.2
	Each partner council is advised to forecast their 09/10 performance under the new arrangements. A spreadsheet template has been circulated to waste officers to assist with this. Members of the Oxfordshire Treasurers Association have also been briefed on the matters raised in this report.

	Areas Affected

	4.1
	All Partner Authorities are affected by the matters within this report. 

	5
	Effect on Strategic Policies

	5.1
	The new financial arrangements have been designed to help meet many of the policies within the Joint Municipal Waste Management Strategy that relate to waste reduction, increased recycling & composting and landfill diversion. The new arrangements specifically support policy 14, which states that “The Oxfordshire Waste Partnership will develop methods of working together to improve the level of service through effective and efficient use of resources within Oxfordshire”.



	6
	Options or Alternatives

	6.1
	Two forms of in-year profiling have been set out. The joint committee has agreed to select a preferred method at its March 2009 meeting. The “monthly” profile is recommended.

	7
	Recommendations

	7.1
	That: 

i. the results of the first nine months of the testing phase are noted;
ii. from 1st April 2009, the monthly profiling method be used to measure performance and raise payments;
iii. the committee notes the 2009/10 value of recycling credit and residual waste reduction incentive/penalty set out in paragraph 2.8;

iv. the tonnage targets for 2009/10 set out in appendix 3 be noted (on the understanding that these may be amended slightly once 2008/09 outturn waste arisings and the number of households are confirmed);
v. the definition of household waste set out in appendix 4 be used.

	Reasons for Recommendations

	8.1
	To develop the best overall waste management outcomes for Oxfordshire taxpayers and to develop incentivisation arrangements that help achieve this.

Appendix 1
OWP Partnership Agreement

Waste Management Financial Arrangements – revised draft, June 2008 

 PRINCIPLES

1. These arrangements only apply to household waste.

2. Outside of what is proposed and agreed each Authority will remain responsible for its own waste management costs, according to its statutory responsibilities.

3. The key objectives of the new financial regime are:

(a) to promote waste reduction and reuse as well as recycling;

(b) equity, with each Authority responsible for the financial consequences of its performance;

(c) So far as is practicable, to enable Oxfordshire to avoid paying LATS penalties;

(d) to avoid perverse incentives (those that encourage behaviour contrary to the Oxfordshire Waste Strategy);

(e) simplicity.

REVENUE – ARRANGEMENTS FROM 1 APRIL 2009

4. For each year from 2009/10 there will be a countywide target for the maximum amount of residual waste to be disposed.  This will be calculated to meet overall diversion targets required to meet the OWP’s Joint Municipal Waste Management Strategy (OJMWMS) targets for recycling & composting, LAA targets and any other targets agreed by OWP.

5. The countywide target will be split between OCC and the Waste Collection Authorities (WCAs) calculated from the percentage of waste collected in 2005/06.

6. The WCA target will be divided between the WCAs based on the number of households in each, so that each WCA has the same residual waste target per household.

7. The number of households will be as given by the dwelling stock figures from the Council Taxbase. The number of dwellings in each band at the end of the financial year (March figures) to which the indicator pertains, as provided by the Valuation Office, will be used.
8. Each WCA will receive from OCC:

(a) a payment for each tonne of waste recycled & composted at a rate calculated in accordance with the method used for recycling credits (as set out within the Environmental Protection (Waste Recycling)  Regulations), except where OCC makes arrangements for the waste to be recycled or composted, when no payment will be received;

(b) a payment for each tonne of waste below its residual waste target, at a rate of 50% of the recycling credits payment.

9. Conversely, each WCA will pay to OCC a payment for each tonne of waste above its residual waste target, at a rate of 50% of the recycling credits payment.

Administration

10. A payment for each tonne of waste recycled & composted, at a rate calculated in accordance with the method used for recycling credits, will be made by OCC to WCAs each month on receipt of a suitably evidenced claim from the WCAs.

11. In addition to this monthly recycling credit payment, OCC will make a monthly payment to each WCA, at a rate of 50% of the recycling credits payment, for each tonne of waste that a WCA is beneath its residual waste target for the preceding month .

12. Conversely, OCC will invoice a WCA each month at a rate of 50% of the recycling credits payment for each tonne of waste by which the WCA has exceeded its residual waste target for the preceding month.

13. A method of profiling the annual residual waste target into monthly targets will be agreed by the OWP Partner Councils working through the Officer Strategy Group.   

14. A balancing payment will be made every April to correct any over or under payment made during the course of the year. Depending on a WCA’s performance against the annual residual waste target, this balancing payment will also be made through a payment by OCC to each WCA or by an invoice by OCC to each WCA.

15. The payment per tonne will increase each year by three percent (3%) as set out within the Environmental Protection (Waste Recycling) Regulations.

New Initiatives fund 

16. The OWP will create a fund to help meet the capital or one-off costs of waste management initiatives.  These would be new initiatives designed to meet OJMWMS objectives, and in particular minimise residual waste requiring landfill or further treatment.

17. The Partner Authorities agree to pay into this fund the reward grant that is due to them from achievement of the PSA1 wastes target, and any reward grant that becomes payable to them for achievement of the LAA stretch target on non biodegradable municipal wastes.

Appendix 4

Definition of “Household Waste” for use within OWP financial arrangements

Household waste’ means those types of waste which are to be treated as household waste for the purposes of Part II of the Environmental Protection Act 1990 by reason of the provisions of the Controlled Waste Regulations 1992. The amounts deemed to be collected shall include:

• All waste collected by Waste Collection Authorities (WCAs) under Section

45(1) of the Environmental Protection Act 1990, plus

• All waste arisings from Civic Amenity (CA) Sites established under Section

51(1)(b) of the Environmental Protection Act 1990, and

For the avoidance of doubt:

a) ‘Household waste’ includes waste from the following sources:

• Waste collection rounds (including separate rounds for collection of

recyclables);

• Street cleansing and litter collection;

• Bulky waste collections, where “bulky waste” is defined as

– any article of waste which exceeds 25 kilograms in weight

– Any article of waste which does not fit, or cannot be fitted into:

(a) a receptacle for household waste provided in accordance with

section 46 of the Environmental Protection Act 1990; or

(b) where no such receptacle is provided, a cylindrical container

750 millimetres in diameter and 1 metre in length.

• Hazardous household waste collections;

• Garden waste collections;

• Waste collected from drop-off/bring systems;

• Park litter (but not grass cuttings, leaves, etc);

• Gully sweepings collected by the local authority under Section 89(2) of the

Environment Protection Act 1990

• House clinical waste collections;

• Any other household waste collected by the authority.

• Re-used waste material from household sources;

b) ‘Household waste’ does not include:

• Rubble (including soil associated with the rubble);

• Home composted waste;

• Clearance of fly-tipped wastes;

• Vehicles (abandoned or otherwise);

• Grass cuttings, leaves etc in parks.

• Gully emptyings collected by the local authority under the Highways Act

c) Tyres that are recycled can only be counted if they are ‘household waste’, i.e.

they are collected from a house or Civic Amenity Sites or taken directly from the

vehicle. 
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
