Relevant Development Plan Policies

Oxfordshire Structure Plan 2016

Policy G2
-
All development to be of a scale and type appropriate to site and surroundings and not cause harm to character and amenities of the area.  Development having an unacceptable impact on the environment because of its nature, scale, location or cumulative effects will not be permitted.

Policy EN1
-
Development proposals should contribute to the protection, maintenance, and where possible, enhancement of Oxfordshire’s landscape character and in particular the natural beauty of AONBs.

Policy EN2
-
Seek measures to help protect, manage and expand biodiversity of the county, in particular priority habitats and species.

Policy G3
-
Infrastructure and Service Provision – includes amongst other things the provision of recreation, leisure, educational, health and community facilities will be encouraged in settlements where there are deficiencies.

Policy EN9
-
A Flood Risk Assessment will be required for proposals except where there is little or no flood risk.  Proposals for redevelopment of existing buildings and their curtilage within areas of high flood risk should aim to improve conditions locally and not worsen flood risk.

Policy T1
-
Developments to emphasise needs of pedestrians, cyclists and public transport balanced against ease of traffic movement.  Improve travel choice and reduce dependence on private car.

Policy C2
-
In AONBs, the primary aim is to conserve and enhance natural beauty and the special landscape quality of the area.  Development should be of a scale and type appropriate to the area.

Policy C6
-
In considering development proposals, the maintenance and enhancement of the biodiversity resource of the district will be sought.

Policy EP2
-
Proposals generating noise or vibrations which would have an adverse impact on neighbouring properties will not be permitted unless effective mitigation measures are implemented.

Policy EP5
-
Developments in areas of risk from flooding will only be permitted where the proposals include effective works to mitigate the adverse effects of the development.

Policy D1
-
The principles of good design and the protection and reinforcement of local distinctiveness should be taken into account in all new development.

Policy R1
-
Proposals for new or improved facilities for outdoor sport or children’s play to serve local needs will be permitted in or adjacent to settlements provided there are no overriding environmental objections.

Policy CF2
-
Proposals that result in the provision of additional community facilities are to be permitted provided there are no overriding amenity, environmental or traffic objections.
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
