Summary of Relevant Planning Policies

Policy G1
-
General framework for development which amongst other things aims to concentrate development in locations where there is a reasonable range of services and community facilities; and need to travel, especially by car, can be reduced.

Policy G2
-
The development to be of scale and type appropriate to site and surroundings, incorporate high quality layout and design, and reduce need to travel by car.

Policy G3
-
Provision of recreation, leisure, educational, health and community facilities to be encouraged.

Policy T1
-
Development proposals should give emphasis to the needs of pedestrians, cyclists and public transport.

Policy EN4
-
Fabric and setting of listed buildings to be preserved and character or appearance of Conservation Areas to be preserved or enhanced.

Policy TC2
-
Major new development to be on town centre sites.  Proposals should extend the range and quality of shops and other central facilities, encourage diversity of uses, improve accessibility and improve the quality of a centre.

Policy G5
-
For developments within built up areas the best use of land and buildings will be sought in order to reduce the need for development of Greenfield sites or sites in non-sustainable locations.

Policy G6
-
Developments should be of a high quality and design, should protect and reinforce local distinctiveness and which are of a scale and type appropriate to site and surroundings.

Policy CON 5
-
Proposals adversely affecting the setting of a listed building will be refused.

Policy CON 6
-
Consent to demolish a building in a conservation area will only be granted if the loss of the building would not adversely affect the character of the area and where there are acceptable detailed plans for redevelopment of the site.

Policy CON 7
-
Development should not harm character or appearance of a conservation area.

Policy D1
-
Principles of good design or protection and reinforcement of local distinctiveness should be taken into account in all new development.

Policy D7
-
New buildings to which the public have access must incorporate measures to ensure adequate access for those with impaired mobility, hearing or sight.

Policy CF2
-
Proposals providing additional community facilities or services within settlements will be permitted provided there are no overriding amenity, environmental or traffic objections.

Policy TC2
-
Within the town centre boundary shown on the Proposals Map, permission will be granted for proposals involving, amongst other things, small scale re-development of existing premises in street frontages provided there are no overriding amenity, design, environmental or traffic problems.

Policy TC8
-
Within primary shopping frontages, change of use from retail to non-retail use will not be permitted if it would undermine the vitality and viability of the shopping area in the town centre.
