Heads of Conditions

Conditions

1. Complete compliance with plans and particulars. 

2. Development to commence within 3 years of the date of permission.
3. No development to start until the flood mitigation works have been provided as detailed in the flood risk assessment.

4. Flood conditions as recommended by Environment Agency.
5. Method statement to be submitted if contamination not previously identified is found to be present.
6. No development to commence until the access works are completed in accordance with revised access layout plan.
7. Submission and approval of details of external materials schedules/samples for all buildings prior to development commencing.
8. Colours of buildings to be in accordance with approved plans.
9. No external lighting without submission and approval of details.
10. Environmental health conditions as suggested by Environment Health Officer.
11. That the existing gates be re-used and installed at a point on the section of fencing between the allotments and the main entrance drive way along with a concrete apron.
12. That the section of fencing between Thorpe Way and the main entrance be the same style and colour to that already installed. 

13. Details of fencing on other boundaries to be submitted, approved and implemented.

14. Details of skip storage to be agreed.

15. Implementation of revised landscaping within the first planting season following commencement of development.
16. Implementation of noise barrier along the access track from Thorpe Way before development commences.
17. Standard operating hours.
18. No refuse derived fuel to be stored on the site until details of storage and handling have been submitted and approved and any that are approved are implemented.

19. No hazardous waste to be brought on site.
20. Silencers to be provided on machinery.
21. Notwithstanding GPDO no other buildings or structures to be erected.
22. All derelict plant and machinery shall be removed from the site.
23. Dust suppression measures to be agreed and implemented.
24. Area used for vehicle manoeuvring shall be kept clean and free of mud.
25. Parking only in areas marked for parking.
26. No recycling activity to take place outside buildings.
27. Bridging of the watercourse under the access track shall be done in complete accordance with approved plans.
28. Provision of elevations for the extended waste transfer building to be submitted before development commences. 

29. Submission of details of the gate between the access road and Thorpe Way.
30. Access from Thorpe Way must be made available for users of the adjacent allotments.

31. Road surface to be kept smooth and well maintained and speed ramps not used.
32. Details for the separation of the access road from Thorpe Way and the allotment site to be submitted and agreed. 

33. Haul road and departing vehicles to be kept free of mud and dust.
34. Ecological conditions to reflect recommendations of ecological report in ES to include such issues as:

further submission of mitigation strategy for lizards

further bat survey

- 
provision of bird boxes

- 
timing of vegetation clearance works.
35. Maintenance and enhancement of existing hedgerow.
36. Protection of hedgerow during construction works.
37. Conditions covering contaminated material and surface and foul drainage, as required by the Environment Agency.
38. No external storage outside of bays.
