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Schedule 1

Heads of Conditions

1. The development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved submitted details

2. The development to which this permission relates shall begin within 5 years

3. Extraction of minerals shall cease within 3 years of the commencement of extraction. Restoration shall be completed within 4 years 

4. No operations except water pumping or environmental monitoring, shall be carried out except between the following hours: 0700 and 1800 hours Mondays to Fridays, between 0700 and 1300 hours on Saturdays. No such operations shall take place on Sundays or recognised public holidays .

5. No operations for soil stripping or for the formation of bunds shall be carried out except between 09.00 hours and 16.00 hours Monday to Friday; and 09.00 hours and 12.00 hours Saturdays.

6. No fixed plant or machinery, buildings or structures shall be erected or placed on site except a processing plant and concrete batching plant. 

7. No mud on the road. 

8. A water bowser shall be used to aid dust suppression.

9. No excavation shall take place within 10 metres of the Berry Brook.

10. All vegetation to the north of Playhatch Road, between the working area and Lakeside Cottages shall be retained.

11. Details of floodlighting shall be submitted to and approved in writing before any works are commenced.

12. Any floodlights shall not be illuminated outside of the operating hours.

13. No topsoil or subsoil shall be removed from the site.

14. Subsoil and topsoil shall be stripped, stored and re-spread separately from one another.

15. No topsoil and subsoil storage shall take place within three metres of any tree.

16. All work of soil stripping, stockpiling and reinstatement should be carried out when the material is in a dry and friable condition.

17. All storage bunds shall be grassed and weeded. 

18. Noise limits for processing operations should not increase the L90 dB(A) by more than 3 dB.

19. Noise arising from mineral extraction shall not exceed 55dB LAeq (1 hour) free field. 

20. For temporary operations, the LAeq level shall not exceed (70) dB(A).  Temporary operations shall be limited to eight weeks in any twelve months and prior notice should be given to residents before temporary operations commence.

21. Acoustic fencing shall be erected as shown on approved plan C1/PL04/03 Rev A.

22. No reversing bleepers

23. Phased programme of archaeological investigation

24. In the event of a delay in commencing site preparations, an additional bat survey should be undertaken.
25. The site shall be restored in accordance with the details shown on the approved Plan. 

26. Five year aftercare. 

27. Newly planted trees and shrubs shall be maintained.

28. Any spoil within area liable to flood shall be returned to the pre-work levels on completion of works
29. Pre and post development topographical surveys shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. 

30. 5 metre wide gaps shall be left at 10 metre intervals (at ground level) along the length of the stockpiled mounds.

31. Water Protection and Monitoring Scheme should be submitted to and agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority  

32. All fuel tanks shall be sited on a concrete base and bunded.

33. No solid matter shall be stored within 10 metres of the banks of the lake.
34. No winning or working of minerals shall be carried out until the proposed site access road has been constructed. No other access shall be used by traffic entering or leaving the site.

Schedule 3

Reasons for Recommending Approval

This application extends mineral working into 15 hectares of agricultural land, to recover 370,000 tonnes of sand and gravel over three years. The anticipated noise levels fall within the accepted levels specified in MPS 2 and noise to nearby properties will be further reduced by the construction of baffle bunds and acoustic fencing. Whilst there might be a marginal increase in traffic no traffic could travel through Sonning due to the weight restriction on the bridge. There is a need for sand and gravel and the site accords with development plan policy to allow small extensions to existing sand and gravel workings.

The restoration scheme promotes nature conservation through restoration away from intensive agriculture, significantly increasing the habitat diversity of the site and footpath would provide a safe route for pedestrians.

The proposal is in accordance with the development plan and I am satisfied that potential impacts of the working can be satisfactorily mitigated by condition.
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
