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ANNEX 1

Conditions

1. The development shall be carried out strictly in accordance with the particulars of the development, plans and specifications contained in the application except as modified by the conditions of this permission.  

Reason:  To ensure that the development is carried out as proposed.  

Landscaping

2. No development shall take place until details of the proposed landscaping at the site have been submitted to and approved by the Waste Planning Authority.  Any scheme that is approved shall be implemented.  Planting which is carried out in accordance with the scheme shall be maintained for the duration of development.  If any trees or shrubs become diseased or need to be replaced this shall be done with others of a similar size or species.  

Reason:  To ensure that the site is well landscaped.  

Policy:  OMWLP W5, OSP G2, EN2, EN4

New buildings on the site

3. Before development commences the proposed colours of the buildings to be erected at the site shall be submitted to the Waste Planning Authority for approval.  Any scheme which is approved shall be implemented.  

Reason:  To ensure that the buildings are in keeping with the local area 

Policy:  OMWLP W3, OSP G2, EN1, EN2

Vehicle movements and site access

4. No vehicle shall leave the site unless its wheels are sufficiently clean to prevent mud, dust or debris being carried onto the public highway.  
Reason:  In the interests of highway safety.  

Policy:  OSP T18, EN1, EN2

5. No more than 150,000 tonnes of material shall be taken to the site for remediation in any calendar year.  

Reason:  In the interests of highway safety.  

Policy:  OSP T18, EN1, EN2

6. Once the new junction has been created to the south of Downs Road to join with the A40, a sign shall be erected at the site access directing vehicles to only exit the site by turning right.  All vehicles should enter from and leave the site to the south.  

Reason: In the interests of highway safety.  

Policy:  OSP T18, EN1, EN2 

Operating hours

7. With the exception of necessary works arising from emergency situations, vehicles carrying waste shall not enter or leave the site and plant and machinery shall not be operated and operations shall not take place

(a) other than between 0800 and 1800 hours Mondays to Fridays and 0800 and 1400 hours on Saturdays; and

(b) at any time on Sundays or Bank Holidays and Saturdays immediately following Bank Holidays

Reason:  To regulate traffic movements from the development.  

Policy:  OSP T18, EN1, EN2

Noise and dust

8. In the event that there are credible complaints about levels of dust arising at the site a scheme for dust reduction to an acceptable level shall be submitted for approval by the Waste Planning Authority within one month of the date that the breach was notified.  Any scheme that is approved shall be implemented immediately.  

Reason:  To minimise dust within the site. 

Policy:  OMWLP W3, PE18

9. Before development commences details of the outside storage arrangements for stone and soils which have been successfully remediated shall be submitted to the Waste Planning Authority for approval.  Any scheme which is approved shall be implemented for the duration of the development.  

Reason:  To minimise dust within the site. 

Policy:  OMWLP W3, PE18

10. During periods of dry weather and where dust is visually apparent, the ground surfaces and any stockpiles of soil shall be dampened down to ensure that dust is controlled.  

Reason:  To minimise dust within the site.  

Policy:  OMWLP W3, PE18

11. Noise from the operations shall not exceed 55dB LAeq 1h (free field) measured at least 3.5 metres from the façade of any occupied residential property.  In the event that a credible noise complaint is received a scheme for noise reduction to a level below that stated above will be submitted to the Waste Planning Authority within one month of the date that the breach was notified and any scheme that is approved shall be implemented immediately.  

Reason:  In the interests of the amenity of residents in the vicinity of the site.

Policy:  OMWLP W3, PE18, OSP EN1, EN2

12. Crushing shall not take place at the site for more than 8 weeks per calendar year.  

Reason:  To limit the activity.  

Policy:  OMWLP W3, OSP EN1, EN2

13. Crushing and screening plant shall be fitted with acoustic baffling.  

Reason:  To control noise from these operations.  

Policy:  OMWLP W3, PE18, OSP EN1, EN2

Other site operations

14. Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995, or any Order amending, revoking or re-enacting that Order, no structure or building of any kind shall be erected within the curtilage of the site without the prior written approval of the Waste Planning Authority.  

Reason:  To regulate the extent of the development.  

Policy:  OMWLP W3, OSP G2, EN1, EN2

15. No floodlighting shall be erected on site without the prior written approval of the Waste Planning Authority.  

Reason:  In the interests of visual amenity of residents who live in the vicinity of the site.  

Policy:  OSP G2, EN1, EN2

16. No material other than soils (which may contain varying amounts of stone) contaminated with petroleum shall be accepted and treated at the site as described in the planning application.  Any loads which do not comply with this description shall not be accepted at the site.  

Reason:  The facility is only suitable for the remediation of soils contaminated with petroleum.  

Policy:  OMWLP W3

17. Before development commences all the gas canisters currently being stored on the site shall be removed and no canisters shall be stored on the site for the duration of the development.  

Reason:  To ensure that the site remains tidy and because the gas canisters are not required for the operation of the soil remediation facility.  

Policy:  OSP EN1, EN2 OMWLP W3

18. The site shall be kept tidy at all times and no plant or stockpiles of material shall be stored or located except where permitted in accordance with the plans and particulars hereby approved.  

Reason:  to ensure that the site is tidy and well run.  

Policy:  OSP EN1, EN2, OMWLP W3

Planning Informatives

Under the terms of the Water Resources Act 1991, the prior written consent of the Environment Agency is required for any discharge of sewage or trade effluent into controlled waters (e.g. watercourses and underground waters), and may be required for any discharge of surface water to such controlled waters or for any discharge of sewage or trade effluent from buildings or fixed plant into or onto ground or into waters which are not controlled waters.  Such consent may be withheld.  

Under the terms of the Water Resources Act 1991, the prior written consent of the Environment Agency is required for dewatering from any excavation or development to a surface watercourse. 
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
