Reasons for approval

This application is in line with the policies in the development plan and other guidance.  There is a need for a facility of this kind to ensure that waste soils which are contaminated with petroleum can be re-used rather then just going to landfill.  This facility would serve a 65 mile radius from the site and the applicant has agreed to a section 106 agreement to monitor this.  Concerns regarding the traffic generated from the development can be satisfactorily overcome.  Although the development would mean that waste coming to the site, would arrive by road, there is no realistic means of transporting material from a range of disparate sites by rail.  The need for the facility, and the fact that it is a specialised operation to serve the sub region, outweighs any adverse impact of traffic movements that it would be generated.  

Additional landscaping (both on site and off site) and removal of gas canisters currently on the site can be required by condition and legal agreement.  This would ensure that the visual implications of the development are kept to a minimum.  The facility would be covered by a waste licence from the EA which would control the day to day running of the site and any pollution concerns of handling hazardous waste.  I consider that the development meets with waste policy and will not cause unacceptable adverse environmental effects 
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
