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ANNEX 1

Conditions

16. The noise emitted at any time from the site shall not contain any discrete continuous note, i.e. whine, hiss, screech, hum etc or distinct impulses i.e. bangs, clicks, clatters or thumps (that are repeated as part of normal operations) distinguishable at the locations identified in condition 14 above.

18.
No stripping or spreading of overburden/topsoil/subsoil or excavation of waste shall take place when the wind speed measured at the site equals or exceeds 28 knots.  Prior to the stripping of overburden, an anemometer shall be installed and maintained throughout the life of the site in accordance with precise details which shall have been submitted to and approved by the Waste Planning Authority.

20. Within one month of the date of this permission details shall be submitted to the Waste Planning Authority of measures to be taken for the protection of trees and hedgerows from damage.  The means of protection shall include:

(i) measures to prevent disturbance to soil levels within 1½ times the branch spread of the tree or hedgerow;

(ii) protective fencing erected at a distance of not less than 1-2 metres from the trunk.


Any details that are approved shall be implemented within a month of approval.


The means of protection shall be retained until all plant, equipment and surplus materials have been removed from the site.  Nothing shall be stored or placed in any area protected and the ground levels within these areas shall not be altered.
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
