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SCHOOL ORGANISATION PLAN

Part A

Demographic information relevant to the supply of school places

CONTEXT

Population, Housing and the Economy

1. Oxfordshire had a population of 605,500 at the 2001 census.  This represents a growth of 4.23% between 1991 and 2001 compared with 2.64% for England as a whole. Oxfordshire’s population had increased by 7.2% between 1981 and 1991 and 4.9% in the previous decade.  The county is predominantly rural in character.

2. The population and increase in the five districts is set out in the table below.

5. Oxfordshire’s settlement pattern is marked by a range of relatively small settlements, with the City of Oxford at its centre.  Oxfordshire has the lowest population density of any county in the South East (2.3 persons per hectare).  22% of the population live in Oxford City but 30% living in rural communities of less than 3,000. Only three settlements have more than 30,000 people (Oxford, Banbury and Abingdon).  A further seven (Bicester, Carterton, Didcot, Henley, Kidlington, Thame and Witney) had a population between 10,000 and 30,000.  These ten settlements account for just over half of the county’s population. The student population contributes to a higher than average proportion of 18-25 year olds but, overall the proportion of older people is increasing.

6. The total number of people from ethnic minorities reflects the regional average but Oxford City in contrast is well above the average with the highest proportion (1.7% being Asian or Asian British).

7. About 75% of Oxfordshire is designated as Green Belt, Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty, or Areas of High Landscape Value.  Oxfordshire has experienced, however, a relatively high proportion of development on green field sites, particularly because of large scale development on the edge of the country towns, and because of the limited opportunity for major re-use of land within existing built up areas.

Economy

8. Oxfordshire is a diverse but still the most rural county in the south-east.  It is recognised as one of Europe’s leading centres of enterprise and innovation, as a centre for culture and for the quality of its natural, historical and built environment.  It is best described as a “city” region in which Oxford and the rest of the county are closely interlinked and interdependent. However, 78% of its area is devoted to agriculture.
9. The Oxfordshire economy is one of the most successful in the country.  Between 1991 and 1996 the number of jobs in Oxfordshire increased by 27,800 or 12% and in the period 1995 to 2000 increased more sharply with an extra 52,800 jobs or by 20% with an increase in the manufacturing sector.  There were 314,700 jobs in the county in 2000. In the period upto 2002, however, the number of jobs fell by 4% reflecting an increasing number of people working outside Oxfordshire. Oxfordshire is acknowledged globally as a centre of excellence for learning and research, with some of the world’s foremost academic institutions and major research and development organisations, with strong linkages between research and business across the county. A quarter of all Research and Development posts in the south-east are based in the county.
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10.     Oxford with its 2 universities, hospitals and research departments and BMW car manufacturing plant plays a central role in the economy of Oxfordshire. Many important research establishments are in other parts of the county eg the Joint European Torus (JET) at Culham and the Harwell International Business Centre for Science and Technology.  A large number of the companies in the research sector are outside Oxford. Milton Park is the second largest employment area outside Oxford.

11. Tourism is also an important sector of the economy.

12. Oxfordshire’s successful economic performance is reflected in its relatively low unemployment. Oxfordshire has one of the highest rates of employment and lowest rates of long term unemployment in the UK. 
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Economic success is fundamental to the quality of life in Oxfordshire.  Average disposable income is above that for the south-east and the UK. However, there are pockets of deprivation and poverty in many communities, including rural areas where there can be greater isolation, limited public transport and poor access to jobs and services. 11% of the population is defined as poor. Oxford City has the lowest level of owner occupation in the south-east.
PLANNING FRAMEWORK

13. Since the mid 1970’s development in Oxfordshire has been guided by the “country towns” strategy which identified Banbury, Bicester, Didcot and Witney as the preferred locations for new development.  Between 1981 and 1996, just over 43,600 new houses were built in Oxfordshire and a further 15,147 were built between 1996 and 2003.  Almost 33.7% of these were located in the country towns. Fewer homes have been built in Oxfordshire than the rate suggested in the Structure Plan since 1998 (with the exception of Oxford City), and this has reflected a decline in house building both regionally and nationally. A slight upturn in building regionally in the last 12 months has not been reflected in Oxfordshire. In Oxfordshire 49% of houses were built on previously developed land compared to the Government’s 2008 target of 60% and the England & Wales average of 64%. This reflects the nature of the County in that there are fewer brownfield sites to develop. The Government has suggested that about 48% of new homes built in the South East should be affordable. Between 1996 and 2002 Oxfordshire’s performance was 18% compared to the South East rate of 16%. The cost of housing in Oxfordshire is 7.5 times the local average wage in comparison with the national average of 5.3 times the national average wage.

14. The Government has recently reviewed its Regional Planning Guidance for the South East (RPG) published in 2001 to 2016.  It provides the framework for the future development of Oxfordshire.  The key feature of the revised proposals for Oxfordshire is the provision of an averaged 2430 new dwellings per year up to 2006.  After 2006 this rate will continue until Regional Planning Guidance is reviewed.  From 1996 to 2011, this would mean planning for an additional 950 dwellings to the 35,500 for the same period in the current Structure Plan.  A further 12,150 dwellings would be required by 2016.  A review of the Structure Plan to 2016 started with public consultation in 2002. 

15. The Oxfordshire Structure Plan 2011 set out the framework to guide new development in the county.  Its strategy is that most development should take place at the country towns of Banbury, Bicester, Didcot and Witney while limiting development elsewhere. 

16. Policy H1 of the Structure Plan provided for about 35,500 dwellings to be built in the county between 1996 and 2011 (about 2,370 dwellings per year) and distributed the provision between the districts as follows:

The main locations are Banbury (about 3,900 dwellings), Bicester (about 4,200 dwellings), Didcot (about 5,500 dwellings mainly to the west of the town) and Witney (about 2,700 dwellings).  Elsewhere most new development will take place in larger settlements where a reasonable range of employment, services and community facilities exists or can be provided.  The plan also provides for a new settlement at former RAF Upper Heyford of about 1,000 dwellings (including some 300 existing dwellings on the site). The District Councils determine the distribution of housing for their area through the review of local plans.
17. Work has commenced on reviewing the Structure Plan taking account of the regional guidance housing provision.  The County Council placed a draft Structure Plan to 2016 on deposit for consultation in September 2003. Following consideration of the consultation responses and new draft information on the housing capacity of the larger towns, the County Council agreed changes to the draft plan; these were advertised for consultation in April 2004. The revised draft plan proposes a total of 37,300 dwellings to be built in Oxfordshire between 2001 and 2016 and allocates the provision between the districts as follows:

FORECASTING PUPIL NUMBERS

Pupil Forecasts for Oxfordshire Schools

18. The School Capacity Forecasts use the most recent Primary and Secondary pupil forecast information (May 2004).  A summary of the forecast pupil numbers above and below capacity for each partnership of schools up to the year 2011 is included in Annex D.  Despite issues to do with volatility (see below) there is some certainty about the figures up to 2006.  The figures beyond 2006, however, tend to become estimates rather than confident forecasts.  One reason for this is that detailed knowledge about housing developments beyond that date is less reliable as projected completions for new housing mainly associated with the Oxfordshire Structure Plan 2011 are absent from these figures. It will therefore be important to use the figures post 2006 with some caution.

Volatility in Pupil Numbers

19. The main cause of volatility in pupil numbers stems from intakes relating to MoD establishments.  Changes can be swift and unpredictable.  Fortunately these changes are usually small and any larger shifts in numbers relate to accommodation changes for which advance warning can be obtained.  Information on MoD accommodation is collected annually and fed into the population model.

20. Changes in military deployment are usually confidential and can change roll numbers very suddenly.  The situation at RAF Benson, RAF Brize Norton and the Dalton Barracks is currently being monitored closely. We are particularly conscious of the proposed closure of RAF Lyneham and relocation to RAF Brize Norton. The overall effect on planning tends, however, to be less dramatic simply because the schools likely to be affected are well known eg Carterton CP, Gateway, Carswell, RAF Benson, Five Acres (Ambrosden), and Watchfield, Cooper, Carterton Community College, Icknield, Larkmead and Bicester Community College. 

21. Volatile rolls can also result from the opening of new schools which despite having a newly defined catchment area may need to take from surrounding schools to ease the congestion which has built up prior to the opening of the new school.  Although this rapid movement of pupils is usually known in advance, it does provide particular problems for the financial management of the schools involved, with budgets changing shape quite markedly and often in mid year.

22. Schools may experience increased or reduced parental support when headteachers change post.  This may also affect pupil numbers.

23. Major new developments produce new school populations but despite thorough planning, developments are subject to the economic climate which can cause growth to be fitful.  The possible involvement of a District Council in the nomination of families (social housing) can also happen late in the development’s history and will almost certainly increase pupil rolls from that development.

Forecast Methodology – Primary

24. The current primary school forecasts for Oxfordshire show detailed forecasts, by age, for primary schools in Oxfordshire.  These forecasts are based upon the January 2004 PLASC (Pupil Level Annual Schools Census) returns.  As indicated above, the change in school rolls is largely determined by a school’s popularity and population changes within the intake area (rather than its formal catchment).  

25. Urban intake areas can be quite volatile; rural intake areas tend to be more stable but slight changes can have significant effects.  The demographic changes can be a combination of underlying fertility change, migration and new housing.  The housing market remains fairly buoyant.


Forecast Methodology – Secondary

26. The secondary school forecasts are based on the September 2003 return.  The secondary school forecasts are the result of several sets of input data, a large computer model and a protracted amount of fine-tuning and checking. 

27. The secondary forecasts start from the actual rolls at September 2003.  The transfer patterns of pupils leaving primary schools in July 2003 are analysed to produce a set of partnership schools and associated proportions of each relevant year group transferring to each secondary school.  This produces an intake mix, which reflects parental choice and does not depend on catchment areas.  In addition, increased staying-on rates in the sixth form are taken into account.

28. The forecast intakes, for future years, from these partnership schools, use the primary school forecasts from the previous January.  The sixth form transfers are plotted over the last seven years and estimates of the future transfer rates are made.  Additional information is acquired on cross border partnership schools and non-standard intakes to produce the final forecasts.  

EDUCATION PLACES IN OXFORDSHIRE

29. The total number of schools maintained by the Authority as at 1 June 2004 was 234 (Primary) and 34 (Secondary). The Council has decided that a figure of 10% unfilled primary and secondary places would be sensible for planning purposes.  The new net capacities for all schools have produced a different set of figures that require an appropriate response and should not be compared with previous figures.  At the present time there is a specific need for Oxfordshire to maintain spare capacity to:

i)
meet projected increases in pupil numbers, especially in the country towns where considerable growth is expected to 2011 as part of the Structure Plan;

ii)
enable it to respond appropriately to Government initiatives eg limiting class sizes for

five, six and seven year olds. 

30. The total number of surplus places in primary schools based on the new net capacities is 18%, with 11% in secondary schools. The tables below summarize the total numbers forecast, excluding sites in the local plans that do not have planning permission. Outside the main county towns, numbers will fall and reviews will take place to assess the pattern of school places.
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Early Years Provision in Oxfordshire

31. The County Council Plan and the Learning & Culture Medium term plan both list early years education as a priority.  Oxfordshire continues to rely on a mixed economy of provision in partnership with the Private, Voluntary and Independent (PVI) sector. The County Council is investing in increased quantity and quality of provision over the next 3 years, although the population is projected to remain about the same – the cohort being slightly over 7000 in each year
32. From September 2004 all County and Controlled primary schools will be able to admit reception aged children (those that have had their 4th birthday before the Sept 1st).  Children will be funded for half–time provision until the term after their fifth birthday.  Parents have the right to defer take up of a place to a later date within the same academic year until compulsory school age (the term after the child is five).

33. The County Council is changing the terminology used for its foundation stage provision:

· Reception Classes become ‘Foundation Stage Classes’

· Nursery Classes become ‘Foundation Stage Units’

· Nursery Schools become ‘Foundation Stage Schools’

34. Take up provision in the maintained sector in January 2004 was as follows:

35. There has been a growth of Parntership Foundation Stage Unit (PFSUs) where a voluntary sector pre-school operates in partnership with school-based foundation stage provision on the school site.  There are currently 13 registered PFSUs with a further 10 due to be approved in the summer of 2004.  We anticipate further growth in this kind of provision up to a total of 25 in this year and a similar number in 2005.

36. From April 2004 the County Council has had a statutory duty to ensure provision of a part-time publicly funded place to all 3 year olds whose parents want one.  Entitlement begins from the term after the child’s third birthday and the setting can be an LEA foundation stage setting or a private, voluntary or independent group registered with the Early Years Development and Childcare Partnership.  The greatest area of growth has been funded 3 year olds in PVI provision.

37. Funded places are measured both by actual pupil numbers and by part-time equivalent places. 94% of 3 year olds now access some level of funded provision.  The table below shows the overall growth in take-up expressed as part-time equivalent places.  This currently stands at 79%, with a projected increase of a further 6% over the next 2 years.
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38. In 2003 there were over 22,000 registered childcare places in the County, a growth of 24% from 2001.   Nearly 6000 of these places provide wraparound childcare or full daycare for children from birth to 4 years. There is an increasing interest from Governors, under Education Act 2002 powers, in providing childcare on school sites, particularly where there is surplus accommodation or where additional accommodation can be provided on a self-financed basis or in partnership with a private provider.  Schools cannot use their own budgets to fund running costs for childcare, but can charge parents provided they follow the relevant guidance and regulation for this kind of provision.  Tax benefits for parents have increased significantly to make fees more affordable.

39. There has been a rapid growth in government funded initiatives for disadvantaged areas, combining early education, childcare, health and family support services.  These include: 

· Sure Start at Rose Hill and South Abingdon bringing together early education, childcare, health and family support to promote better outcomes

· Children’s Centres at Rose Hill as part of the Sure Start programme and the ACE Centre in Chipping Norton.  Two more are in development at Blackbird Leys and Ruscote to develop high quality early education and integrated child care, family and outreach support with access to specialist services.

· Seven Neighbourhood Nursery projects in Oxford, Banbury, Abingdon and Berinsfield to support families in the most disadvantaged areas to tackle the lack of childcare that often prevents parents from working

· Early Excellence Centres at the ACE Centre Chipping Norton and the East Street Centre Banbury to deliver high quality integrated early education and childcare services and to disseminate good practice.

Most projects have effective links with their local school partnerships, and some integral to extended school provision.  Most of these initiatives have now come to an end, or are being rolled into a larger programme of Children’s Centres.  The level of growth for these  will not be known until after the next Government Spending Review.

Places in Oxfordshire’s 6th Forms and FE Colleges

42. Oxfordshire maintains 26 schools with sixth forms.  There are approximately 4,500 16+ students in Oxfordshire’s schools.  The Learning and Skills Council (LSC) has recently reviewed FE provision within the County.  Unifying the former North Oxfordshire College, Oxford College and Ryecotewood College as Oxford and Cherwell College from 31 August 2003 has consolidated the former five Colleges of FE to 2.

43. In those areas of the county where there are no 11-18 schools, alternative local arrangements for post-16 education exist.  In parts of West and North Oxfordshire a “mushroom” model exists.  Students in Carterton, Warriner, Cooper and Drayton transfer either to nearby 11-18 schools or to Colleges of Further Education or a combination thereof for post 16 education.  In the South East part of the county there are four 11-16 schools which partner a tertiary college (The Henley College).

44. At present there are no structural or organisational plans which might alter the above, but the demands of the new curriculum framework post 16 may make some reviews opportune.  There is likely to be an increase in pupils continuing their studies at schools due to the introduction of flexible work related/learning packages.  Some areas, notably Oxford City, Abingdon, Witney, Didcot, Banbury operate consortium arrangements post 16, with pooled courses/teaching etc.  These consortia review and update their ways of working year on year.  The DfES has enabled the Learning and Skills Council to put forward proposals for the re-organisation of provision for 16 to 19 year olds. The LSC is undertaking a strategic area review of post-16 provision in the County.

Oxfordshire’s Special Schools

45. In summary, there are:

· 14 special schools

· 8 schools which cater for children with severe learning difficulties

· of these 8, 1 also caters for children with complex moderate learning difficulties

· 1 school which caters for children with complex moderate learning difficulties

· 3 schools which cater for children with behavioural, emotional and social difficulties

· 1 school which caters for children with physical disabilities

· 1 school which is based in hospital settings, which caters for children who are hospitalised or in need of a psychiatric provision

· 3 SLD schools which are fully co-located onto mainstream school sites.

49. In cases where, for whatever reason, it is considered that a pupil’s needs cannot be met in an Oxfordshire school, the pupil may qualify for an out-county place.  The numbers of pupils currently educated in this way are shown in the table below.  Pupils placed privately in non-maintained and independent provision by parents (not funded by Oxfordshire LEA) are not included in these figures.

Children Looked After by Oxfordshire County Council 

50. In October 2003, there were 334 children aged 5 – 16 years old in the care of Oxfordshire County Council.  211 of these children attended Oxfordshire mainstream schools, 48 attended Oxfordshire special schools and 8 accessed education through the PRUIS (Pupil Referral and Integration Service).  5 children were awaiting school placement.  Of 62 children in Out of County placements, 41 attended mainstream schools, 16 attended special schools and 5 were awaiting school placement.


Provision for Young Offenders in Secure Provision

51. Oxfordshire County Council operates a 7 bed Secure Unit at Thornbury House, Kidlington.  As this facility is a regional centre, Oxfordshire children will not necessarily fill these places. Social and Health Care have begun a period of consultation regarding possible closure of the unit.
Provision for Pupils Educated at Home

52. The Authority recognises the right of parents to educate their children at home.  Work is monitored by LEA advisers to ensure that the children are receiving full-time education appropriate to their age, aptitude and ability.  As at 1 September 2003 there were 93 families choosing to educate one or more of their children at home.  60 children were primary age and 76 were secondary.

SCHOOL ORGANISATION PLAN

Part B 

A statement of policies or principles 

 relevant  to the provision of school places

LEGISLATION
53. The county has drawn up an Asset Management Plan under guidance from the DfES.  This involves an assessment of the condition, suitability and sufficiency of all school accommodation.  The Asset Management Plan is assessed on a regular basis and a local policy statement has been agreed. This helps to determine Capital Programme priorities in the future.

54. The County Council is required to comply with all legislation affecting the provision of school places including provisions of the Human Rights Act 1998.

55. The County Council has a statutory responsibility to ensure that schools in its area are sufficient in number, character and equipment to provide education suitable for the different ages, abilities, aptitudes and special educational needs of pupils of school age.  Oxfordshire aims to ensure, not only that there is adequate provision, but it also seeks to provide a high quality education and service for all its pupils.  The County Council has a statutory responsibility to secure sufficient primary and secondary school places.  The organisation of school places locally, including post 16 places, is a partnership between the LEA, Diocesan Authorities, School Governors and LSC.  The School Organisation Plan (SOP), following public consultation, sets out how the LEA will provide the appropriate places in its primary and secondary schools.  It will provide the framework for the School Organisation Committee (SOC) to consider and then determine the organisation of individual schools.  The SOP enables specific links to be made between the organisation and raising standards in schools.  The SOP does not replace the publication of statutory notices for changes of organisation, this formal process continues but involves SOC and, if necessary, the Adjudicator.  Future arrangements for the publication and the SOP have changed.  It can now be a 3-yearly document with demographic information published annually.  The SOC recommended this year the publication of the full SOP.

56. The School Organisation Committee has taken the place of the Secretary of State in the decision making process on most school organisation proposals, and has the responsibility to approve the SOP.  The SOC is not a committee of the County Council.  It is a separate statutory body, which brings together key partners in the provision of education at a local level, giving each an equal voice.  The groups represent the LEA, the local CE Diocese, the local Catholic Schools Commissions, the LSC and a schools’ group.  The SOC must have a chairman and vice-chairman each from separate representative groups, elected annually from within its membership by the majority of individuals votes cast.  The SOC must meet to agree the SOP, and meet as necessary to consider individual proposals for change.  In the event of disagreement the matter is referred to the Schools’ Adjudicator who has the final say.  This person is independent, appointed by the Secretary of State, and supervised by the Council on Tribunals. 

57. The 1998 Standards and Framework Act, as amended by the Education Act 2002, required each LEA to establish in its area an Admission Forum.  The Forum is to be a vehicle for admission authorities and other interested parties to discuss the effectiveness of local admission arrangements, seek agreement on how to deal with difficult admission issues and to provide advice to admission authorities on ways in which arrangements can be improved.  The admissions forum has recently been reconstituted in Oxfordshire and its role will develop over time as it considers issues to do with the distribution and sufficiency of school places.  

DIVERSITY OF PROVISION

58. The present pattern of schooling in Oxfordshire is diverse, principally because of the historic roots of the system (pre 1974, Oxfordshire was 3 LEAs: part of Berkshire, old Oxfordshire, Oxford City), and also because the move to comprehensive schools through reorganisations during the 1960s and 70s in different areas produced different structures.

59. All secondary schools are comprehensive in terms of ability, but within this there are 11-16 schools with tertiary college (South East), 11-16 schools within a mushroom sixth structure (Banbury, Carterton and Bicester), 11-18 schools, and 2 single sex schools (Didcot).

60. The DfES has designated ten types of specialist colleges (Arts, Languages, Humanities, Sport, Technology, Engineering, Maths and Computing, Science, Business and Enterprise, and Music).  Oxfordshire Local Education Authority is committed to working in partnership with and between schools and as such encourages and supports schools wishing to apply for specialist status.  The aim is to have a geographical spread of all types of college throughout the county and to encourage the sharing of expertise and resources with other schools, both primary and secondary, and the wider community.

61. Several other schools are preparing applications and the DfES has announced its continued commitment to increasing the number of specialist schools and it is the Local Education Authority’s view that all secondary schools should have some form of specialist status.

62. The current position, 20 schools in all, is shown in the table below

63. The county has one Education Action Zone (EAZ) comprising 12 schools (primary, secondary and special) covering the Blackbird Leys, Barton, Littlemore and Rose Hill areas of Oxford City.  The EAZ receives direct funding from the DfES as well as the LEA and private funding from the Hamilton Trust through the Hamilton Oxford Schools Partnership.  Resources focus on three main programmes areas:  Teaching and Learning, Integrated Support Services and Enrichment. The EAZ came to an end in August 2004 and become an ‘Excellence Cluster’.

64. The LEA values its partnership with the churches in the provision of schooling, and has no wish to adversely affect the proportion of places in denominational schools. Oxfordshire County Council supports the diversity of provision.  The LEA will seek to maintain a balance of denominational places and ensure that provision is appropriate and supported by local communities.  When change is contemplated, comprehensive discussions and consultations will be held before referral to the School Organisation Committee.  The significant loss of Anglican secondary school places as a result of Oxford City Re-organisation is acknowledged and it is the County Council’s wish to work in a spirit of openness to redress the loss whenever possible.
65. The LEA is supporting and encouraging collaborative work between schools and between schools and FE Colleges and will seek to encourage diversity in other ways as well.  

66. Academies are all ability schools established by sponsors from business made up of voluntary groups working in highly innovative partnerships with central government and local education partners.  Sponsors and the Department for Education and Skills provide the capital costs for the academy.  Running costs are met in full by the DfES.  This programme aims to challenge the culture of education under-attainment and deliver improvements in standards.  All academies are located in areas of disadvantage.  LEAs are required to consider the scope for establishing academies as part of their strategic plans and where reviews of secondary provision are being considered then academies will be looked at as part of any option appraisal.  

67. Oxfordshire currently has 4 training schools (Banbury School, Chipping Norton, Lord Williams’s and King Alfred’s).  These are schools that are deemed to have excellent practice across a range of teacher training activities and training of the existing workforce. 

68. Oxfordshire currently has 9 beacon schools.  This programme is being phased out by August 2005 and partly being replaced by the leading edge partnerships for secondary schools, which will be recognised for their excellence and will be supported to extend and spread innovation and collaboration in the secondary sector.  There are currently no leading edge schools in Oxfordshire, but schools will be supported in pursuing this.  

Accessibility of different types of provision, including the balance between mainstream and special schools

69. The County Council has always been the main provider of early years education for five to seven year olds.  It is now also the main provider of early years education for four-year-olds and an important provider for children aged 3 and younger.  The Council works as a partner with other providers of early years education, locally and at County level.  

70. In 2002 the County Council adopted a five-point strategy for implementing the Foundation Stage of Learning in Oxfordshire.  This sets out to improve young children’s early learning experience by: 

· Establishing local communities of early years providers

· Encouraging partnership schemes between individual schools and their local early years providers

· Extending Foundation Stage provision within LEA primary and nursery schools

· Developing the role of nursery schools and family centres as multi-service children’s centres

· Extending childcare provision on primary and nursery school sites.

71. The Executive has approved a proposal for a single term of entry at 4+ for all maintained primary schools from September 2004.  For children below statutory school age, the entitlement will be for half-time early learning, i.e. at least five two-and-a-half hour sessions a week.  All Community and Voluntary Controlled schools will be expected to implement the policy from September 2004.  The proposals have implications for capacity requirements and school organisation which have been explored during the consultation period.  In recognising the importance of this the LEA has approved additional capital funding to assist schools in implementing this policy. 

72. All pupils and students are entitled to an education, which is suited, and adapted where necessary, to their particular needs.  This will be in a (local) mainstream school chosen by their parents and integrated with their peers unless parents express a preference for a special school or placement in mainstream would be incompatible with the efficient education of other children.  Pupils and students with special educational needs are entitled to the same educational opportunities as their peers and the Code of Practice explicitly requires the LEA to listen to the views of the child.

73. Currently 1.0% of Oxfordshire pupils are educated in special schools. This is in line with the average for similar authorities although efforts will continue to facilitate inclusion. See Annex C for details of provision and agreed places
The LEA’s policy on inclusion in mainstream schools of pupils with special educational needs

74. Oxfordshire’s policy on inclusion is set out within the LEA’s policy for children with special educational needs.  The policy highlights principles for inclusion:

· commitment to improving successful inclusion, with the necessary support to meet needs;

· acknowledges that additional resources will be needed to meet children’s needs in mainstream schools;

· envisages a continuing role for specialist provision, including special schools, operating flexibly as an integral part of an inclusive education system.

Oxfordshire is committed to implementing the Special Education Needs and Disability Act (2002) and an accessibility strategy has been developed. 

The appropriate size of a primary or secondary school within the context of provision made in the LEA area

75. There is diversity of school size across the county reflecting local circumstances and history.  This diversity is certain to continue although, where feasible, primary schools’ planned intake may be changed, by agreement with the schools concerned, to multiples of 15, e.g. 30, 45, 60 to ease the implementation of infant class size regulations.  The definition of standard numbers and admission numbers changed when the new net capacity calculations began to be used from June 2003.  Planned admission limits will generally reflect current admission numbers where this generates a capacity between the minimum and maximum number of work places available.  Oxfordshire County Council’s Primary School Brief outlines appropriate accommodation for schools between 7-14 classrooms and the Secondary School Brief produces schedules of accommodation for 11-16 schools of four forms of entry upwards and 11-18 schools of six forms of entry and upwards.  These reflect the Authority’s view of the appropriate size of the primary and secondary schools serving new developments.

76. The LEA has considered the position of small primary schools, defined as those with fewer  than 60 full time equivalent pupils (see Education Committee 16/12/97 ED14 and 30/3/99). “Schools of different sizes can all contribute to raising the standards of pupil performance.  Whilst larger schools can have advantages in the areas of recruitment, specialist teaching and peer group size there are significant advantages which stem from smaller, more localised provision.  There are, however, increasing problems associated with sudden school budget fluctuations and in the recruitment and retention of senior staff…” The current policy is to review the viability of each school with 60 or fewer pupils (January PLASC return) whenever the position of Headteacher becomes vacant, including the possibility of joint arrangements.  The outcome of the review is to be reported to an informal Member/Officer Education and Planning Group and to the local Member.  The review will not delay the governing body’s timetable for advertising and filling the vacancy.  The presumption is against the closure of rural schools and the LEA will have regard to the considerations listed in the DfES Guidance on Local Decision Making on Statutory Proposals.  Diocesan authorities are involved as partners in decisions about the future of Schools when they are voluntary aided or controlled.
77. Whilst it is recognised by many within education that a secondary school of 4 forms of entry (say 600 11-16) is the minimum viable size (to give a good range of course options, breadth of staff expertise etc), in reality it is sometimes appropriate to support smaller schools in rural areas. 
The appropriate size of class or teaching group (having regard to the duty to secure infant class sizes of no more than 30)

78.     The deployment of pupils into classes is a responsibility of the Headteacher in consultation  with the governing body.  We will maintain Oxfordshire’s tradition of working with schools and their governing bodies to enable them flexibly to help provide their own solution to meeting the Government class size commitment and to arranging classes in other age groups to best effect.

79.      The LEA would wish to extend the benefit of smaller class sizes to Key Stage 2 and will work to promote favourable pupil to adult ratios as resources permit.

Admissions Policies

80. The LEA will consult annually on its admissions policy and take into account the policies of other admission authorities e.g. VA (Voluntary Aided) Schools and neighbouring LEAs.  Admission numbers and arrangements will be discussed at the admissions forum.  The aim will be to satisfy parental preference as far as is consistent with efficient use of resources, compliance with infant class size legislation and environmental concerns.  It is more likely that schools in rural areas will take all children in the catchment to avoid unacceptable travel.  This principle will also be applied as far as possible for children moving into the catchment area.

81. There are certain areas where arrangements have been made with neighbouring authorities to include villages outside the county in a school’s catchment area.  Examples are Lord Williams’s School catchment includes Long Crendon and Wheatley Park School catchment includes Ickford and Oakley.  In other areas there is a long history of families using parental preference to gain places at Oxfordshire schools.

The degree of accessibility to school that pupils of each age group might expect

82. In exceptional circumstances and where parents are in agreement, the LEA will be prepared to consider funding transport for pupils to attend an out of catchment area school when their presence in their catchment school would cause a Key Stage 1 class to exceed 30.  However, in line with Government transport policy, the LEA will seek to ensure that wherever possible parents are able to exercise a preference for sending their child to their nearest school, thereby minimising vehicle usage.

83. The LEA provides transport free of charge for children under 8 who live more than 2 miles from school and children over 8 and up to 16 who live more than 3 miles from school where they attend the catchment area school or the school nearest to home, or where the child has been directed to the school by the County Council.  For mainstream children, the journey should not take more than 45 minutes but for some children with special educational needs the journey time might be longer.  Free transport may also be provided up to a maximum distance of 6 miles (for those under 8) or 10 miles (for those over 8) on denominational grounds.

84. If spare places are available on school buses, they are made available for children not entitled to free transport (including those over 16), on payment of a concessionary fare.  In addition, where there is no suitable public transport available, extra capacity will be provided for sixth formers attending the catchment area school at the concessionary fare.  The LEA will pay a travel grant to Oxfordshire students attending Henley College, if they live in the catchment area.

Promoting race equality

85. The County Council, with the aim of promoting race equality, has adopted a Comprehensive Equality Policy as well as a Race Equality scheme.These are intended to be an integral part of the County Council service planning and performance management process, reflecting the whole council approach to this issue and are incorporated into Raising Our Performance 2. The County Council recognises that discrimination and prejudice can take many forms and through the implementation of its action plans is committed to making equality of opportunity a reality. The County Council recognises that certain groups of people are likely to be at particular risk from discrimination and it acknowledges that this discrimination may be on many grounds including age, gender, ethnicity, disability, sexual orientation, trans-gender status or gender reassignment, religious belief and responsibility for dependants. It has established key performance indicators and set targets related to those indicators. Advice, guidance and support on a range of connected issues are provided to schools and governing bodies.

Post 16 Provision

86. The County Council is committed to playing a full and active part in the establishment of      the Oxfordshire Lifelong Learning Partnership.  Within this framework and with the Learning and Skills Council the County Council will keep under review the overall pattern  of post-16 provision for Oxfordshire students.

The importance of school provision in relation to the needs of the wider community and promoting greater community provision 

87. For several years Oxfordshire County Council has been pursuing a policy of encouraging   wider community use of school facilities [See Life Long Learning Plan].  It is aware of the particular importance of such facilities in small villages, which exist in large numbers in Oxfordshire.  This policy of encouragement will continue to be strengthened, and particular attention will be paid to ensuring that wider community use is linked to policies for improving social inclusion in areas of deprivation.  A particular emphasis of County Council policy in this area is making use of schools to help assist parents’ involvement in their children's education through such approaches as family literacy and numeracy, parenting skills, training for parents working as volunteers in the classroom, and family learning – for example parents and children learning music or foreign languages together.  The County Council also works in partnership with the LSC on the promotion of community cohesion which is one of the key aims of the LSC.  The need of lifelong learners will be considered when changes are being planned to an existing school’s site, or when a new school or education facility is being planned.  There is a specific initiative by the DfES to create Extended Schools.  An Extended School is one which provides a range of services and activities often beyond the school day to help with the needs of its pupils, their families and the wider community.  There is extensive guidance on the setting up of an Extended School.  The LEA aims to have a school classified as an Extended School in 2005.
Raising standards and improving outcomes for pupils
88. Oxfordshire LEA’s aim is that every school should be a good school and we will guide and support schools to that end.  The LEA will not seek to expand pupil numbers in a school while it is in one of the following three categories:

· Schools in special measures;

· Schools with serious weaknesses;

· Schools identified by the LEA’s internal monitoring procedures as suggesting there are grounds for concern.  Through the Education Development Plan the County Council sets out targets to ensure continued improvement in the achievement of its pupils and students.  There are 8 overall priorities, each having individual action plans.  The SOP draws on these priorities and reflects the changes that have been incorporated into the revised and updated EDP, which includes the supports that would be given to a school identified either by OFSTED or the LEA as giving course for concern.  
New Residential Development – Accommodating Its Needs

89. New housing development leads to a demand for school places. Where this extra demand for school (including nursery) places cannot satisfactorily be met by existing provision, developers will be expected to ensure that the necessary additional accommodation and site requirements arising from the new residential development are made at no extra public cost. Requirements for funding to meet the costs of such facilities will accord with government policy and advice such as Circular 1/97. For further information please contact the Council’s Developer Funding Team – developer.funding@oxfordshire.gov.uk

Reviewing the provision of school places

90. The LEA has a policy to review primary provision and catchment areas on a regular           basis in consultation with heads and governors through partnership review and with diocesan authorities. 

91. Partnerships will be timetabled for early review if there is a need to raise performance    levels to meet the priorities of the Education Development Plan or if they are experiencing significant demographic change or where compliance with class size legislation is proving problematic.

92. In addition, review of particular schools may be brought forward if/when:

· A Headteacher vacancy occurs in a school with fewer than 60 pupils

· Pupil numbers fall consistently.

· A school is identified in OFSTED Report as requiring special measures or having serious weaknesses

· Serious concerns are identified by LEA monitoring

· There is a high level of consistent pressure on school places as a result of parental preference

Such reviews will need to take account of provision in other schools within the partnership.

93. Carrying more than 10% surplus places is not consistent with the effective and efficient use of resources.  In its strategic response to the issue of unfilled places above the 10% cushion the Authority will pay special regard to:

i) the closure or amalgamation of schools including Infant and Junior schools;

ii) the consolidation of split site schools onto one site;

iii) the removal of temporary accommodation;

iv) the use of unfilled places for alternative school use e.g. playgroups, nursery classes, SEN units, Community including Neighbourhood Nurseries and Schools plus, Adult Education, voluntary organisations; and other compatible uses in line with the Government’s Extended Schools Initiative
v) the proportional balance of denominational provision in discussion with Diocesan Boards.

94. The LEA would seek to review patterns of provision in the case of a secondary school losing parental support where there are questions about educational standards.  The government are introducing a new initiative, Building Schools for the Future, which states their intention to renew all secondary schools in the country over a 10-15 year period from 2005.  The expectation is that, as part of this process, local authorities will review the patterns of provision of secondary schools in terms of how reorganisation can raise standards of attainment within the secondary sector and how schools through wider use of facilities can contribute to neighbourhood renewal. This may well include radical proposals for re-structuring secondary provision around the County, as the initiative is considered further. Implementing the appropriate strategies and vision for Oxfordshire, alongside the outcomes of the LSC review, will be central to developing the right balance of secondary provision in Oxfordshire. To assist this process A Secondary School Brief has been produced and site development plans will be produced for secondary schools.
School Organisation Plan

Part C

Conclusions, drawn from the demographic information and 

policy principles, about the need to add or to remove places 

in a particular district or part of the Local Education Authority

95. Part A of the School Organisation Plan provides the context within which proposals will come forward in future years for consideration by the School Organisation Committee.  

EXPANSION BY AREA 

OXFORD CITY

96. The last remaining work associated with the Oxford Schools Reorganisation, is nearing completion with the remodelling of the old Wesley Green Middle School to accommodate Orchard Meadow as a 420 place school.  Work at St Gregory the Great is due for completion in September 2006 for a 1250 place school. The review itself has created opportunities for development in other areas with the proposed relocation of Mabel Prichard Special School to the old Orchard Meadow School buildings.  Bartlemas Nursery School will relocate form its current HORSA buildings to the SS Mary & John School site.  Additional funding has been made available to replace a 2 classroom timber frame building at St Francis CE Primary School with permanent buildings.
CHERWELL

Bicester

97. Following further pupil growth at the Bure Park Estate in Bicester, at primary level, a further two classrooms are being provided to bring Bure Park School up to a fourteen-class primary school. Numbers are falling at some of the older estates in the town and temporary classrooms are being removed at Glory Farm Primary School and a replacement of timber–framed buildings at Brookside School will reduce the overall capacity.  

98. The Structure Plan 2011 and draft Cherwell Local Plan provide for a new settlement on land at RAF Upper Heyford comprising about 1,000 dwellings (700 new houses and 300 houses which were part of the housing stock on the former airbase).  A new 9/10 class voluntary aided primary school and nursery class will be built to accommodate children from families moving to this development.  It is likely to be some time before this development begins.  While Marlborough is the current catchment area school, it is anticipated that secondary-age pupils will transfer to additional provision in Bicester over the next few years.  The draft Cherwell Local Plan also provides for an urban extension to Bicester including 1585 dwellings, a primary school funded by the developer and a site for a secondary school on greenfield land to the south-west of the town. 

Banbury

99. Orchard Fields Community School opened in September 2002 replacing Neithrop Junior and Infant Schools. An option appraisal has been carried out and funding secured from the government to provide a new building with a capacity of 420 plus a neighbourhood nursery facility as part of the Fresh Start initiative. 

100. Further growth will be required at Banbury School, particularly for sixth form provision.  Following recent re-modelling of science accommodation there are further plans to provide additional sixth-form facilities.  It is likely that Banbury School will be required to grow to 1900 with 400 pupils in the sixth form. Warriner School has been expanded to admit 220 pupils per year while Banbury School is taking 300 pupils.  For both schools there will be a need for programmes of capital investment.  In the case of The Warriner this is linked with the removal and replacement of temporary buildings and upgrading of sub-standard specialist accommodation.  The site at Blessed George Napier is overcrowded with further growth in numbers expected. Funding through the New Opportunities Fund has been made available to provide the school with a new Sports Hall. There are concerns over the financial and educational viability of Drayton School. There are issues generally about the state of the building stock at Banbury School as highlighted in the Ofsted Report in Spring 2003 and a local recognition that more 14-19 opportunities should be made available to the students. The Education Authority is considering a number of options to resolve these issues, including reorganisation of provision.  Options include developing post-16 provision at Drayton School in partnership with the local FE College and closing the school and re-opening as an Academy.  There will be widespread consultation before a preferred option is pursued.

101. Frank Wise Special School continues to be under pressure and the LEA will endeavour to fund some work to cater for this expansion despite specific bids to the DfES not being successful. The Executive has agreed to include Frank Wise School as part of the review of secondary provision.
102. The draft Cherwell local plan 2011 provides for 1335 dwellings to be built on various previously developed or “brownfield” sites within Banbury. Proposals have been put forward to provide a new primary school on the former cattle market site in Banbury, should generation rates allow, to accommodate primary children from these new urban housing sites. The draft local plan also provides for a further 950 new houses and a new primary school funded by the developer in an urban extension to Banbury on greenfield land south east of Bankside. Housing expansion may also necessitate changes in the catchment areas of the primary and secondary schools in the town, following discussions with schools (including their governing bodies).

Kidlington 

103. Following work with Gosford Hill School in relation to the new Net Capacity, feasibility work is being carried out to extend and improve accommodation at the school.  At the same time a better balance of secondary and primary school provision is being ensured by the removal of temporary buildings at West Kidlington and Edward Feild primary schools.

WEST OXFORDSHIRE
Eynsham

104. A scheme is underway at Bartholomew School to develop sports facilities at the school through the NOF (New Opportunities Fund) funding.

Woodstock

105. The Structure Plan and draft Cherwell Local Plan 2011 provide for a new settlement on land at RAF Upper Heyford as described in paragraph 87 will require a new primary school.  Tackley Primary School is the receiving school for pupils of primary school age until the new school is opened.  Marlborough is the current catchment area secondary school but it is anticipated that secondary age pupils will transfer to additional provision in Bicester over the next few years.  5 classrooms to accommodate additional growth at Marlborough School have been completed.  New building for the Ormerod Special School on the Marlborough site has been completed.  The same project also provided replacement sixth-form accommodation and new classrooms for the Marlborough School.  Numbers are expected to continue rising in the area and eventually peak.  Further funding for growth will be made available, including the provision of a school hall for Marlborough School.
106. The draft West Oxfordshire Local Plan 2011 proposes the development of 180 dwellings to the south east of Woodstock.
Witney

107. A new development of 1000 houses in NE Witney created the need for the new Madley Brook Primary School and nursery class. The development also led to the demand for additional provision at Wood Green Secondary School.  Schemes are under way at the school to provide additional sixth-form provision and replacement dining and changing facilities.  The scheme will also provide additional staff and art room facilities.  Not only does this provide for additional accommodation for the school but also facilitates the permanent relocation of Springfield senior pupils to Wood Green School with funding from an additional grant from the DfES.  This allows Springfield Special School to vacate its site in Moorland Close.  A new teaching block to provide an additional 90 places at the school and also replace the old HORSA buildings on the school site is now complete.  A scheme to provide additional permanent facilities at Queen’s Dyke School is complete and some temporary classrooms will be removed from the site. 

108. Feasibility work continues on the impact of further housing growth on primary and secondary school provision in Witney.  It is the current view of the LEA that further growth at a secondary level could be accommodated within Henry Box and Wood Green Schools.  The revised deposit draft West Oxfordshire Local Plan 2011 proposes to meet the growth in the Structure Plan through the development of between 612 and 902 dwellings on previously developed land within the urban area of Witney and possibly up to 800 dwellings on greenfield land in North Curbridge Development Area together with a new primary school.  It will be difficult to provide a new school given the scattered brown fields developments within Witney and feasibility studies have been undertaken to provide additional classrooms within the town schools at Tower Hill, West Witney or Queen’s Dyke. Primary school numbers continue to be monitored closely.
  Carterton

109. The new St. John the Evangelist Aided Primary School opened early in 2003, serving the new housing development in the northeast Carterton development area.  The draft West Oxfordshire Local Plan has re-assessed what can be built on the site and now proposes 1,380 dwellings at Carterton (an increase of 430 dwellings).  Recent housing growth in the Carterton catchment area has required Carterton Community College to increase its intake from 146 to 160.  New specialist and general classrooms are being provided at Carterton Community College and further expansion will be required over the next 3-4 years. 

Chipping Norton and Burford

110. There is also further growth in West Oxfordshire at Chipping Norton and further developments are expected at primary and secondary level. The high proportion of temporary classrooms and anticipated further growth at Burford will lead to the development of new classroom blocks.  Initially an eight-classroom block is being developed which replaces 6 temporary classrooms.


VALE OF WHITE HORSE

Abingdon

111. There will be further pressures on primary schools within Abingdon and an assessment of where this growth can be accommodated is underway.  Following the consolidations of Kingfisher Special School onto the Radley Road site and the Caldecott Primary School, on the Caldecott site, the Caldecott site is being further developed to accommodate the Specialist Language Base as a result of the Oxford City Reorganisation. Much of the new growth is concentrated in the catchment area for St Nicolas’ CE Primary School and additional funding is available to provide new permanent accommodation.
Faringdon

112. Vale of White Horse first draft deposit Local Plan identifies four new housing sites in Faringdon which did not have planning permission at April 2002.  These could accommodate some 476 dwellings and may add to pressure at Faringdon schools.

113. Some temporary accommodation has been provided to cope with additional numbers at Faringdon Community College but significant further growth is expected, upto 1050, and a major building work is currently being briefed. Following improvements to staff and administration at Watchfield School a new permanent classroom block is being developed to replace temporary accommodation provided following a rapid rise in numbers due to changes at the local MOD bases.

Wantage

114. Further refurbishment work is planned at Stockham School through NDS Modernisation Funding and developer contributions will provide for some basic need growth.

115. Vale of White Horse Council has agreed the first deposit draft Local Plan to 2011 which proposes that 750 houses be built west of Grove on the former airfield between 2006 and 2011, with a further 1750 dwellings after 2011, giving 2500 dwellings in total.  In order to safeguard the educational provision, the Plan proposes that land will need to be made available for two primary schools and a secondary school.

116. King Alfred’s Community and Sports College faces difficulties running the College on three main sites, (four including the sixth form centre.)  These difficulties have been mentioned by recent Ofsted reports.  The LEA has carried out a detailed assessment of the options and undertook extensive consultation during 2003. The Executive noted the outcome of an independent opinion poll supporting 2 free-standing secondary schools in Wantage and Grove and agreed to keep the matter under review. The initiation of any programme will be determined by the timing of further developments outlined in the above paragraph and the Building Schools for the Future initiative.

                    SOUTH OXFORDSHIRE

           Didcot

117. The final phase of the Ladygrove estate in north Didcot will create the need for an additional 7 classrooms.  A site has been agreed in principle for a new seven-class primary school to meet this additional demand whenever the site is brought forward for development. The school will be largely developer funded.
118. The Oxfordshire Structure Plan 2011 states that provision will be made for 5,500 new dwellings between 1996-2011.  Many have already been planned or built but there remain some 3,500 dwellings to be planned for.  The Structure Plan indicates that most of these dwellings should be located on the west side of the town.  South Oxfordshire and Vale of White Horse District Councils propose in their draft local plans to 2011 that 3,200 houses be built to the west of Didcot. This would comprise 2,700 houses within South Oxfordshire and 500 houses within the Vale. The need for additional primary school accommodation will necessitate the building of up to three new schools two with seven classes each, one with fourteen.  Further work has recently led to the opening of a further 6 new classrooms at St Birinus School. At Didcot Girls’ School there is a shortfall of sports hall provision and a bid is in place through the New Opportunities Fund to provide new sports facilities at the school. An increase of 3,500 additional dwellings justifies the provision of a new secondary school.  The current strategy is to provide three secondary schools for approximately 1,450 pupils each and consultations are underway as to the nature and timing of the third school. In order to achieve this site development plans are being re-visited and a scheme to replace the Greenmere primary school with new facilities on its site adjacent to St Birinus is well advanced. The aim is to improve the Greenmere facilities and to open up the site to enable St Birinus to be redeveloped. A scheme to replace many of the temporary buildings at Didcot Girls is being developed. The draft plans propose that land will need to be made available for 3 new primary schools and a secondary school. Developer funding will be sought for the 4 new schools and for improvements to the existing secondary schools as appropriate.
South East Oxfordshire

119. New classrooms at Langtree, Chiltern Edge and Icknield schools have been provided for basic need in recent years and no further work is required. A scheme will be starting this year to provide a new replacement school at Nettlebed and work continues to consolidate Benson Infants and Church of England Junior Schools onto one site, removing surplus places.  

120. Some additional works are planned at Wallingford School to better meet their accommodation requirements.  There is some pressure in the primary sector and developer contributions will fund a new classroom at St. John’s Primary School in Wallingford.  

NON-AREA ISSUES

Early Years Education

121. In the light of the government’s commitment to early learning goals, the LEA’s Early Years strategy (2000-2003) is to work towards creating good quality early years classes for children aged 3 – 5 in all LEA primary schools in Oxfordshire.  The LEA seeks to achieve this by:

· continuing to ensure that all new primary schools and all major extensions to existing primary schools are built with accommodation indoors and out, which is specially designed for children aged 3-5 in the Foundation Stage
 of learning and which includes consideration of childcare, family support and lifelong learning needs;

· continuing to create new nursery classes for children aged 3 and 4 (called Foundation Stage units from September 2004) in existing primary schools, which are purpose-designed for the Foundation Stage of learning and which can meet other family and community needs as outlined above.  

· working towards integrating new and existing nursery classes organisationally  into a single Foundation Stage of early learning covering children aged 3 – 5, including those in the reception year;

· providing an entitlement for all children to a half-time education from the September following their fourth birthday and thus to encourage all schools to admit children on the Early Years model;

· working towards integrating all provision organisationally into a single Foundation Stage of early learning as outlined above.

· as well as developing early years provision within schools, working across the County towards creating a pattern of high quality early years centres for children from birth and for their families, which integrate early learning and a wide range of childcare, family support and other community services, and which can act as beacons of good practice for a wider area.  Where possible, use existing free standing nursery schools and family centres and other appropriate forms of provision to create this pattern of integrated early years centres.


· using the annual sums voted by Council for new early years building works to achieve the above strategy and review both the strategy itself and the specific priorities for the early years capital programme each year.

· working in partnership with local communities and with other agencies and providers to achieve this strategy within the overall framework provided by the County’s Early Years Development and Childcare Partnership.

Temporary classrooms

122. The LEA has confirmed its policy for removing temporary accommodation from schools where significant surplus places are forecast.  The County receives insufficient funding (via the Annual Capital Guidelines) to replace temporary accommodation with permanent classrooms and indeed is required to provide temporary accommodation where funding does not exist to provide for basic need growth.  As part of the Government’s funding under New Deal for Schools and more recently through Modernisation funding, some of the County’s poorest buildings have been or are in the process of being replaced and upgraded.  Through the Asset Management Plan process the Authority will prioritise the permanent replacement of those temporary classrooms beyond economic repair where there is a permanent, long-term demand through the modernisation fund.  Developer funding will also be sought where a permanent need is being established by housing growth and where, therefore, temporary classrooms should be replaced with permanent build. Over 125 schools have temporary classrooms and this will give some scope for managing falling rolls.
Surplus places

123. The Authority’s targets for reducing surplus places under Best Value are:

· The percentage of primary schools with more than 25% of places unfilled 7%. The actual figure based on Summer term 2003 and new net capacities is 18% (43 schools).
· The percentage of secondary schools with more than 25% of places unfilled 5.9% and the actual 5.8% (2 schools)
A major impact on the primary figures has been the formula for the new net capacity calculations. There are a number of City primary schools, for example, that still only had 6 year groups. However, the impact of the forecast for falling rolls as illustrated in Section A requires action.
The County currently has an inter-directorate group that reviews the number of surplus places and proposes actions to reduce the overall number.

Further reviews

124. The LEA will undertake a review of primary schools in partnerships focusing particularly on the need to meet the priorities of the Education Development Plan and reduce surplus places.  The reviews will be partnership based and involve headteachers, chairs of governing bodies, local Members, the diocesan authorities, advisers and officers.  Parent groups and relevant community groups will be consulted.  Transfers of primary schools between partnerships may take place where it can be achieved by consensus.

Bardwell School, Bicester
Caters for:

The school shares a site with a comprehensive school, The Cooper School and Glory Farm Primary and Nursery School.  Education may take place at the special school, within mainstream groups or through a combination of activities involving both settings.  The school has an assessment nursery.  Provision is enhanced through links with local nursery schools and classes.  

Kingfisher School, Abingdon

Caters for:
Pupils with severe learning difficulties.

Planned places:
76 places for boys and girls aged two to sixteen.

Abingdon, Didcot, Wallingford and villages around them as well as Cumnor.

Organisation:
The school occupies recently extended and improved buildings in Abingdon and has some integrated provision at St Swithun’s CE Primary School, Kennington. 

Bishopswood School c/o Sonning Common School, Sonning Common

Caters for:
Pupils with severe learning difficulties.

Catchment area:
Includes much of South Oxfordshire from Wallingford to Goring, Sonning Common, Henley-on-Thames and Watlington.

Planned places:
41 places for boys and girls aged two to sixteen.

Organisation:
Bishopswood pupils are sited within the mainstream schools:

· Valley Road Nursery, Henley, for pupils aged two to five

· Sonning Common School, Sonning Common, for pupils aged five to eleven

· Chiltern Edge School, Sonning Common for pupils aged eleven to sixteen

· At sixteen, pupils usually move on to The Henley College.



Fitzwaryn School, Wantage

Caters for:

Iffley Mead School, Oxford

Mabel Prichard School, Oxford

Oxfordshire Pupil Referral Unit and Integration Service (PRUIS)

The PRUIS was formed by the reconfiguration of the county’s six Pupil Referral Units, Connect and PERE/Rapid Response to Exclusion projects.

PRUIS is organized into four discrete interventions:



1.
Rapid Response Programme 


Provides a speedy and flexible short term intervention to pupils who have been, or are at high risk of permanent exclusion. It also acts as a point of referral for other PRUIS programmes.  Staff are involved in supporting the reintegration of pupils after a permanent exclusion.

2.
Key Stage 3 Integration Support Programme 
Works with Key Stage 3 pupils who are experiencing significant difficulties with their education.

Interventions last for about six weeks and include assessment and observation, behavioural/social/learning interventions, and supported reintegration into mainstream school.  It may include up to 20 days offsite provision.



3.
Key Stage 4 Year 10 Programme 

This offers alternative, full time provision to year 10 pupils.  Pupils work in small groups following a programme which incorporates core subjects with a range of extension activities and work related learning. 



4.
Oxfordshire Flexible Education Programme 
This programme aims to provide Year 11 pupils with an individual full time education programme with a mixture of learning opportunities offered by a wide range of providers: colleges of further education, work placements, training providers, adult education, youth service, youth trusts, community service, Youth Offending Teams, voluntary organisations. 

All pupils have a weekly tutorial to review their programme and progress and provide general and specific support and guidance.






PRUIS provision is located in bases in Banbury, Oxford City and Abingdon. In Easter 2004, following the refurbishment of the old Marston Middle School, City and South bases moved to the Harlow Centre on the old Marston Middle school Site. The Banbury base will remain and the Abingdon site will be used as an outpost.
