The comparison of the environmental implications between Wessex Way and Priory Road if the westbound traffic is diverted from Market Square under Option 5.

Wessex Way

Area examined: Wessex Way only as Chapel Street north is common to both options.

A total of 36 flats and cottages are adjacent to Wessex Way.

Off street parking is provided for all dwellings.

There is no on street parking on Wessex Way.

These dwellings were designed and purchased in the full knowledge that Wessex Way extension was proposed.  The design of the dwellings takes this into account in the following ways:

· There are no front doors opening onto Wessex Way

· Some dwellings have no windows looking onto Wessex Way

· The windows are double glazed UPVC and will therefore afford some noise protection.

As this is a sheltered housing scheme, there are no children resident.

It is likely that Chapel Street north would require a full prohibition of on street car parking, and this would lead to a loss of 7 existing available at all times spaces. 

Traffic from London Road would go straight across at the traffic signals to Wessex Way.


Priory Road

Area examined: Priory Road and the southern part of Chapel Street, excluding the northern part of Chapel Street and Priory Close.

71 houses and flats and Bicester Nursery School directly front Priory Road.

34 dwellings have no off street parking space.

There is always residents car parking along the south side of Priory Road and this could be dangerous if children run out from between parked cars.

Victorian terraced and semi detached family homes, accessed from Priory Road, with very small front gardens, living rooms and bedrooms fronting Priory Road and no noise mitigation.

If Priory Road were to be the gyratory route a total of 10 existing available at all times spaces would be lost in Priory Road.

Traffic from Launton Road would need to turn left at the traffic signals down London Road, then right into Priory Road, which could cause traffic congestion on London Road.
