Summertown Residents’ Parking Zone 

Comments and Requests in response to Public Consultation 

The following points were noted from questionnaires, letters, meetings, and telephone conversations.

Banbury Road

1.
More short-term shared use spaces required in nearby roads
The Council feels that there will be sufficient short-term spaces in all the roads.

2.
Not enough resident parking in nearby roads
The Council has increased the amount of ‘permit holders only parking’ in the majority of the nearby roads.

Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents.

3.
Businesses will be damaged by the proposals
Less congestion and dedicated parking for short-term shopping should help businesses and benefit the wider community.

Businesses will be able to park in spaces specifically set aside for business use.

4.
More disabled spaces required
There are no additional Disabled Persons’ Parking Places proposed as part of this scheme. The disabled spaces are covered under a separate order. If an applicant requires a disabled parking bay they should apply directly to the County Council.

Disabled badge holders can park in ‘permit holders only’ parking bays and time limited spaces without restriction provided they are clearly displaying their blue badge.

5.
Not enough double yellow lines at the Hamilton Road junction
The plans have been amended (see map).

6.
Business and resident permits should be different formats
Permits are clearly labelled for ‘BUSINESS’ and have a red border. 

This clearly distinguishes them from resident permits.

7.
There are not enough business permits available
The Council must balance the needs of the residents, the local community and businesses. 

The number of permits should be sufficient for the businesses. It will also encourage environmentally sustainable travel patterns for employees.

8.
2 hour parking must be kept free in Victoria and nearby roads for patients visiting the Summertown Clinic
Residents will not be exempt from the time limit in the short-term parking bay at the west end of Victoria Road to ensure that it is available for patients visiting the Summertown Clinic.

9.
2 hour parking is insufficient for visitors to Ritchie Court
Short-term parking near to Ritchie Court has been increased to 4 hours (see map).

Beech Croft Road

1. 3 permits per household is too much


The council has reduced the permit entitlement to 2 per household.

This entitlement will stay the same whether a household owns off-street spaces or not.

2. Too many business permits/guesthouse permits will mean less space for residents


Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents across the whole zone.

Some streets with fewer available spaces will have areas for ‘residents only’.

The permit holder spaces in Beech Croft Road will be for ‘residents only’.

3. Permits should not be given to hotel guests


While hotels and guesthouses in the zone will not be entitled to business permits, temporary permits will be available for their guests.

4. Permit restrictions should operate at the weekends and longer during the day


We are proposing to split the zone into two areas as shown on the enclosed map.

The yellow shaded area will have 7 day restrictions starting at 8am and finishing at 10pm. 

The remaining area will have 5 day restrictions 10am - 4pm, Monday to Friday.

5. More enforcement will be needed when the residents parking scheme is implemented
Parking attendants have been doubled to take into account the extra enforcement required by scheme.

6. Not enough residents parking


While the council recognises that there could be more permit parking in Beech Croft Road, it must also balance the needs of the local community. 

Short-term parking must be made available for the Summertown Health Centre, the Surgery, Lady Nuffield House and The Baptist Church.

Some of the short-term parking will be designated as a ‘shared use parking bay’, which means that residents will be exempt from the time limit.

Residents will not be exempt from the time limit in the other short-term bay to ensure that the spaces are available when needed.

7. Bays at the ends of the roads should be permit holders only
See above.

8. Residents should be exempt the time limit in short term bays
See answer to point 6.

9. Proposed 2 hour parking on the south/west side of the road is too close to the junction with Woodstock Road.
This parking space has been removed in line with residents’ comments and in the interests of safety.

10. The number of visitor permits for residents may not be sufficient


Permits are restricted to prevent abuse of the system. 

They will be allocated to residents in batches of 25 every 6 months.

People with special needs can apply for additional permits if accompanied by a letter from their Doctor. 

11. Can we have the scheme any sooner than Autumn?
Due to the length of the legal process that we have to undertake, the earliest we can implement the scheme is October/November 2003.

Additional Changes to Proposals

Residents will be exempt from the time limit in the short-term parking bay at the east end of Beech Croft Road.

Residents will not be exempt from the short-term parking bay at the west end of Beech Croft road near the Woodstock Road Church.

Bishop Kirk Place

1. More enforcement will be needed when the residents parking scheme is implemented
Parking attendants have been doubled to take into account the extra enforcement required by scheme.

2. Single yellow line would benefit residents


A single yellow line is proposed in line with residents’ comments. 

There will be no waiting from 8am - 4pm Monday to Saturday.

3. Not enough resident parking


The single yellow line will provide more off-peak parking for residents and their visitors.

4. Not enough short-term parking


The Council feels that there is adequate short-term parking for the immediate area.

5. Parking needs to be provided for parents dropping off children for Lynams school


Parents dropping off children at the local school will be able to park in the ‘permit holders only parking’ before 10am. They will also be able to park in the short-term parking bay for up to 3 hours.

Capel Close

1.
Too many business permits will mean less space for residents
The area outside residents houses will be made ‘resident permit holders only’

Businesses will only be able to park in areas designated for ‘permit holders only’. Residents will also be able to park in these areas.

2.
Disabled spaces are required
There are no additional Disabled Persons’ Parking Places proposed as part of this scheme. The disabled spaces are covered under a separate order. If an applicant requires a disabled parking bay they should apply directly to the County Council.

Disabled badge holders can park in ‘permit holders only’ parking bays and time limited spaces without restriction provided they are clearly displaying their blue badge.

3.
Not enough resident parking
Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents.

The Council feels that there will be sufficient on-street parking for all the residents of Capel Close.

Ferry Pool Road

1. Road is too narrow for parking bays


The road is 5.7 metres wide. With a 1.8 metre parking bay that leaves 3.9 metres for access. The minimum width required by the emergency services and other large vehicles is 3 metres.

Therefore the road is sufficiently wide enough to allow one sided parking.

2. Would prefer the parking on the east side of the road


The plans have been amended to show proposed ‘permit holders only’ parking on the east side of the road.

There is an additional area of ‘permit holders only’ parking proposed at the northern end of Ferry Pool Road.

These areas are shown on the enclosed map.

3. Parking would affect privacy in Dorchester Court


The proposed ‘permit holders only’ parking has been moved to the other side of the road.

The parking will have less impact on the privacy of Dorchester Court.

Grove Street

1. Not enough resident parking


The central area of the road will be made ‘resident permit holders only’.

2. If the parking is on the other side of the road, it allows access to Dentons Holdings and causes less disruption to residents
Parking will be moved to the south side of the street.

3. Access to off-street parking needs to be protected
Off-street parking will be protected by double yellow lines. No waiting is permitted at any time.

4. More visitor permits are needed


Permits are restricted to prevent abuse of the system. 

They will be allocated to residents in batches of 25 every 6 months.

People with special needs can apply for additional permits if accompanied by a letter from their Doctor.

5. Permit restrictions should operate at the weekends and for longer during the day


We are proposing to split the zone into two areas as shown on the enclosed map.

The yellow shaded area will have 7 day restrictions starting at 8am and finishing at 10pm. 

The remaining area will have 5 day restrictions 10am - 4pm, Monday to Friday. 

6. The road should be for residents only


The central area of the road will be made ‘resident permit holders only’.

7. Can we have the scheme any sooner than Autumn?


Due to the length of the legal process that we have to undertake, the earliest we can implement the scheme is October/November 2003.

8. 3 permits per household is too much


The council has reduced the permit entitlement to 2 per household.

This entitlement will stay the same whether a household owns off-street spaces or not.

Hamilton Road

1. Access to off-street parking needs to be protected


Access to off-street parking will be protected by white access protection lines. This clearly indicates where the driveways start and finish.

It will also allow residents to park across their own drives if they wish to.

2. More enforcement will be needed when the residents parking scheme is implemented
Parking attendants have been doubled to take into account the extra enforcement required by scheme.

3. Residents may require more visitor permits


Permits are restricted to prevent abuse of the system. 

They will be allocated to residents in batches of 25 every 6 months.

People with special needs can apply for additional permits if accompanied by a letter from their Doctor.

4. Not enough resident parking


Additional ‘permit holders only’ parking has been provided at the west end of Hamilton Road.

Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents across the whole zone

5. Do not want businesses to use our spaces


The limited number of business permits will mean that the burden will be spread over the whole of the zone.

6. 2 hour parking too close to junction of Banbury Road
The proposals have been amended (see map).

7. Business permits should be overprinted with a ‘B’


Permits are clearly labelled for ‘BUSINESS’ and have a red border. 

This clearly distinguishes them from resident permits.

Hawkswell Gardens

1.
Would prefer the turning space to be resident parking
The Council feels that there will be sufficient parking for all the residents of Hawkswell Gardens.

2.
Don’t want businesses to use our parking bays
Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents.

The limited number of business permits will mean that the burden will be spread over the whole of the zone.

Hernes Crescent/Road

1.
There should be no parking on the bend of the crescent
Double yellow lines are proposed at the mouth of the crescent.

The parking at the Banbury Road end of the crescent has also been reduced in the interests of safety.

See map for details.

2.
Not enough residents parking
Additional ‘Permit holders only’ parking is proposed outside The Firs.

Residents will be exempt from the time limit in all short-term parking bays in the crescent.

3.
Permit parking round the corner of Hernes Road into Harpes Road and Islip Road is dangerous
The plans have been amended (see map).

4.
2 hour parking is too close to the Banbury Road and could be dangerous
The plans have been amended (see map).

Additional Changes to Proposals

The Council is proposing several areas of 4 hour parking for visitors to Green Gates Nursing Home, Ritchie Court, Hernes House, The Firs, and other large residential establishments. Resident permit holders will be exempt from the time limit in all these parking bays.

Hobson Road

1.
Not enough resident parking
The central area of the road will be made ‘resident permit holders only’.

2.
Turning circle outside Hobson Court/Cavendish Court will be affected by the proposed short term parking
The short term parking will be removed.

3.
Concerned that the scheme will damage local businesses
Less congestion and dedicated parking for short-term shopping should help businesses and benefit the wider community.

Businesses will be able to park in spaces specifically set aside for business use.

4.
Permit restrictions should operate for longer during the day
We are proposing to split the zone into two areas as shown on the enclosed map.

The yellow shaded area will have 7 day restrictions starting at 8am and finishing at 10pm. 

The remaining area will have 5 day restrictions 10am - 4pm, Monday to Friday. 

Kings Cross Road

1. More enforcement will be needed when the residents parking scheme is implemented
Parking attendants have been doubled to take into account the extra enforcement required by scheme.

2. Permit restrictions should operate for longer during the day
The proposed permit restriction times will prevent commuter parking in Kings Cross Road, and provide greater flexibility for the residents.

3. Permit restrictions should be reduced in time
Shorter permit restrictions could be open to abuse by other non-residential users. In this area the restrictions will remain the same to protect resident parking.

4. Areas of shared use parking should be returned to permit parking opposite residents houses
The areas of shared use parking opposite residents houses in Kings Cross Road have been made ‘permit holders only’ parking.

5. There should be more permit holder parking
See above.

Lonsdale Road

1. Access to off-street parking needs to be protected


Access to off-street parking will be protected by white access protection lines. This clearly indicates where the driveways start and finish.

It will also allow residents to park across their own drives if they wish to.

2. Not enough resident parking


The short-term parking at the west end of Lonsdale Road will be made ‘permit holders only’.

‘Permit holders only’ spaces will be provided outside The Vicarage.

Additional ‘permit holders only spaces’ will be provided outside no’s 58 and 68 inclusive and outside number 76.

3. More enforcement will be needed when the residents parking scheme is implemented
Parking attendants have been doubled to take into account the extra enforcement required by scheme.

4. Permit restrictions should operate at the weekend and for longer during the day


We are proposing to split the zone into two areas as shown on the enclosed map.

The yellow shaded area will have 7 day restrictions starting at 8am and finishing at 10pm. 

The remaining area will have 5 day restrictions 10am - 4pm, Monday to Friday. 

5. Do not want businesses to use our spaces
Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents across the whole zone.

6. Reduce proposed double yellows near junction of Kings Cross Road to current lengths
The proposals have been changed (See map).

Lucerne Road

1.
Access to off-street parking needs to be protected
Access to off-street parking will be protected by white access protection lines. This clearly indicates where the driveways start and finish.

It will also allow residents to park across their own drives if they wish to.

Mayfield/Summerfield Road

1. Restrictions should be at the weekends and for longer during the day
We are proposing to split the zone into two areas as shown on the enclosed map.

The yellow shaded area will have 7 day restrictions starting at 8am and finishing at 10pm. 

The remaining area will have 5 day restrictions 10am - 4pm, Monday to Friday.

2. Concerned about access for emergency vehicles
There will be adequate space for emergency vehicles to enter and exit Mayfield Road and Summerfield Road.

3. More enforcement will be needed when the residents parking scheme is implemented
Parking attendants have been doubled to take into account the extra enforcement required by scheme.

4. Access to Parmoor Court must be protected
Access to Parmour Court will be protected by double yellow lines. 

5. Access to Summer Fields School must be protected
Access to Summer Fields School will be protected by double yellow lines.

Middle Way

1. Not enough resident parking


While the council recognises that there could be more permit parking in Middle Way, it must also balance the needs of the local community. 

Short-term parking must be made available for the Grove House Club, North Oxford Conservative Club and the Church. Permit holders will be exempt from the time limit in all these spaces.

Short-term parking must also be made available for parents collecting children from Lynams school. Residents will not be exempt from the time limit in this parking bay.

Middle Way will have some areas for ‘resident permit holders only’. These are shown on the enclosed map.

Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents across the whole zone.

2. Permit restrictions should operate for longer during the day and at weekends


We are proposing to split the zone into two areas as shown on the enclosed map.

The yellow shaded area will have 7 day restrictions starting at 8am and finishing at 10pm. 

The remaining area will have 5 day restrictions 10am - 4pm, Monday to Friday. 

3. Taking off-street spaces from entitlement is unfair
The council has reduced the permit entitlement to 2 per household.

This entitlement will stay the same whether a household owns off-street spaces or not.

Oakthorpe Road

1. Not enough resident parking


The short-term parking bay at the west end of Oakthorpe Road will be made ‘permit holders only’

The short-term parking bay in Oakthorpe Place will also be made ‘permit holders only’

2. Too many business permits mean less space for the residents


Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents across the whole zone.

Some streets with fewer available spaces will have areas for ‘residents only’.

In Oakthorpe Road the permit holder’s spaces near to residents’ houses (No’s 1-53 inclusive) will be for ‘residents only’.

3. Permit restrictions should operate for longer during the day and at the weekends


We are proposing to split the zone into two areas as shown on the enclosed map.

The yellow shaded area will have 7 day restrictions starting at 8am and finishing at 10pm. 

The remaining area will have 5 day restrictions 10am - 4pm, Monday to Friday.

4. Access to off-street parking needs to be protected
Off-street parking will be protected by double yellow lines. No waiting is permitted at any time.

5. 3 permits per household is too much


The council has reduced the permit entitlement to 2 per household.

This entitlement will stay the same whether a household owns off-street spaces or not.

6. Why cant businesses be given Diamond Car Park as part of the solution to the congested parking problems?


The Diamond Place and Ferry Pool Car Parks are run by the City Council therefore they are outside the County Council's control. 

These car parks are already near capacity and their use has further increased due to the impact of Marks and Spencer. 

7. There is no need for Short-Term parking in residential roads


The short-term parking in Oakthorpe Road and Oakthorpe Place has been significantly reduced in favour of the residents.

The remaining short-term parking will continue to serve the needs of the local community.

8. The 2 spaces for taxis are unnecessary.
The taxi spaces form part of a separate traffic regulation order and can not be altered or removed by this scheme.

9. Change proposed 2 hour parking on the Woodstock Road end to permit parking, or make residents exempt from the time limit.
The short-term parking bay at the Woodstock Road end of Oakthorpe Road will be made ‘permit holders only’.



10. Can we start the process sooner?


Due to the length of the legal process that we have to undertake, the earliest we can implement the scheme is October/November 2003.

Osberton Road

1.
Not enough resident parking
Osberton Road will be for ‘resident permit holders only’.

The short-term spaces will be made ‘resident permit holders only’

Spaces will be provided outside number 20 to 40 inclusive, allowing a small area of two-sided parking.

2.
Do not want businesses to park in Osberton Road at any time
See above.

3.
Parking needs to be on both sides of the road
It is essential that the Council provides access for emergency vehicles. 

Due to the narrow width of the road we can not allow two-sided parking along the entire length.

After consultation with the Fire Department we have proposed to allow two-sided parking in the middle section of the road.

This will allow access from either end should there be an emergency.

Paddox Close

1. Single yellow line requested by residents


The Council is proposing a single yellow line in Paddox Close (see map).

There will be no waiting from 8am - 4pm Monday to Saturday.

2. Not enough resident parking


The single yellow line will provide more off-peak parking for residents and their visitors.

Portland Road

1. More enforcement will be needed when the residents parking scheme is implemented
Parking attendants have been doubled to take into account the extra enforcement required by scheme.

2. Access to off-street parking needs to be protected


Access to off-street parking will be protected by white access protection lines. This clearly indicates where the driveways start and finish.

It will also allow residents to park across their own drives if they wish to.

3. Not enough resident parking


Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents across the whole zone

4. Do not want businesses to use residents spaces


The Council has limited the number of business permits to reduce the pressure on residential roads.

5. Permit restrictions should operate for longer during the day


The Council feels that the current restrictions (10am – 4pm, Monday to Friday) are adequate for preventing commuter parking in Portland Road.

6. Request additional visitor permits


Permits are restricted to prevent abuse of the system. 

They will be allocated to residents in batches of 25 every 6 months.

People with special needs can apply for additional permits if accompanied by a letter from their Doctor.

7. More double yellows at Banbury Road junction
The proposals have been amended (see map).

Ridgemont Close

1.
Not enough resident parking
The road will be made ‘residents permit holders only’

2.
The parking should be extended into the hammerhead
Parking will be extended to include the left side of the hammerhead.

Rogers Street

1. Not enough resident parking


Due to the narrow width of Rogers Street, the Council can not allow cars to park in the road during the day.

2. Permit restrictions should operate at weekends and for longer during the day


We are proposing to split the zone into two areas as shown on the enclosed map.

The yellow shaded area will have 7 day restrictions starting at 8am and finishing at 10pm. 

The remaining area will have 5 day restrictions 10am - 4pm, Monday to Friday. 

3. Not enough short-term parking for nearby shops/businesses


One hour parking will be provided outside number 29 Rogers Street to assist the funeral directors during the day. This parking will be available for residents in the evening.

10 minute parking will be provided at the east end of Rogers Street to assist the local butchers and fishmonger.

South Parade

1. 3 permits per household is too much
The council has reduced the permit entitlement to 2 per household.

This entitlement will stay the same whether a household owns off-street spaces or not.

2. Too many business permits/guesthouse permits will mean less space for residents
Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents across the whole zone.

The number of business permits has been restricted.

The parking bay at the west end of South Parade will be made ‘residents only’.

3. Permit restrictions should operate at the weekends and for longer during the day
We are proposing to split the zone into two areas as shown on the enclosed map.

The yellow shaded area will have 7 day restrictions starting at 8am and finishing at 10pm. 

The remaining area will have 5 day restrictions 10am - 4pm, Monday to Friday. 

4. Not enough short term parking
Short-term parking will be provided close to the shops, restaurants and the library. Permit holders will be exempt from the time limit in these spaces.

Short-term parking will also be provided at the east end of the road. Permit holders will not be exempt from the time limit in these spaces to ensure that the spaces are available when needed.

5. Not enough resident parking
While the council recognises that there could be more permit parking in South Parade, it must also balance the needs of the local community. 

Residents will be exempt from the time limit in the majority of the short-term bays in South Parade.

Squitchey Lane

1. There should be no short-term parking at the junction of Woodstock Road because there is no pavement on one side and the other side is a blind corner
The area originally designated as short-term parking will be changed to ‘No waiting at any time’.

2. Access to off-street parking needs to be protected


Access to off-street parking will be protected by white access protection lines. This clearly indicates where the driveways start and finish.

It will also allow residents to park across their own drives if they wish to.

3. There should be more short-term parking


There has been very little demand from residents for short-term parking in Squitchey Lane.

4. Would restriction times work better from 10am –12pm


The Council has considered reduced restriction times and has decided that 10am – 4pm would be more acceptable to most residents.

5. There should be parking for parents who taking their children to Lynams School


Parents dropping off children at the local school will be able to park in the ‘permit holders’ only parking bays’ before 10am and in the short-term bays in Middle Way and Capel Close during the afternoon. 

Stratfield Road

1. Not enough resident parking


The area of short-term parking at the northern end of the road will be made ‘permit holders only’

2. Access to off-street parking needs to be protected
Off-street parking will be protected by double yellow lines. No waiting is permitted at any time.

3. Too many business permits mean less space for the residents


Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents across the whole zone.

Some streets with fewer available spaces will have areas for ‘residents only’.

In Stratfield Road the permit holder’s spaces near to residents’ houses (No’s 1-58 inclusive) will be for ‘residents only’.

4. Permit restrictions should operate for longer during the day and at weekends
We are proposing to split the zone into two areas as shown on the enclosed map.

The yellow shaded area will have 7 day restrictions starting at 8am and finishing at 10pm. 

The remaining area will have 5 day restrictions 10am - 4pm, Monday to Friday.

5. 3 parking permits per household is too much
The council has reduced the permit entitlement to 2 per household.

This entitlement will stay the same whether a household owns off-street spaces or not.

6. More enforcement will be needed when the residents parking scheme is implemented
Parking attendants have been doubled to take into account the extra enforcement required by scheme.

Summerhill Road

1. Not enough resident parking


The areas of proposed single yellow lines will be made ‘permit holders only parking’

2. Access to off-street parking needs to be protected


Access to off-street parking will be protected by white access protection lines. This clearly indicates where the driveways start and finish.

It will also allow residents to park across their own drives if they wish to.

3. Do not want businesses to use residents spaces


Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents.

The areas in front of residents houses will be for ‘resident permit holders only’

Businesses will only be able to park in areas designated for ‘permit holders only’. Residents will also be able to park in these areas.

4. Permit restrictions should operate for longer during the day
We are proposing to split the zone into two areas as shown on the enclosed map.

The yellow shaded area will have 7 day restrictions starting at 8am and finishing at 10pm. 

The remaining area will have 5 day restrictions 10am - 4pm, Monday to Friday.

5. Businesses should have separate parking areas
See answer to point 3.

Thorncliffe Road

1. Not enough resident parking


The two areas of short-term parking at the west end of Thorncliffe Road will be made ‘permit holders only’.

The short-term parking at the east side of the road will be designated as a ‘shared use parking bay’, which means that residents will be exempt from the time limit.

2. Too many business permits will mean less on-street parking for residents


Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents across the whole zone.

Some streets with fewer available spaces will have areas for ‘residents only’.

In Thorncliffe Road the permit holder’s spaces near to residents’ houses (No’s 1-53 inclusive) will be for ‘residents only’.

3. It would be better to provide business parking away from residents parking


Business permit holders will only be able to park in the areas at the ends of the roads and in Oakthorpe Place.

4. Off-street parking needs to be protected


Off-street parking will be protected by double yellow lines. No waiting is permitted at any time.

More enforcement will be needed when the residents parking scheme is implemented
Parking attendants have been doubled to take into account the extra enforcement required by scheme.

5. Permit restrictions should operate at the weekends and longer during the day


We are proposing to split the zone into two areas as shown on the enclosed map.

The yellow shaded area will have 7 day restrictions starting at 8am and finishing at 10pm. 

The remaining area will have 5 day restrictions 10am - 4pm, Monday to Friday. 

6. 3 parking permits per household is too much


The council has reduced the permit entitlement to 2 per household.

This entitlement will stay the same whether a household owns off-street spaces or not.

7. The proposed 2-hour parking at the west end of the road should be a shared use bay with residents exempt from the time limit
The two areas of short-term parking at the west end of Thorncliffe Road will be made ‘permit holders only’.



8. Amalgamate the parking on the east of the road and move to the north side to gain one more space
The parking will be moved to the north side to gain an extra space.

9. No need for the 2 hour parking at the Woodstock road end of the road, as there are no shops etc nearby.
See answer to point 8.

Victoria Road

1. Off-street parking needs to be protected


Access to off-street parking will be protected by white access protection lines. This clearly indicates where the driveways start and finish.

It will also allow residents to park across their own drives if they wish to.

2. Not enough resident parking


Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents across the whole zone.

3. More enforcement will be needed when the residents parking scheme is implemented
Parking attendants have been doubled to take into account the extra enforcement required by scheme.

4. More visitor parking requested


Permits are restricted to prevent abuse of the system. 

They will be allocated to residents in batches of 25 every 6 months.

People with special needs can apply for additional permits if accompanied by a letter from their Doctor.

5. Permit restrictions should operate for longer during the day


The proposed permit restriction times will prevent commuter parking in Lonsdale Road, and provide greater flexibility for the residents.

6. Businesses should not use residents spaces


Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents across the whole zone.

The limited number of business permits will mean that the burden will be spread over the whole of the zone.

7. Permit restriction times need to be reduced


Permit restriction times have been reduced. They now operate from between 10am – 4pm Monday to Friday.

8. 2 hour parking is too close to Banbury Road
The plans have been amended (see map).

Woodstock Road

1.
More shared use parking needed
The Council feels that there will be sufficient short-term spaces in all the roads.

2.
Access to off-street parking needs to be protected
In some areas where parking pressures are more acute, off-street parking will be protected by double yellows. No waiting will be permitted at any time.

In other areas access to off-street parking will be protected by white access protection lines. This clearly indicates where the driveways start and finish.

It will also allow residents to park across their own drives if they wish to.

3.
Not enough resident parking in nearby roads
Once the scheme has been implemented there will be more available parking spaces for residents across the whole zone

4.
3 parking permits per household is too much
The council has reduced the permit entitlement to 2 per household.

This entitlement will stay the same whether a household owns off-street spaces or not.

5.
It would be better for residents near South Parade if residents parking were near to the Woodstock road end and the 2 hour parking could be moved to closer proximity to the shops
The plans have been amended (see map).

6.
Please provide visitor spaces on middle way
The Council feels that there will be sufficient short-term visitor spaces in all the roads.
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
