Transport Implementation Committee – Review of Delegation Arrangements

Note from Shadow Executive Member for Transport, on behalf of the Labour Group

As principal spokesperson for Labour Group on transport matters, and as a frequent observer of meetings of the Transport Implementation Committee, I wish to express an objection to the continuation of the Committee on exactly the same basis as it has been run so far.  The membership and quorum number of two is inherently unstable and is only made workable by artificial accommodations being arrived at by the two current members.  The reality therefore is that no meaningful debate or actual engagement is possible with elected members or members of the public making representations to the Committee, even to the extent that is the case at meetings of the Executive itself.  There is a real danger that, in the inevitable case at some point in the future when different people occupy the two places on the Committee, the proceedings of the Committee will become unworkable, before the constitutional mechanism has had time to change its structure. 

In a spirit of constructive engagement, therefore, I wish to propose to the Executive that the number of members of the Transport Implementation Committee should be increased from two to three, with the Deputy Leader of the Council taking the third place.  I note that the report to the Executive says that “We are not aware of substantial objections to the manner in which the Executive’s functions are discharged by the Committee”, but I have to observe that, as far as I am aware, no representative member of the Labour group has been consulted on this issue.  Hence the lateness of this submission, though I would ask you to note that we have made every effort to give you notice of our position in advance of the relevant meeting of the Executive.
