Introduction

This briefing pack has been prepared by the Safer Communities Unit and contains summarised comments on each of the draft CDRP strategies for Oxfordshire, which have been prepared by lead officers from each of the Responsible Authorities, namely County Council, District Council, Thames Valley Police and Primary Care Trust. Officers from the Safer Communities Unit have performed this task for the County Council.

The summaries vary in style, and this reflects the fact that each CDRP has adopted slightly different approaches, albeit within the guidance set out by the Home Office.

The York Index of Public Safety

The York Index of Public Safety (YIPS)
 provides an estimate of public safety for each Crime & Disorder Partnership (CDRP) in England and Wales and summarises how safe an area is from the perspective of the household, for each of the six principal types of crime covered in official statistics. A score is given out of 100; the higher an area’s score, the safer it is.

For each type of crime, Oxford City has a lower score than the South East Region, implying that it is not as safe as the South East as a whole, whereas West Oxfordshire consistently scores higher than the South East and is therefore considered to be safer.

Acquisitive Crime
Acquisitive crime is defined by the Home Office as comprising all vehicle theft, burglary, bicycle theft and theft from the person.

Vehicle crime is measured in terms of both theft of a vehicle and theft from a vehicle. For the purposes of the chart below, incidents of theft of a vehicle and theft from a vehicle have been combined:

· Oxford City had the highest vehicle crime rates of all the Oxfordshire districts over the three-year period above, although these crime rates are declining.

· Between 2002/03 and 2003/04, the rate of vehicle crime has decreased across all districts and therefore in Oxfordshire as a whole.

Domestic Burglary

Oxford City has had the highest domestic burglary rates of all the Oxfordshire districts over the three-year period above, whilst the lowest rates were in West Oxfordshire.

Domestic burglary rates have been on the increase over the past three years in Oxford City, South Oxfordshire and West Oxfordshire. However, between 1998/99 and 2003/04, domestic burglary in Oxford City has declined by 60%.

Violent crime 

“Violent crime” comprises the three sub-categories of Violence against the person, sexual offences and robbery.

The rates of violent crime in Oxford City and South Oxfordshire have decreased slightly from 2002/03 to 2003/04, however the rates of violent crime in Cherwell, Vale of White Horse, West Oxfordshire and therefore Oxfordshire as a whole increased.

 Domestic violence

Domestic abuse is the systematic use of power by one person to dominate and control another. Abuse is not limited to one particular culture, ethnic group, age or social class.  It takes place in rural and urban areas, in white and ethnic minority families and in same-sex relationships. Victims can be male or female, but in the majority of cases the abuser will be male. In the United Kingdom, one in four women will be subject to domestic abuse during their life and every week, two women are killed by their current or former partner. The following table shows that throughout Oxfordshire, domestic violence accounts for approximately one quarter of all recorded violent crime:

 Alcohol-related crime

Drinking is strongly linked to crime, disorder and anti-social behaviour. National research into violence and the night-time economy has shown there is a link between excessive alcohol intake and violence, the most common location for violent offending is in or around late night entertainment venues and the peak time for violent crime is weekends and night time, coinciding with busy trading hours and closing times of licensed venues:

NB: It is not possible to determine if the involvement of alcohol relates to the patient OR person(s) responsible for the patient's attendance at A&E.

Drug-related crime
There is relatively little local information on drug-related crime in Oxfordshire, but according to the Government’s 2002 Updated Drug Strategy, nationally there is a strong link between drug misuse and crimes such as shoplifting, burglary, vehicle crime and theft.  Heroin, crack and cocaine users are responsible for 50% of these crimes and around three quarters of crack and heroin users claim to be committing crime to feed their habit.

Antisocial behaviour
The Home Office describes Anti-social behaviour as “a range of problems – noisy neighbours, abandoned cars, vandalism, graffiti, litter and youth nuisance.” It is of concern as it can hold back the regeneration of disadvantaged areas, creating the environment in which crime can take hold. When asked to state the “top five” community safety issues that required attention in their local community, the five main issues agreed by respondents to the 2004 Oxfordshire Citizen’s Panel survey were:

· Speeding vehicles or motorbikes / dangerous driving.

· Young people hanging around on the streets.

· Rubbish or letter lying around.

· Cars parked inconveniently, dangerously or illegally.

· Vandalism, graffiti and other deliberate damage to property or vehicles.

 Road safety

According to the 2004 Oxfordshire Citizen’s Panel survey, the issue considered most important throughout the county’s communities was speeding vehicles or motorbikes and dangerous driving. Concern was also expressed about cars parked inconveniently, dangerously or illegally:

In terms of road traffic accidents, from 1999 to 2003, Cherwell has had the highest number of road traffic accident casualties and West Oxfordshire the least. However, the number of road traffic casualties in both Cherwell and West Oxfordshire has consistently dropped, from 1999 to 2003. There appears to be no similar trend in reduction of road traffic accident casualties in the other districts in the county, however in all districts, the number of casualties in each has decreased from 2002 to 2003.

Fear of crime

The Eighth Oxfordshire Citizen’s Panel Survey asked 2866 residents across the county how safe they felt in certain situations. The results were as follows:

Indicates a finding of less than 0.5% but greater than zero.

The results for each of the districts are similar for all situations except “walking alone in your local community after dark,” where only 71% of residents feel safe walking home after dark in Cherwell, compared to 81% in West Oxfordshire. Although Oxford City has higher crime rates than the other districts in Oxfordshire in terms of most of the crime types considered in this report, the results of the 2004 Citizen’s Panel survey showed that residents in Oxford City feel safer walking alone in their local community after dark than residents in both Cherwell and South Oxfordshire.

Community Safety Issues: Cherwell 

Area Summary

The main towns of Banbury, Bicester and Kidlington are the areas where most offences occurred. In 2002/2003 there were 80 recorded crimes per 1,000 population. This compares favorably to Oxfordshire as a whole, which was 85.4 per 1,000, and Thames Valley, which was 100.5 per 1,000.
The top twelve communities for all recorded crime in 2003/2004 were:

Banbury, Bretch Hill, Hardwick, Town Centre East, Grimsbury, Town Centre West, Cherwell Heights, Town Centre South.

Bicester, Glory Farm, Highfield, Sheep Street West.

Kidlington, East, West.

However, between 2002/2003 and 2003/2004 there were considerable reductions of recorded crimes in Banbury Urban, Bicester Rural, Bicester Urban, Hook Norton, and Kidlington Urban. There was a small increase of 2.9% in Banbury Rural but a much larger growth in Kidlington Rural of 19.2%.

Criminal damage represented over a third of all recorded crimes whilst the second most commonplace offence was theft from a vehicle, which accounted for 15.5% of all offences.

Banbury - Bretch Hill, Grimsbury, Hardwick and Bicester - Town and West are not only featured as areas with the highest numbers of recorded crime but they also fall within the 40% most deprived areas in England, according to the Index of Multiple Deprivation 2004. This ranking is derived from information surrounding income, employment, education, housing, health and crime.

The “Income Deprivation Affecting Children Index” shows the percentage of an area’s children under 16 who live in families in receipt of certain benefits, such as Income Support and Job Seeker’s Allowance. 46% of children under 16 in “Ruscote 50” (Bretch Hill) in Banbury are considered to be income deprived, and this area is amongst the worst 10% in England in terms of income deprivation affecting children. At a county level, this is the fourth most deprived area in Oxfordshire.  

Community Safety plays a key role in improving the quality of life for people in Cherwell. In preventing offending by young people it safeguards communities by reducing crime. Through changing the behaviour of young offenders and their parents ensures that these young people will have increased life opportunities and can play a greater part in the economy of Cherwell.

Oxfordshire Youth Offending Service suggested in 2002 that around 42% of young offenders in the county used drugs. The instigating factor around 44% of children in the care cases was parental drug use. The number of problem drug users living in Cherwell District falls between 400 to 700 people with heroin as their main drug. It was estimated in 2003 that there were a total of 183 in Cherwell. The number of Methadone users in 2002 was estimated to be between 358 and 537 across the District. 

Context

· In 2003-2004 the numbers of burglary and autocrime offences decreased by 21.6% and 28.3% respectively.

· The number of young people involved in vehicle crime between 2002 and 2003 decreased by 24%.

· Road casualties involving fatal or serious injuries to adults declined by 15% and by the same proportion to children during the year 2002-2003.

· In 2003-2004 Cherwell recorded fewer crimes per 1,000 population than the county, region and nationally.

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Consultation

In 2002, Oxfordshire County Council asked residents what they thought made somewhere a good place to live. Almost two thirds of respondents cited low level of crime. Dealing with such issues will therefore impact upon people’s quality of life.

To compile the audit, various consultations were used in order obtain a full picture of the current situation. The outcome of these consultations indicate that people’s concerns are broadly the same throughout; key issues are:

· People using or dealing drugs

· Teenagers hanging around on the streets

· People being drunk or rowdy in public places

· Vandalism

· Burglaries

· Rubbish and litter

· Road Safety and Parking.

Extensive consultation was carried out on the findings of the community safety audit. Members of the community including stakeholders, minority ethnic groups, focus groups and young people were able to express their opinions and there emerged some clear overall consistency from the various groups. The following table indicates the three key priority themes from each group:

Community Safety Issues: Oxford City

Area Summary

Oxford has a population of 142,364 and compared with the rest of the county:

· Has the highest proportion of 20-24 year olds (16% of the city’s population, compared with a county average of 5%), in part reflecting the high student population.

· Has a lower level of 0-14 year olds.

· Is more ethnically and culturally diverse, with the BME population numbering 12.9% of the total (average 4.9% in the rest of the county).

· Has far higher levels of deprivation – the 2004 Index of Multiple deprivation ranked Oxford 144th out of 354 local authorities in England. The next highest is Cherwell, which ranks 274th.
· A relatively high proportion of the city’s population is transient, and there are significant levels of homelessness. 

In contrast, the city is overall relatively affluent, a thriving commercial and academic centre, and a significant employer, for instance in publishing, automotive industries and a growing biotechnology sector. 

Housing costs are high, and this has a significant impact on recruitment and retention levels in key services.
Context 

Progress over five years

Oxford’s Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership (CDRP) was created after the Crime and Disorder Act 1998 and is known as Oxford safer Communities Partnership (OSCP). Context

The current position

Overall, crime is falling in Oxford, the CDRP having put a range of effective initiatives in place over the last three years. During that period, there has been a reduction in overall crime levels of 2%, and some of the trends over the last three years are illustrated below:

Clearly, rates and types of crime vary across the city, and some areas have higher concentrations than others. That said, the position in Oxford over the last three years can be summarised as follows:

· Motor vehicle crime, including theft from vehicles, criminal damage, and theft of vehicles, fell by 18% in the three years to 31 March 2004.

· Nearly 90% of all suspected perpetrators are male, half of whom are under 25.

· Violent crime increased by 32% in the three year audit period, which reflects a national trend, as well as an increase in the level of reporting of such incidents.

· Around 80% of violent offences are committed by males aged 26-39, and most victims are in the same age group.

· It is estimated that half the violent offences committed were under the influence of alcohol.

· Domestic violence is reckoned to account for around 25% of violent crime in Oxford.

· Robbery offences have fallen from 361 to 291 (19%) in the three years to March 2004.

· OREC figures show 177 racial incidents reported in Oxford in 2003/04, although, as with other types of hate crime, it is thought to be under-reported. While around 25% of crimes are committed by young people aged 14-25, this age group also contains the most likely victims of violent crime, robbery and domestic violence.

· Drug trafficking and possession offences rose by 19% over the three year audit period, and while cannabis remains the most commonly used drug in Oxford, the use of crack cocaine and heroin continues to rise.

· Drug Action Team figures show an increase in the number of people presenting at drug services in the three-year audit period.

· Over the last two years of the audit period, there has been an increase of 8.2% in the number of calls to the police relating to disturbances and drunkenness, and noise complaints have increased by 14% from 2002/03 to 2003/04.

Consultation

Throughout 2004, the consultation process sought views on the most important crime and disorder issues facing people who live in, work in or visit Oxford.  To inform this process, data from a wide range of partners was collected and analysed.  Numerous consultation mechanisms were used, ranging from the Oxfordshire Citizens’ Panel and the Oxford Talkback Panel, to a variety of focus groups, interviews and questionnaires. The key findings from the consultation are set out below:

· Feelings of safety varied across Oxford. 

· Panel members in the South East of Oxford felt less safe than those living in other areas.  

· There are certain types of crimes that cause panel members the most concern - perceptions are that burglary and car crime have increased in their local areas. 

· Younger panel members aged 16-34 were more likely to be worried about being mugged and robbed than older respondents.  

· Anti-social behaviour and disorder was identified as a greater problem in some areas than others.  Overall anti-social and disorder related issues ranked highly as one of the main community safety issues that required the most attention.  

· The fear of crime for panel members was higher for burglary and vehicle crime than any other crime category.

Emerging Strategic Priorities

Drawing from the audit and consultation processes, the draft community safety strategy for Oxford for 2005-08 envisages the following themes, which are set out along with their overarching aims. The objectives and associated targets are under development.

· Violent assault and Robbery - Oxford city residents will feel safer at home and at night because we will reduce the level of violent assault and robbery.

· Racial, Homophobic and domestic crime - In recognition of the significant under-reporting of these types of incidents we aim to increase public confidence in reporting these incidents to the police and other agencies.

· Burglary of people’s homes - Residents in Oxford will be less likely to be victims of burglary.

· Car crime - Residents in Oxford will be less likely to have their cars stolen or broken into.

· Anti Social Behaviour - Residents in Oxford will be less likely to be adversely affected by anti social behaviour.

· Comparator Crimes - In addition to, and in some cases complimentary to, the priorities identified through the Crime and Disorder Audit process, the Home Office have set a target for OSCP to reduce the total number of a portion of crime by 20% by 2008.

· Drug and alcohol misuse - OSCP will continue to address drug and alcohol misuse, as it is a key driver for community concerns and offending behaviour.

· Offending patterns - OSCP will identify, intervene and rehabilitate those individuals causing the most amount of crime in Oxford.

· Victimisation - OSCP will support victims of crime and empower our communities to combat crime in their neighbourhoods.

· Fear of crime - OSCP will inform our communities of the positive actions being undertaking by partners to reduce crime and support victims in Oxford, and empower, through education, our communities to support themselves.

· Location - OSCP will respond to areas of high priority crime by working with partners to improve the security of the physical environment.

Community Safety Issues: South Oxfordshire

Area Summary

South Oxfordshire has a population of 127,808. More than 50% live outside the four main towns of Didcot, Henley, Thame and Wallingford, in villages. No area in South Oxfordshire appears in the top 25% of deprived areas nationally, though Berinsfield is in the top 30% - 40%. Comparison with the county shows that the district has a slightly higher proportion of over 75s and a smaller proportion of 15 to 24 year olds. Car ownership figures are the highest nationally for households owning two cars or more.  Currently, 2.1% of the population is of minority ethnic origin, compared to 1% ten years ago. There are very few asylum seekers.

The district has a mixed economy, typified by small enterprises. There is little heavy industry and an increasingly dominant service sector. There is significant out –commuting, principally along to the M40/M4 road corridors to London, and by rail from Didcot Parkway and Reading to London. The unemployment level is just over 1%. Tourism centres on the Thames and Chilterns, and provides an annual income to the district of approximately £150 million. Four Primary Care Trusts cover the district. 

Context

Whilst the 2001 Audit confirmed that South Oxfordshire is a safe place to live, work and visit, it also highlighted a number of community safety issues, which formed the basis of the 2002-2005 strategy. 

Following consultation, the key objectives were:

· A reduction in crime, particularly violent crime, burglary and vehicle crime, and crime committed as a result of alcohol or drug abuse

· A reduction in criminality and anti-social behaviour including activities that adversely affect rural communities

· Improvements in road safety.

Key results:

· The appointment of an Anti-Social Behaviour Caseworker. In the targeted area of Berinsfield, crime reports fell by 28% in the first three months after delivery of Acceptable Behaviour Contracts to six young people.

· CCTV schemes were introduced in all four towns of the district.

· Partnership work between the Fire & Rescue Service and the district council produced significant reductions in relation to abandoned vehicles and car fires
· In 2003, a six-month awareness-raising campaign in Henley, focusing on security of high value cars, resulted in a 5.5% reduction in burglaries of this nature. 
· Country Watch membership was increased, and members worked closely with Police to reduce and deter incidents of hare coursing.  
·  Cranstoun Drug Services delivered drugs outreach work to those unable to travel to Oxford or Abingdon. Between January and July 2004, there were 208 referrals, with the peak age 21-25 years.

·  Didcot drop-in centre opened at the end of March 2004. 

· Schools drugs awareness programmes reached over 4,300 young people, 500 parents and 175 teaching staff.

· The County Domestic Violence Co-ordinator post, funded by all five CDRPs, was confirmed for the next 3 years.
· Domestic Violence Outreach services in rural areas were delivered in partnership with West Berkshire Women’s Aid from September 03. 
· Speed Watch initiatives increased across the district, with mobile Speed Indicator devices (SID) being used district-wide
Consultation

Two citizens' panels were asked to respond to a community safety survey, based on the British Crime Survey. 1,500 members of the Oxfordshire County Council‘s panel were sent postal questionnaires; a further 1,500 questionnaires were completed face to face, and 2,866 responses were received.  South Oxfordshire District Council’s survey of 1,000 panel members was conducted by post, with 662 responses.

A half-day conference on the audit findings and emerging priorities was held, and the district council's Area Forums were consulted on the emerging issues. Young people attending summer holiday schemes were surveyed in a “Changing Places” survey on their attitudes to community safety issues, and Mori are currently undertaking an internet-based survey with secondary schools in the district. 

Two focus groups, drawn from the Citizens' Panels, also discussed the emerging issues to identify their priorities.  Oxfordshire Older People's Panel are being consulted on the emerging issues from the Audit.

Oxfordshire County Citizen’s Panel identified the following proprieties:

· Speeding vehicles or motorbikes/dangerous driving

· Rubbish or litter lying around

· Young people hanging around on the streets

· Vandalism, graffiti and other deliberate damage to property or vehicles

· Cars parked inconveniently, dangerously or illegally

· People drunk or rowdy in public places

South Oxfordshire Citizen’s Panel highlighted very similar issues:

· Speeding /dangerous vehicles

· Rubbish and litter

· Young people hanging around 

· Vandalism and graffiti

· Burglary

· Cars parked inconveniently or illegally

· Alcohol and drug abuse 

· Vehicle crime

Both Focus Groups (one of under 40s, one of over 40s) identified anti-social behaviour as a priority.  The definition of anti-social behaviour included rowdy behaviour, noise, intimidation, large groups of young people, vandalism, graffiti and litter.

Other issues identified as priorities by the older group were alcohol-related crime and behaviour and road crime, including speeding vehicles and dangerous driving.

For the younger group, drug-related crime and behaviour and property crime were the main issues of concern.

Responses to the young people’s Changing Places survey indicated a shortfall of activities and facilities for young people. When asked about worries when out and about in their local area, young people identified issues relating to: 

· personal safety 

· fear of dark areas, especially alleyways 

· alcohol and drug-related threatening behaviour

Community safety issues of particular concern in their area included:

· drugs 

· alcohol 

· vandalism 

· gangs 

· anti-social behaviour and

· racism 

Respondents mostly felt safe at school and on their journey to and from school, although there were some concerns about speeding vehicles and returning home after school or work in the dark.  In response to the question: Why do young people sometimes get into trouble?  The answers were almost invariably boredom/nothing to do and peer pressure. The young people were asked what could be done to make their area a safer and better place to live. Responses included more youth facilities, especially youth clubs, skate parks, cinemas and more local police.

Emerging Strategic Priorities
The Audit 2004 confirms that South Oxfordshire is a safe place to live and work. The CDRP improved in ranking from 190th to 227th out of 376 when compared to all CDRPs nationally, between 2002-03 to2003-04.

However, the area also faces a number of challenges if it is to retain its low crime status. The audit revealed that over the three-year period, crime rose by 22.5%, although much of that increase was due to new crime recording methods, introduced nationally in 2002. In the last year, crime actually fell by 7% overall.  However, crime detection also fell by 8% overall during the last three years, despite an increase of 28% in detection of violent crime.

The top six of twenty hotspots by ward for all crime 2003-2004 were: Didcot All Saints (146.02 crimes per 1,000 pop), Great Milton, which includes the Woodstock Service Station, Henley North, Thame South, Wallingford North and Henley South which had 88.72 crimes per 1,000 pop. In comparison, Berinsfield recorded 59.08 crimes per 1,000 population and Sonning Common at 20th, 44.56 crimes per 1,000 population.

Although fear of crime is reducing - when questioned, 72% of people said they felt safe walking in their locality after dark, compared to 54% in 2001 - fear is unacceptably high compared to the actual level of crime. Although the fear of crime is not a specific priority, the partnership believes that focus on the five emerging priorities will result in people feeling safer.  

In addition to the priorities emerging from the audit process, the CDRP has to take into account national crime priorities and local policing priorities.

The following represents the list of issues that have emerged from all of the above processes as priorities for the new strategy.  

· Road Safety

To reduce the number of road traffic accidents and casualties, speed reduction and driver education are vital issues for the next three years. Casualties among car drivers are increasing, and the casualty rate across the county is above the national average. The anti-social use of vehicles is also an issue, to be tackled through enforcement and education.

· Property crime, including thefts of and from vehicles, and burglary (dwelling and non-dwelling).  Despite a large reduction in vehicle crime over the past year, there are still vulnerable areas to be addressed. Burglary is the Police’s top priority, with an overall increase of 6.8% since 2002 and detection rates falling by over half.
· Anti-social behaviour affects the quality of people’s lives. It includes environmental issues such as abandoned or burnt-out vehicles, noise, litter, vandalism and graffiti. It also includes rural problems, such as hare coursing and fly-tipping. The partnership supports the government’s priority of working together to tackle anti-social behaviour.
· Alcohol and Drug related crime and behaviours

Many crimes are committed as a direct result of alcohol and drug misuse. Up to 50% of property crime is committed to fund the purchase of illegal drugs, and drink driving and driving under the influence of drugs are responsible for a significant number of road accidents. Under-age drinking is a particular concern and binge drinking is associated with violence and disorder in town centres in the evening.

· Violent crime- includes Domestic Violence

Whilst changes in reporting methods resulted in higher numbers of violent crime reports, domestic violence is still under-reported. It is estimated that one in four women will experience domestic violence at some time in her life, and will suffer more than 30 attacks before reporting to the police. 

It is widely acknowledged that a large proportion of crimes are committed by a small number of offenders.  During the life of the strategy the partnership will be working with all the criminal justice agencies to ensure, through a local priority offender scheme, that the small numbers of offenders in South Oxfordshire who commit most of the crime in the area are the subject of targeted action.  
Community Safety Issues: Vale of White Horse

Area Summary
The Vale of White Horse has a population of 115,981. There is a large, developing commercial presence, with retail premises mainly centered in the three market towns of Abingdon, Wantage and Faringdon. The Vale is a prosperous area with high employment levels and it generally scores low overall on the index of Multiple Deprivation. However, Abingdon Caldecott is ranked 15th most deprived, Abingdon Abbey and Barton 29th and Abingdon Ock Meadow 30th most deprived out of 137 wards in Oxfordshire. Caldecott is among some of the most deprived wards in the country.

Vale is policed as part of the Southern Oxfordshire Police Area, but under restructuring, will be co-terminous with and policed by, the Vale Local Police Area, a part of the Oxfordshire Basic Command Unit of the Thames Valley Police. Health provision is primarily from the South West Oxfordshire Primary Health Care Trust. The 2001 census data showed that the number of people from ethnic minorities represented 2.38% of the Vale’s population, compared to 1% in 1991. 

Context
The 2001 audit confirmed that the Vale was one of the safest places to live and work in the country. The level of reported crime was low at 5 people per 100 (5%) In comparison, the level for England and Wales for the 12-month period ending September 2000 was 9.9%.  However, despite the low levels of crime there was an increase of 39% in reported crime between 1998 and 2001 audit years, increasing from 4,058 to 5,656 crimes. (The 2004 Audit revealed a further increase of 14% to 6,359 crimes by 2003-04, due partly to a rise of over 400 incidents in violence and criminal damage, partly to the 2002 changes in recording.)

The Community Safety Strategy 2002-2005 adopted the following aims:

· To reduce crime, particularly violent crime, burglaries, car crime and crime committed as a result of drug or alcohol abuse

· To reduce criminality and anti-social behaviour, including activities that adversely affect rural communities

· To improve road safety

Key results:

· Anti-social Behaviour Co-ordinator appointed

· Two Neighbourhood Wardens employed to tackle ASB issues by rapid response

· Diversionary activities and facilities for young people included: Provision of youth shelters PAYP government funding for summer schemes; OAYP Youth Bus; Abingdon Net Motor Cycle Project; Faringdon Motor Cycle Project; Wantage Playday; support for the Abingdon Bridge outreach worker and contribution to Youth Mentoring Scheme U13 in OX14 

· Alley closures at Reynolds Way, Darrell Way, Saxton Road and Ypres Way, Abingdon, to reduce anti-social behaviour

· Security lighting and other improvements for elderly residents installed in Gainsborough Green, Abingdon; Wooton Road shops, Abingdon; Deans Court Estate, Botley

· Three Secure Car Park awards achieved

· 34 CCTV cameras in place

· Drug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Co-ordinator employed. Over 70 schools involved in drug and alcohol awareness training, 2002-2004, with 3,715 young people involved in 2002/03. Drug awareness training for housing staff

· Development of Proof of Age Scheme to reduce underage sales, alongside test purchasing

· Over £16,000 to Anchor Housing to upgrade security on vulnerable promises or premises occupied by vulnerable people

Consultation

Overall analysis of the audit data highlighted ten community safety issues: Acquisitive, violent and business crime; anti-social behaviour; environmental crime; drug and alcohol misuse; rural crime; road safety and hate crime.

The audit process included an Oxfordshire Citizens’ Panel survey with 2,866 respondents, who identified five top community safety priorities requiring action:

· Speeding vehicles or motorbikes/dangerous driving

· Young people hanging around on the streets

· Litter or rubbish lying around

· Cars parked inconsiderately, dangerously or illegally

· Vandalism, graffiti ands other deliberate damage to property or vehicles

The consultation process was in six stages. A “Vale Voice”- citizens’ panel- consultation involving a representative cross-section of the community, attracted 764 responses. The top ten priorities, in order, with the overall response rates were:

· Speeding/dangerous driving 

· Rubbish/litter Young People in groups 

· Parking issues 

· Vandalism, criminal damage and graffiti 

· Dog Fouling/strays 

· Burglary and theft from people’s homes 

· Discharging of fireworks 

· Drunken rowdiness 

· Fly tipping 

· Domestic violence, the hidden crime, produced a low score, but young people accorded it a higher priority. 

· Racial and homophobic issues polled low, but the 17 to 24 age range made it one of their top priorities. 

A Stakeholders Meeting, involving a facilitated consultation process, included 45 attendees from parish, district and county level, Primary Care Trust, Probation Service and representatives from the voluntary sector. Four workshops prioritised the top 10 priorities identified in the audit. The six priorities to emerge were:

· Anti-social behaviour

· Alcohol-related crime

· Environmental crime

· Road safety

· Violent crime, including domestic violence

· Rural crime

Two facilitated Focus Groups, totalling 20 attendees selected at random from the Vale’s respondents to the Oxfordshire Citizens’ Panel survey, also considered the top 10 audit issues. The five top priorities to emerge were:

· Road safety

· Alcohol-related crime

· Anti-social behaviour

· Environmental crime

· Rural crime
Consultation with young people involved 70 members of the Vale’s Youth Forum, whose six top priorities were:

· Violent crime

· Alcohol-related crime

· Drug-related crime

· Hate crime

· Acquisitive crime

· Anti-social behaviour

During the summer of 2004, young people attending summer schemes were asked for their views on community safety in a “Changing Places” survey. Their key issues were personal safety, fear of dark places, especially alleyways, alcohol and drug-related threatening behaviour, vandalism, gangs, anti-social behaviour and racism.  The young people felt that more youth facilities, cinemas and local police would improve their local area.

Results from consultation with the Oxfordshire Older People’s Panel are still to be considered.

Emerging Strategic Priorities

The 2004 Audit has confirmed that Vale of White Horse is one of the safest places to live and work in the country. In 2002/03, Vale ranked 3rd out of 16 districts in the Thames Valley and 51st out of 375 CDRPs nationally.

In terms of all crime, Vale is in 2nd place in its family group of 63, where 1 is the best in family. Home Office statistics show that crime in the Vale runs at about half the national average. 

However, there are key issues to be addressed. Abingdon houses 27% of the Vale’s population, but generates 42% of its reported crime. 51% of violent crime occurs in the town along with 46% of all criminal damage. Much occurs in or around shopping parades that contain alcohol and fast food outlets and where there is much evidence of anti-social behaviour.

The area surrounding Abingdon has 27% of the population and generates 21% of its crime, with thefts from motor vehicles prevalent in Kennington, North Hinksey and Radley.

Wantage and its surrounding area houses 24% of Vale residents and suffers 24% of crime.  The area was responsible for a disproportionate number of vehicle thefts and sexual offences.

Faringdon and area is the largest and most sparsely populated part of the district, with 20% of the population and just 14% of the Vale’s crime.  The only category of crime where the percentage exceeds the population is burglary.

Overall, six key priorities emerged from the audit and consultation process: 

· Environmental crime (including litter, stray dogs, fly tipping, abandoned and other nuisance vehicles, fly posting and nuisance alleyways).  The need to address this area has been reinforced by a government consultation document. It is a key quality of life issue.

· Anti-social behaviour is high on the government's agenda but is not easy to quantify.  The Vale’s anti-social behaviour working group, a multi-agency partnership under the umbrella of the CDRP, collects and shares information from a wide range of sources. 
· Road safety: The audit consultation highlighted that speeding, dangerous driving and inconsiderate parking as clear priorities for residents.  

· Drugs & Alcohol: The Vale Drug Alcohol Action Group works closely with the Oxfordshire DAAT to address issues relating to drugs and alcohol.  There is no evidence of a high prevalence of open dealing in the Vale; needle finds are low and police seizures are also low compared to other districts in the county.  Underage drinking is becoming more prevalent and the CDRP will be working to address some of the associated problems.

· Volume Crime includes criminal damage, violent crime and acquisitive crime, which are also national priorities. Acquisitive crime includes domestic burglary, theft and theft of or from vehicles, including pedal cycles. Violent crime includes assault, robbery, domestic violence and sexual attacks.  Domestic violence continues to be a key area of concern.  
These emerging themes are likely to form the basis for the 2005-2008 strategy.
Community Safety Issues: West Oxfordshire 

Area Summary

Between 1st April 2000 and 31st March 2004 there were 349 offences recorded in Bampton. Reported crime in Bampton is very low and there are no specific problem areas. The areas within the town where most crime occurs are Buckland Rd, Bridge St, Market Square, Pembroke Place and Weald Street.

During this same period there were 395 crimes recorded in Burford. The largest increase in offences is burglary from a dwelling, but it is still a relatively rare crime.  

There were 1743 crimes recorded in the Carterton area.   The greatest areas of growth in criminal offences in Carterton over this period have been in the violent crime categories. Assault, Occasioning Actual Bodily Harm and Common assault. Burglary dwellings, Arson, theft of pedal cycles & drug possession have also seen a small rise.  

There were a total of 1214 crimes recorded in Chipping Norton.  Numerically the most common offence was theft not classified elsewhere. This offence usually involves purses and mobile phones being stolen from shops and public houses.  There has also been a significant increase in the offence of Assault Occasioning Actual Bodily Harm. This is mainly down to changes in national crime recording standards. 

There were 327 Crimes recorded in Charlbury between 1st April 2000 and 31 March 2004.  The greatest crime concentration is around the Sturt close area with 17% but many offences were domestic in nature.   

There were 1082 crimes recorded in Eynsham. The greatest proportion of these crimes targeted the businesses on the A40 such as Services and Petrol Stations. These locations alone, account for 142 offences, which equates to over 13% of all crime committed in Eynsham.  Bartholomew’s School, the Co-Op, the Spar shop, Wine Rack and Spareacre Hire Ltd. account for another 122 or approximately 11% of all the crime.

There were 559 crimes recorded in Woodstock.  The largest crime type is thefts not classified elsewhere, which include theft of mobile phones from schools and businesses along with credit cards and wallets from pubs and shops. The next largest crime is Burglary other than a dwelling, although this has seen a decrease of 30% between 2002/03 and 2003/04. 

Key issues in Witney are violent crime, burglary, burglary non-dwelling, and criminal damage.   The most commonly reported offences are theft not classified elsewhere and criminal damage to vehicles. The motivating factor for the reporting of these offences is that often-insurance companies require a crime number in order for victims to claim from their insurance policy.   Criminal damage to vehicles ranges from dents received in car parks, right up to windows broken to gain entry in an attempted theft.  

There were 433 victims of violent crime and 216 female victims of violent crime in Witney over the years April 2000 to March 2004. In comparison there were 563 male offenders and 111 females - of these a large proportion were residents of Witney The high number of offenders identified and the significant amount of offenders and victims from the Witney area suggests that the majority of victims may know their attackers 

Context

· Between 2001/02 and 2003/04 there has been an increase in crime in West Oxfordshire of 41.9%:
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· The highest rise in crime has been in the violent crime category (454 offences in 2001/2 to 965 in 2003/4). This increase mirrors a national trend and is similar to increases in other areas that are similar to West Oxfordshire. Also changes to the National Crime Recording System, the introduction of Close Circuit Television (CCTV) in Witney and a consolidated police focus on violent crimes in the town centres will also have had an impact on increasing the numbers of recorded crime. 

· The number of dwelling burglaries has increased during the same period from 177 to 247, an increase of 39.5%.  There were 470 vehicles stolen or broken into in 2001/2, this increased to 551 in 2003/4 although the number of recorded vehicle offences reduced between 2002/3 and 2003/4. 

· The following table and chart shows the level of crime (in percent) of all reported offences during the period of the assessment:

Levels of crime in West Oxfordshire, 2001 - 2004
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· Although there has been an increase in recorded crime in West Oxfordshire, the levels of crime still remains low and small increases in reported offences can present high percentage increases.

· Overall West Oxfordshire is a peaceful district in which to live and work with low levels of crime and disorder.  This is supported by the District’s position amongst the other CDRPs, as being the 17th safest place across England and Wales out of the other 376 partnerships and the safest district across the Thames Valley. 

Consultation

The four consultation exercises were:
The Oxfordshire Citizens Panel
This was used between 23 July and 23 September to survey a total of 2,866 residents of whom 454 were within West Oxfordshire. 
Two Adult Focus Groups
The Citizens Panel was used to identify 20 adults from a variety of social backgrounds, ages and locations within West Oxfordshire to attend two focus groups held on 16 November. 
Young Peoples Focus Group
A group of 16 young people, all of whom were Youth Service attendees, attended a focus group on 24 November.
Questionnaires to Stakeholders
500 questionnaires were sent out via email to a number of community groups and stakeholder organisations that operate in the District.
